The City Council of the City of Pell City met in a regular session at the City Hall at 6:00 p.m. on Monday, July 28, 2014.  Present were Council President James McGowan, Councilmembers Jay Jenkins, Dot Wood, Sharon Thomas and Terry Templin.  Those present constituting the entirety of the council, the following business was transacted:

The invocation was led by Mayor Joe Funderburg.
The pledge to the American flag was led by Councilmember Dot Wood.
The City Clerk had roll call for attendance.

On motion of Councilmember Thomas, seconded by Councilmember Templin, the council unanimously approved the payment of bills on file.

On motion of Councilmember Templin, seconded by Councilmember Thomas, the council unanimously approved the minutes of the regular council meeting held on July 14, 2014.

On motion of Councilmember Jenkins, seconded by Councilmember Wood, the council unanimously approved to allocate up to $150,000.00 to the Board of Education as a match for the tornado shelter.

On motion of Councilmember Wood, seconded by Councilmember Thomas, the council unanimously approved the request from Robert Kenneth Allen for a Retail Beer License (Off-Premise Only) and a Retail Table Wine License (Off-Premise Only) for AOC Food Mart located at 4209 Stemley Bridge Road.

On motion of Councilmember Templin, seconded by Councilmember Thomas, the council unanimously approved the request for the Smithsonian Grant Match in the amount of $1,282.50.

RESOLUTION NO. 2014 – 4343

A RESOLUTION DECLARING WEEDS GROWING UPON CERTAIN REAL PROPERTY TO BE A PUBLIC NUISANCE AND ORDERING THE ABATEMENT OF SAID PUBLIC NUISANCE

WHEREAS, under Alabama law, the City of Pell City has the authority to declare as a public nuisance all weeds growing upon the streets, sidewalks, or upon private property within the City, which bear seeds of a wingy or downy nature, which attain a large growth so as to become a fire menace when dry, or which are otherwise noxious or dangerous; and,
WHEREAS, under Alabama law, the City Council of the City of Pell City has the authority to order the abatement of said public nuisance once said public nuisance has been declared; and,

WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Pell City has determined that it is wise, expedient, and in the best interests of the citizens of the City to declare the weeds growing upon the following parcels of real property to be a public nuisance and to order the abatement of said public nuisance:

1. That the weeds growing upon the following parcels of real property are hereby declared to be a public nuisance and are hereby ordered to be abated:

2. That a public hearing shall be held on this matter on Monday, September 8, 2014, and the City Manager, or his designee, shall prepare and serve notice of this declaration and said public hearing upon the owners of the above-described parcels of real property in accordance with Alabama law.

That the City Manager, or his designee, shall also serve notice of this declaration and said public hearing by publication in a newspaper of general circulation published in the City once a week for two consecutive weeks, and shall post notice of this declaration and said public hearing conspicuously on the above-described property as provided under Alabama law.

WHEREAS, City and Veolia ES Solid Waste Southeast, Inc., (hereinafter referred to as “Veolia”), entered in to a Contract to provide residential garbage collection services within the corporate limits of the City of Pell City, Alabama, which Contract became effective on August 1, 2008, and was to expire on July 31, 2011, (hereinafter referred to as “Original Contract”); and,


WHEREAS, on February 11, 2011, City and Veolia entered into an Agreement to Renew or Extend the foregoing Original Contract to provide residential garbage collection services within the corporate limits of the City of Pell City, Alabama, which Renewal Contract became effective on August 1, 2011, and is scheduled to expire on July 31, 2014, (hereinafter referred to as “First Renewal Contract”); and,


WHEREAS, Advanced Disposal Services Solid Waste Southeast, Inc., is the successor in interest of Veolia ES Solid Waste Southeast, Inc., and as such assumed all the rights, duties and responsibilities of Veolia in and to the foregoing First Renewal Contract; and,


WHEREAS, City has determined it to be wise, expedient, and in the best interest and welfare of the citizens of the City of Pell City, to extend and renew the First Renewal Contract for an additional one year term on the same terms, conditions, fees, and costs as that of the First Renewal Contract; and,


WHEREAS, Advanced has agreed to the extension and renewal of the First Renewal Contract for an additional one year term on the same terms, conditions, fees, and costs as that of the First Renewal Contract.


THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Pell City, Alabama, that it is in the best interest and welfare of the citizens of the City of Pell City, that the existing First Renewal Contract providing for residential garbage collection services with Advanced Disposal Services Solid Waste Southeast, Inc., as successor in interest of Veolia ES Solid Waste Southeast, Inc., be extended and renewed for an additional term of one year effective as of August 1, 2014, and expiring on July 31, 2015, on the same terms, conditions, fees and costs as that of such existing First Renewal Contract.

WHEREAS, City and Veolia ES Solid Waste Southeast, Inc., (hereinafter referred to as “Veolia”), entered in to a Contract to provide commercial garbage collection services within the corporate limits of the City of Pell City, Alabama, which Contract became effective on August 1, 2008, and was to expire on July 31, 2011, (hereinafter referred to as “Original Contract”); and,


WHEREAS, on February 11, 2011, City and Veolia entered into an Agreement to Renew or Extend the foregoing Original Contract to provide commercial garbage collection services within the corporate limits of the City of Pell City, Alabama, which Renewal Contract became effective on August 1, 2011, and is scheduled to expire on July 31, 2014, (hereinafter referred to as “First Renewal Contract”); and,


WHEREAS, Advanced Disposal Services Solid Waste Southeast, Inc., is the successor in interest of Veolia ES Solid Waste Southeast, Inc., and as such assumed all the rights, duties and responsibilities of Veolia in and to the foregoing First Renewal Contract; and,


WHEREAS, City has determined it to be wise, expedient, and in the best interest and welfare of the citizens of the City of Pell City, to extend and renew the First Renewal Contract for an additional one year term on the same terms, conditions, fees, and costs as that of the First Renewal Contract; and,


WHEREAS, Advanced has agreed to the extension and renewal of the First Renewal Contract for an additional one year term on the same terms, conditions, fees, and costs as that of the First Renewal Contract.


THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Pell City, Alabama, that it is in the best interest and welfare of the citizens of the City of Pell City, that the existing First Renewal Contract providing for commercial garbage collection services with Advanced Disposal Services Solid Waste Southeast, Inc., as successor in interest of Veolia ES Solid Waste Southeast, Inc., be extended and renewed for an additional term of one year effective as of August 1, 2014, and expiring on July 31, 2015, on the same terms, conditions, fees and costs as that of such existing First Renewal Contract.


RESOLVED FURTHER, that the City Manager be, and he hereby is, authorized and directed to execute on behalf of the City, that Agreement to Renew or Extend Renewal Contract to Provide Commercial Garbage Collection Service in form and substance as that attached hereto and made a part of this Resolution.

A RESOLUTION PROVIDING FOR THE SALE OF UNNEEDED PERSONAL PROPERTY
WHEREAS, the City of Pell City, Alabama, has a 1999 Quality brand Fire Engine that is no longer needed for public or municipal purposes; and,

WHEREAS, Section 11-43-56 of the Code of Alabama, 1975, authorizes the municipal governing body to dispose of unneeded personal property.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Pell City, Alabama, as follows:

1.  That the 1999 Quality brand Fire Engine owned by the City of Pell City, Alabama, is not needed for public or municipal purposes.

2.  That the City Manager be, and he hereby is, authorized to sale the 1999 Quality brand Fire Engine owned by the City of Pell City, Alabama, to the Town of Oak Grove, Alabama, for the sum of $40,000.00.

3.  That the City Manager be, and he hereby is, authorized to execute such documents as are necessary to complete the sale of the 1999 Quality brand Fire Engine owned by the City of Pell City, Alabama, to the Town of Oak Grove, Alabama, for the sum of $40,000.00.
