WHEREAS, the Alabama Department of Transportation has the authority to award grants under the Transportation Alternatives Program; and

WHEREAS, the City of Pell City needs grant assistance to extend the Cogswell Avenue Streetscape Project east of 21st Street approximately three blocks.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of Pell City as follows:

1. That a grant application is authorized under said program not to exceed $400,000; 

2. That the City of Pell City will provide the local share or 20% of the total project cost;

3. That the Mayor and City Manager are authorized to sign any and all documents to obtain said grant;  and

4. That the City of Pell City will see the project through to completion and be responsible for the operation and maintenance of the improvements made through this grant program.

A RESOLUTION AWARDING THE BID FOR THE

36-MONTH LEASE OF A WHEEL LOADER BACKHOE FOR

WHEREAS, the City of Pell City has taken and received competitive sealed bids for the 36-month lease of a wheel loader backhoe to be used by the Pell City Street Department, which equipment is more particularly described in the exhibit attached hereto as Exhibit “A”; and

WHEREAS, the lowest bid that met the specifications established by the City was submitted by Warrior Tractor & Equipment Company in the amount of $1,037.28 per month.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Pell City that the City awards the bid for the 36-month lease of the above-described wheel loader backhoe to Warrior Tractor & Equipment Company in the amount of $1,037.28 per month.
