The City Council of the City of Pell City met in regular session at the City Hall at 10:00 a.m. on Monday, February 9, 2015.  Present were Council President James McGowan, Councilmembers Jay Jenkins, Dot Wood and Sharon Thomas.  Councilmember Terry Templin was absent.  Those present constituting a quorum of the council, the following business was transacted:

The invocation was led by Mayor Funderburg.
The pledge to the American flag was led by Councilmember Jenkins.
The City Clerk had roll call for attendance.
On motion of Councilmember Thomas, seconded by Councilmember Wood, the council unanimously approved the payment of bills on file.

On motion of Councilmember Jenkins, seconded by Councilmember Thomas, the council unanimously approved the minutes of the special called council meeting held on January 20, 2015.

On motion of Councilmember Thomas, seconded by Councilmember Jenkins, the council unanimously approved the minutes of the special called council meeting held on January 22, 2015.

On motion of Councilmember Wood, seconded by Councilmember Thomas, the council unanimously approved the minutes of the regular council meeting held on January 26, 2015.

Council President McGowan introduced the following ordinance:

ORDINANCE NO. 2015 – 4395

AN ORDINANCE TO ALTER, EXTEND AND REARRANGE THE CORPORATE LIMITS OF THE CITY OF PELL CITY, ALABAMA, TO INCLUDE ADDITIONAL PARTS OF ST. CLAIR COUNTY, ALABAMA.
WHEREAS, all of the owners of the following described real estate situated in St. Clair County, Alabama, to‑wit:
Commencing at the Southwest corner of the Northeast ¼ of the Northeast ¼ of Section 26, Township 17 South, Range 3 East, St. Clair County, Alabama, said point being the POINT OF BEGINNING; thence run N 0° 48' 16" W, along the West line of said Northeast ¼ of the Northeast ¼, a distance of 266.74 feet to a ½” rebar; thence run S 71° 44' 13" E, a distance of 801.61 feet to a ½” rebar on the Westerly right-of-way line of U.S. Highway 231 being a point on the South line of the said Northeast ¼ of the Northeast ¼; thence run S 88° 49' 38" W, leaving said right-of-way and along the said South line of the said Northeast ¼ of the Northeast ¼, a distance of 371.55 feet to a found Axle; thence run S 11° 59' 54" W, a distance of 470.75 feet to a ½” rebar being a point on the Northerly right-of-way line of Easonville Road; thence continue S 11° 49' 54" W, along said right-of-way line, a distance of 21.35 feet to a ½” rebar; thence run N 57° 51' 37" W, along the said Northerly right-of-way line, a distance of 361.00 feet to a ½” rebar; thence run N 56° 57' 23" W, along said Northerly right-of-way line, a distance of 499.54 feet to a ½” rebar being a point on the North line of the Southwest ¼ of the Northeast; thence run N 88° 49' 38" E, along the North line of the said Southwest ¼ of the Northeast ¼, a  distance of 440.79 feet to the POINT OF BEGINNING; said described tract containing 6.9 Acres, more or less.

WHEREAS, said petition did have attached thereto, marked "Exhibit A", an accurate description of said territory proposed to be annexed, together with a map of said territory showing its said relationship to the corporate limits of the City of Pell City, all as is required under the provisions of said § 11‑42‑21; and 

      
WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Pell City has heretof​ore examined the aforesaid petition and said exhibit attached thereto and finds that the said described lands are located and contained within an area contiguous to the corporate limits of the City of Pell City and that said described lands do not lie within the corporate limits or the police jurisdiction of any other municipality, and that all of the owners of said described lands joined in said petition by affixing their signatures thereto.

