STATE OF ALABAMA

ST. CLAIR COUNTY

The City Council of the City of Pell City met in a work session at the City Hall at 8:30 a.m. on Monday, November 9, 2015.  Present were Council President James McGowan, Councilmembers Jay Jenkins, Dot Wood, and Terry Templin.  Council President McGowan opened the meeting for discussion.

The invocation was led by Mayor Joe Funderburg.
The pledge to the American flag was led by Councilmember Jay Jenkins.
The City Clerk had roll call for attendance.
City Manager Muenger presented the following requisitions over $5,000 for discussion:  Jack Green Oil in the amount of $17,582.52 for fuel already received; Cowin Equipment in the amount of $5,750.00 for a skid-steer attachment in the Street Department and Tazer International in the amount of $9,983.47 for tazer equipment in the Police Department.  These items were included in the standard operating budgets.  Councilmember Jenkins asked if the council could pre-approve certain items so they don’t have to approve them every time on those items.  He didn’t see the need in having to bring these budgeted items to council for approval every time.  City Manager Muenger stated that it was his intent with presenting the resolution to council with his approval authority of budgeted items up to $15,000.  Councilmember Jenkins stated that he thought their intent with the $5,000 approval level was for those expenses not normally or customarily expended in doing business.  Sometimes there could be a time limit on the items quoted.  Councilmember Jenkins stated that if it is something the City is going to buy anyway, it shouldn’t have to be approved every time.  Councilmember Wood asked if the City was having a hard time paying the bills on time with this procedure in place.  Finance Director Myrick replied that it didn’t normally affect the timely payment of bills.  Sometimes if there is a three week span in between council meetings, something might incur a small late fee.  The biggest problem with waiting on council approval is being able to place the order until it is approved.  Street Superintendent Gossett stated that his problem is waiting on the requisition approval for the fuel.  He orders fuel for every department at the City Shop.  Gas prices change from a.m. to p.m.  If he has to wait for approval, he can’t order at the price he is given.   Councilmember Jenkins’s point is that if Mr. Gossett is already ordering it, then the City is obligated to pay for it.  City Attorney Rea asked if Councilmember Jenkins is asking for the council to pre-approve a certain list of items.  Utilities Manager Hazelwood stated that from time to time he has to order chemicals within a two weeks’ time.  This is a budgeted item.   
There were no comments on the minutes of the regular council meeting held on October 26, 2015.
Jason Goodgame stated that due to the wet weather over the last few weeks, work on the Splash Pad has almost stopped completely.  He hopes with the weather clearing out today, they can begin work again once it dries out some.  Steve Howell reported on the Municipal Complex.  He stated that they are wrapping up the updates on the allowances in the budget. They are getting everything squared away on the final design of the rooftop units.  The units should be here the week of Thanksgiving.  They are getting prepared to replace the first unit, which is part of the new construction.  Once that unit is up and running, they will look at plans to replace the CenturyLink unit.  Currently they are finishing up all the rough-in above the ceiling and sheetrock.  In the next two to four weeks, they will start the final finishes in most of the areas.  At this time, everything is going per plans and schedule.  They are even making headway outside with the pole light replacements and exterior stairs.  City Manager Muenger stated that he should have some updated budget numbers by next council meeting as well as some proposals on the signs and what they might look like.  
Police Lt.  Doug Carden asked the council to consider soliciting bids for five new Police vehicles as well as the upfitting of these vehicles.  They are requesting four (4) Ford Explorers with the 500A package and one (1) Ford F-150XL 4x2 with the 100A prep package.  Once bids are received and awarded, the vehicles will be financed.  If the bid on the F-150 comes back below $20,000.00, they will purchase it outright instead of financing.  He also asked the council to consider soliciting bids for one (1) Ford Escape with the 100A prep package.  This vehicle will be used in the Detective Division and will be purchased through Capital Funds.  Also included in the specs was one (1) Ford Fusion to be used as an Administration Vehicle.  This vehicle will be purchased through Capital Funds.  Councilmember Jenkins asked what the F-150 would be used for.  Lt. Carden stated that the truck would be used in the Investigations Division.  They need a pickup truck in order to be able to transport larger evidence items that would not fit in the back seat of a car.
