ST. CLAIR COUNTY

The City Council of the City of Pell City met in a special called session at the City Hall at 2:00 p.m. on Thursday, September 11, 2014.  Present were Council President James McGowan, Councilmembers Jay Jenkins, Dot Wood, Sharon Thomas, and Terry Templin.  Those present constituting the entirety of the council, the following business was transacted:

The invocation was led by City Attorney John Rea.
The pledge to the American flag was led by City Manager Patrick Draper.
The City Clerk had roll call for attendance.

Jason Goodgame gave an update on the CenturyLink building.  A proposal was presented to each council member along with reviews from the engineers and architects.  The building was inspected by a full crew of engineers, architects and tradesmen for each individual item that was inspected.  The proposal included cost projections on items that will need attention now and in the future.  Mr. Goodgame went over each item on the spreadsheet individually and explained why it needed attention now or why it could wait.  The building is 25 years old but in good shape.  Items will need to be updated to bring it up to today’s codes and efficiencies. 
On motion of Councilmember Jenkins, seconded by Councilmember Templin, the council unanimously approved the following resolution:

RESOLUTION NO. 2014 – 4358

A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE CITY OF PELL CITY TO ENTER INTO THE FIRST AMENDMENT TO THE PURCHASE AND SALE AGREEMENT WITH CENTURYLINK

WHEREAS, the City of Pell City entered into a Purchase and Sale Agreement (“Contract”) effective as of August 18, 2014 with CenturyTel of Alabama, LLC, LLC d/b/a CenturyLink (“Seller”) to purchase the building and land located at 1000 Bruce Etheridge Parkway in Pell City (hereinafter the “CenturyLink Building”) for the purposes of establishing a new public library and new a location for other municipal services; and,

WHEREAS, the Seller has requested an amendment to the Contract, which amendment is attached hereto as Exhibit A and expressly incorporated herein by reference; and,

WHEREAS, the City Council has determined that it is wise, expedient, and in the best interests of the citizens of Pell City to enter into said amendment to the Contract and to proceed with the purchase of the CenturyLink Building for the purposes of establishing a new public library and new a location for other municipal services.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Pell City, Alabama, as follows:

Section 1.  That the City Manager and Mayor be, and they hereby are, authorized and directed to execute the First Amendment to the Purchase and Sale Agreement for the CenturyLink Building, in substantially the form and substance as attached hereto as Exhibit A and expressly incorporated herein.

Section 2.  That the City Manager, Mayor, and City Attorney be, and they hereby are, authorized and directed to take all such actions as shall be necessary to complete the purchase of the CenturyLink Building pursuant to the terms set forth in the Purchase and Sale Agreement, as amended.  
Council President McGowan introduced the following ordinance regarding utility rates:
ORDINANCE NO. 2014 - 4359
Councilmember Thomas moved that all rules and regulations, which unless suspended would prevent the immediate consideration and adoption of said ordinance, be suspended and that unanimous consent to the immediate consideration and adoption of said ordinance be given.  The motion was seconded by Councilmember Templin.  On roll call vote, the motion was not unanimously approved.  Those voting aye being:  Council President McGowan, Councilmembers Thomas and Templin.  Nays:  Councilmembers Jenkins and Wood.  Council President McGowan declared the motion not approved.

On motion of Councilmember Wood, seconded by Councilmember Templin, the council unanimously approved the following resolution:

RESOLUTION NO. 2014 – 4360

A RESOLUTION AWARDING THE BID FOR THE CONSTRUCTION OF the Dye Creek Wastewater Treatment Plant Improvements – Phase 3


WHEREAS, the City of Pell City has taken and received competitive sealed bids on July 31, 2014, for the construction of the Dye Creek Wastewater Treatment Plant Improvements – Phase 3; and,
WHEREAS, the lowest base bid that met the specifications established by the City for the construction of the Dye Creek Wastewater Treatment Plant Improvements – Phase 3 was submitted by P.F. Moon and Company, Inc. in the total amount of $6,620,000 with alternate deducts 18A for $320,000, 18B for $60,000, and 18C for $490,000, as detailed in the attached bid tabulation sheet, which is attached hereto as Exhibit “A” and expressly incorporated herein by reference.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Pell City that the City awards the bid for the construction of the Dye Creek Wastewater Treatment Plant Improvements – Phase 3 to P.F. Moon and Company, Inc. for the base bid amount minus alternate deducts 18A, 18B, and 18C for an amount of $5,750,000.

Councilmember Jenkins made a motion at 3:30 p.m. to Suspend the Rules in order to enter into Executive Session for approximately 45 minutes.  The motion was seconded by Councilmember Templin and unanimously approved by the council.  The purpose of the Executive Session was to discuss pending litigations and economic development matters that could have a negative impact on the competitiveness if details were revealed to the public.  On roll call vote, those voting aye being:  Council President McGowan, Councilmembers Jenkins, Wood, Thomas and Templin.  Nays:  None.
At 4:30 p.m., Councilmember Templin made a motion to enter back into regular session.  The motion was seconded by Councilmember Jenkins and unanimously approved by the council.  No action was taken.

On motion of Councilmember Wood, seconded by Councilmember Templin, the council adjourned subject to the call of the Council President.
