STATE OF ALABAMA

ST. CLAIR COUNTY
The City Council of the City of Pell City met in a work session at the City Hall at 4:30 p.m. on Monday, December 28, 2015.  Present were Council President James McGowan, Councilmembers Jay Jenkins, Dot Wood, Sharon Thomas and Terry Templin.  Council President McGowan opened the meeting for discussion.

The invocation was led by Jay Headrick.
The pledge to the American flag was led by City Clerk Penny Isbell.
The City Clerk had roll call for attendance.
Councilmember Thomas stated that she had reviewed the bills on file and everything was in order.
City Manager Muenger submitted one requisition over $5,000 for the council’s consideration.

· AppRiver - $7,975.82 for Email hosting services for this fiscal year.

Mr. Muenger stated that this total was slightly less than the previous year.

There were no comments on the minutes of the regular council meeting held on December 14, 2015.
Jason Goodgame gave an update on the Splash Pad.  Work on the Splash Pad has been shut down this week due to the weather.  All block has been laid.  Contractors should start putting the trusses in next week.  They should be moving along pretty good after the first of the year.  He is still working on issues with the curbs and gutters and the asphalt.  Mr. Goodgame updated the council on the Municipal Complex.  They had a pretty big week last week.  They are waiting on the final pricing on the signage.  Those numbers should be in after the first of the year.  They are still working on the IT Data Package.  He should have the final numbers after the first of the year.  The access control has been released and the rough-in is almost complete.  The new roof top unit should be operational by February 1, 2016.     
Ron Helms addressed the council regarding the City’s Liability Insurance for 2016.  Mr. Helms stated that after receiving quotes from companies other than AMIC, he saw that the City still had one year left on a three-year agreement with AMIC.  If the City chose to go with another insurance carrier, we would have to pay a penalty.  Mr. Helms stated that the premium for 2016 was reduced by approximately $22,000 from last year.  AMIC gave the city credits where they could.  The 2016 policy has the same coverage as before but with a little more on property and a decreased premium.
Applications were received from Philip Guinn and Alyson Tucker for two vacancies on the Industrial Development Board.  If appointed, Mr. Guinn’s and Ms. Tucker’s two-year term will expire 12/28/17.

An application was received from Ren Wheeler to serve on the Board of Zoning Adjustments as a Supernumerary.  If appointed, Mr. Wheeler’s three-year term will expire 12/28/18. 
City Manager Muenger asked the council to consider the solicitation of bids for a 2015 or 2016 Ford F-150 pickup to be used in the Street Department.  The council approved $30,000.00 in the Capital Funds budget to purchase a new truck.

A quote in the amount of $11,320.00 was received from Thompson Tractor Company to replace a generator fuel tank at the Waste Water Treatment Plant.  Mr. Hazelwood stated that the current fuel tank is a 1983 model.  They have to manually pump the tank.  Mr. Hazelwood is recommending that they replace the whole tank for the amount quoted by Thompson Tractor.
A request came from the Fox Hollow Homeowners’ Association to place three additional street lights at certain intersections in the subdivision.  City Manager Muenger presented quotes from Alabama Power on the cost to install the lights and monthly service fee.  Councilmember Thomas had concerns that if the City did this for Fox Hollow, would we be obligated to do it for other subdivisions.  Councilmember Jenkins stated that there was a need there.  Councilmember Thomas replied that she agreed there was a need but didn’t know if the City should pay for it.  Council President McGowan asked City Manager Muenger to get with Police Chief Turley and look at other areas where the City is paying for street lights in subdivisions.  Councilmember Thomas asked if the Homeowners’ Association could pay for the extra lighting.
Mr. Muenger presented a list of five police vehicles that were rolled off the fleet.  He asked the council to consider declaring these vehicles as surplus.  All have mechanical issues and high mileage.  Mr. Muenger explained that the shop would take off the decals and other equipment.  If approved, the vehicles would be placed on GovDeals.  Councilmember Templin suggested keeping two of the vehicles; one for Animal Control and one for Administration.  The vehicles have not been checked out by Mr. Gossett.  City Attorney John Rea stated that as a technical matter, there was no need to declare the vehicles as surplus until they are checked out.  Mr. Gossett will have the vehicles checked out and report back at next work session.
Byron Woods, Municipal Consultants, gave a Power Point presentation showing the condition of some of the anchors at the Waste Water Treatment Plant.  Fifteen of the anchors were broken and needed replacing and approximately 350 needed reinforcing.  He presented a Change Order to P. F. Moon’s contract for the repair to the anchors in the amount of $50,625.00.  This Change Order would also add twenty additional days to the completion date of Phase III at the WWTP.
City Manager Comments: City Manager Muenger stated that they were still not able to have the ribbon cutting for Glenn City Park and 19th Street Park.  The weather is still an impediment on the renovations at 19th Street Park.  Animal Control will be able to continue their low cost spay/neuter certificate program into next year.  They’ve had good participation in the program.  Mr. Muenger thanked all of the employees who came out over the holidays to assist with problems caused by the bad weather.  He also reminded everyone that the City would be closed Friday in observance of New Year’s Day.  Mr. Muenger asked to the council to amend the council agenda to add a resolution accepting a van that was donated to the City by the St. Clair County Commission.  Councilmember Templin commented that Glenn City Park looks good. 
At 5:25 p.m., Councilmember Jenkins made a motion to enter into Executive Session for approximately 30 minutes.  The motion was seconded by Councilmember Templin and unanimously approved by the council.  Those voting aye being:  Council President McGowan, Councilmembers Jenkins, Wood, Thomas and Templin.  Nays:  None.  The purpose of the Executive Session was to discuss preliminary negotiations in connection with a trade or commerce matter in addition to discussing a strategy in consideration if the City is willing to pay for certain property.  Councilmember Wood made a motion to enter back into regular session at 5:55 p.m.  The motion was seconded by Councilmember Thomas and unanimously approved by the council.  No action was taken.

There being no further items to discuss, Council President McGowan adjourned the work session.

On motion of Councilmember Templin, seconded by Councilmember Wood, the council unanimously approved the minutes of the regular council meeting held on December 14, 2015.
On motion of Councilmember Wood, seconded by Councilmember Thomas, the council unanimously approved the appointments of Philip Guinn and Alyson Tucker to the Industrial Development Board.  Both two-year terms will expire 12/28/17.
On motion of Councilmember Thomas, seconded by Councilmember Jenkins, the council unanimously approved the appointment of Ren Wheeler to serve as a Supernumerary on the Board of Zoning Adjustments.  Mr. Wheeler’s three-year term will expire 12/28/18.
On motion of Councilmember Wood, seconded by Councilmember Templin, the council unanimously approved to solicit bids for a 2015 or 2016 Ford F-150 for the Street Department.
On motion of Councilmember Templin, seconded by Councilmember Thomas, the council unanimously approved the quote from Thompson Tractor Company in the amount of $11,320.00 to replace a generator fuel tank at the Waste Water Treatment Plant.
On motion of Councilmember Jenkins, seconded by Councilmember Wood, the council unanimously approved to table approval of additional street lights in Fox Hollow.

A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE CITY MANAGER TO SIGN CHANGE ORDER NO. 3 ON THE WWTP PHASE III PROJECT

WHEREAS, a change order is required on the contract with P. F. Moon and Company, Inc. reflecting the necessary charges to install a 3” wide steel bracket on the surface of the existing concrete anchors that are used to hold the hdpe outfall line in place; and