      
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE

CITY OF PELL CITY, ALABAMA, AS FOLLOWS: 
Section 1.  That said petition of all of the owners of the following described lands situated in St. Clair County, Alabama, to‑wit:  

Commencing at the Southwest corner of the Northeast ¼ of the Northeast ¼ of Section 26, Township 17 South, Range 3 East, St. Clair County, Alabama, said point being the POINT OF BEGINNING; thence run N 0° 48' 16" W, along the West line of said Northeast ¼ of the Northeast ¼, a distance of 266.74 feet to a ½” rebar; thence run S 71° 44' 13" E, a distance of 801.61 feet to a ½” rebar on the Westerly right-of-way line of U.S. Highway 231 being a point on the South line of the said Northeast ¼ of the Northeast ¼; thence run S 88° 49' 38" W, leaving said right-of-way and along the said South line of the said Northeast ¼ of the Northeast ¼, a distance of 371.55 feet to a found Axle; thence run S 11° 59' 54" W, a distance of 470.75 feet to a ½” rebar being a point on the Northerly right-of-way line of Easonville Road; thence continue S 11° 49' 54" W, along said right-of-way line, a distance of 21.35 feet to a ½” rebar; thence run N 57° 51' 37" W, along the said Northerly right-of-way line, a distance of 361.00 feet to a ½” rebar; thence run N 56° 57' 23" W, along said Northerly right-of-way line, a distance of 499.54 feet to a ½” rebar being a point on the North line of the Southwest ¼ of the Northeast; thence run N 88° 49' 38" E, along the North line of the said Southwest ¼ of the Northeast ¼, a  distance of 440.79 feet to the POINT OF BEGINNING; said described tract containing 6.9 Acres, more or less.

requesting that the same be annexed to the City of Pell City, Alabama, and zoned as B-2 be and the same is hereby approved. 

Section 2.  That the City Council of the City of Pell City does hereby assent to the annexation of the said described lands to the City of Pell City and the corporate limits of the City of Pell City be and the same are hereby extended and rearranged so as to embrace and include said described lands and that the same shall become a part of the corporate area of the City of Pell City, Alabama, and zoned as B-2 upon the date of the publication of this Ordinance.

Section 3.  That this Ordinance shall become effective upon passage, approval and publication as required by law.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Pell City that the City awards the bid for the purchase of the above-described spring sports uniforms to B&S Sporting Goods in the amounts detailed in the attached bid tabulation sheet, which is attached hereto as Exhibit “B” and expressly incorporated herein by reference.

RESOLUTION NO. 2015 – 4397

A RESOLUTION AWARDING THE BID FOR THE CONSTRUCTION OF THE FOX HOLLOW WATER MAIN EXTENSION TO WOLF CREEK ROAD NORTH

WHEREAS, the City of Pell City has taken and received competitive sealed bids for the construction of the Fox Hollow Water Main Extension to Wolf Creek Road North, more particularly described in the exhibit attached hereto as Exhibit “A”; and,

WHEREAS, the lowest bid that met the specifications established by the City for the construction of the Fox Hollow Water Main Extension to Wolf Creek Road North was submitted by Startley General Contractors, Inc. in the total amount of $185,640.00, as detailed in the attached bid tabulation sheet, which is attached hereto as Exhibit “B” and expressly incorporated herein by reference.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Pell City that the City awards the bid for the construction of the Fox Hollow Water Main Extension to Wolf Creek Road North to Startley General Contractors, Inc.in the amount of $185,640.00.

On motion of Councilmember Wood, seconded by Councilmember Thomas, the council unanimously authorized Finance Director Paige Myrick to move forward in securing financing for the new police vehicles.  This will be a purchase and not a lease.
Council President McGowan introduced the following ordinance:

ORDINANCE NO. 2015 – 4398

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING ORDINANCE 98-1394, AN ORDINANCE ESTABLISHING SPEED LIMITS WITHIN THE CITY OF PELL CITY, ALABAMA.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF PELL CITY, ALABAMA, AS FOLLOWS:

Section A:
That the provisions of Section 4 of Ordinance 98-1394 are hereby amended to read as follows:

SECTION 4.  FIFTEEN MILES PER HOUR ZONES.


(1)  No person shall operate a motor vehicle at a speed greater than fifteen (15) miles per hour upon, over, or along the streets in those areas of the City constituting the Pell City Housing Projects. 