Bain & Company presented a standard Letter of Engagement for FY14/15 Audit Services.  They are scheduled to begin towards the end of December.  Councilmember Jenkins asked if the City had checked on rotating these services.  He did not feel like it was a good idea to have the same firm performing the audit each year.  This decision is made by the Mayor.  Mayor Funderburg asked if the council would like him to send out letters to other firms to see what they have to offer.  Finance Director Myrick stated that Mr. Bain had already started gathering a little bit of information.  Council President McGowan stated that they could talk about it some more before they solicit other firms.  Councilmember Jenkins stated that in the future, he would like the council to look at rotating these services.
Street Superintendent Gossett presented a proposal from Tidmore Flags in the amount of $6,399.65 on the purchase of new American flags and brackets.  This will allow the display of the flags throughout the City during certain holidays as designated by the council. 
Christine Miles of Paymentus presented a power point proposal via phone for credit card processing services.  Paymentus will be able to work with the Utility Billing Program (UMS) and the Business Licence/Sales Tax Program (Tyler).  The convenience fee per customer for each transaction will be $2.50.  The up-front cost to the City will be $325.00 per terminal for the card reader devices.  This service will allow the customer multiple ways to pay their bill with a credit/debit card or checking account.  
City Manager Muenger stating that the boring for the additional testing at Avondale that was approved by council will take place on November 23rd and 24th.  In order for the Street Department to begin the process of grading the property and removing concrete from the grounds, the smokestack will need to come down.  Mr. Muenger presented a proposal from Phoenix Service of Alabama, LLC in the amount of $14,500.00 to remove the smokestack.  The contractor has also asked for some in-kind services in the use of a track hoe and for the City to build a series of burms for the tower to be dropped across.  He also presented a proposal from Sauls Seismic for preblast inspections, vibration monitoring and demolition video in the amount of $3,474.60.  They have identified approximately ten structures that range out around the area and will be surveyed in advance for any existing damage and will be monitored during the demolition.  According to Mr. Muenger, all discussions he has had with demolition experts, the amount of explosives being used and the method of demolition should not produce anything that would approach the threshold for damaged property.  Mayor Funderburg stated that they would like to salvage some of the bricks for laser engraving.  Mr. Muenger stated that some could be salvaged, cleaned and stored for future use.  Councilmember Jenkins questioned the added expenditure of a seismographic company.  He feels the amount of explosives is not enough to damage any surrounding structures.  In addition, the demolition company has $2M in liability insurance.  Councilmember Wood stated that if you didn’t conduct a before and after, how would you know if someone claimed damage.  City Attorney Rea stated that it would make a significant difference if the City was to be sued over proposed damages.
City Manager Muenger proposed a solution to the Blackberry Lane issue.  Two property owners will assign an easement to the City in order for the City to establish a 17ft wide turnaround at the end of Blackberry Lane.  The cost of the turnaround is estimated to be between $6,000 and $8,000.  In addition, Alabama Power will need to relocate an existing service line in the easement at a cost of $3,841.81.  Mr. Muenger is asking the council to approve the expenditures and the accept easements.
City Manager Muenger is asking the council to consider approval of appropriations agreements with numerous community agencies that were appropriated funds in this year’s budget.  He is also asking the council to consider making these payments in one lump sum instead of monthly installments.  Once the agency executes their agreement, their funds will be distributed to them.
In order for ALDOT to move forward with the 19th Street Sidewalk Project, they have requested that the City dedicate a 252 ft. long by 8 ft. wide portion of property in front of the Community Center.
Councilmember Thomas arrived at approximately 9:15 a.m.  Council President McGowan asked if she had had a chance to check the bills on file.  She stated that she would check them this afternoon.

Mayor Comments:  Mayor Funderburg announced that there will be Veteran’s Day Celebrations in front of the St. Clair County Courthouse and at the Veteran’s Home at 10:00 a.m.  Last year, the City furnished a large truck for veterans to ride in the Veteran’s Day Parade in Birmingham.  The Street Department furnished the drivers for the vehicles.  They have requested the same for this year.
There being no further items to discuss, Council President McGowan adjourned the work session.