(2)  No person shall operate a motor vehicle at a speed greater than fifteen (15) miles per hour upon, over, or along Johnson Drive.

Section B:
Severability.  If any section or provision of this Ordinance shall hereafter be declared invalid by a court of competent jurisdiction, such declaration shall not affect the validity of any other section or provision of this Ordinance.

Section C:
Repeal of Conflicting Ordinances.  Any Ordinance in conflict with this Ordinance shall be and is hereby repealed on the effective date of this Ordinance.

Section D:
Effective Date.  This Ordinance shall become effective upon approval, passage and publication as required by law.

The motion was seconded by Councilmember Jenkins.  On roll call vote, the motion was unanimously approved. Councilmember Thomas then moved that said ordinance be now placed upon its final passage and adopted.  The motion was seconded by Councilmember Jenkins.  The question being put as to the adoption of said motion and the passage of said ordinance, on roll call vote, the motion was unanimously approved.  Those voting aye being:  Council President McGowan, Councilmembers Jenkins, Wood and Thomas.  Nays:  None.  Council President McGowan declared the motion approved and the ordinance adopted.
On motion of Councilmember Thomas, seconded by Councilmember Jenkins, the council unanimously approved to solicit bids on the installation of electrical outlets for Christmas Lights on poles down Cogswell Avenue, Comer Avenue, 231 North to Wal*Mart and 231 South to Bruce Etheredge Parkway.
On motion of Councilmember Thomas, seconded by Councilmember Wood, the council unanimously approved to table the solicitation of bids for Residential & Commercial Solid Waste Services.

On motion of Councilmember Thomas, seconded by Councilmember Wood, the council unanimously approved the proposal in the amount of $2,000.00 from Terracon for boring at the Splash Pad site.
On motion of Councilmember Jenkins, seconded by Councilmember Thomas, the council unanimously approved to Suspend the Rules in order to amend the agenda.  On roll call vote, those voting aye being:  Council President McGowan, Councilmembers Jenkins, Wood and Thomas.  Nays:  None.  Council President McGowan declared the motion approved.

On motion of Councilmember Wood, seconded by Councilmember Thomas, the council unanimously approved to add the following items to the agenda:

Consider the budget for the Splash Pad as presented by Jason Goodgame at the January 20th meeting.

Consider the City Manager candidates.

On motion of Councilmember Thomas, seconded by Councilmember Wood, the council unanimously approved the budget for the preconstruction costs of the Splash Pad as presented by Mr. Goodgame.

On motion of Councilmember Jenkins, seconded by Councilmember Thomas, the council unanimously approved the low quote of $6,025.48 from City Electrical Supply for the purchase of LED lights to replace the decorative lights down Cogswell Avenue.  The lights will be installed by city employees.  Councilmember Wood asked about replacing the lights on Highway 231 and Bruce Etheredge Parkway.  These lights are not owned by the city.  Per Greg Gossett, Alabama Power is in the process of talking about replacing the lights on Highway 231.
The Board of Education requested the city pave the drive and parking lot at the Spring Sports Complex.  In exchange the BOE will pave the parking lot adjacent to the CEPA Building and the lot behind the Central Office Building.  After discussion on the original agreement regarding in-kind services from the city, Councilmember Jenkins made a motion authorizing City Attorney John Rea to send a letter to the Pell City Board of Education amending the previous agreement.  The motion was seconded by Councilmember Thomas and unanimously approved by the council.
On motion of Councilmember Wood, seconded by Councilmember Thomas, the council unanimously authorized City Attorney John Rea to negotiate a contract with Brian Muenger for the position of City Manager.  On roll call vote, those voting aye being:  Council President McGowan, Councilmembers Jenkins, Wood and Thomas.  Nays:  None.  Council President McGowan declared the motion approved.

Council President McGowan asked that everyone keep Councilmember Templin in their prayers.

On motion of Councilmember Wood, seconded by Councilmember Thomas, the council adjourned subject to the call of the Council President.
