STATE OF ALABAMA

ST. CLAIR COUNTY
The City Council of the City of Pell City met in a work session at the City Hall at 4:30 p.m. on Monday, February 8, 2016.  Present were Council President James McGowan, Councilmembers Jay Jenkins, Dot Wood, and Terry Templin.  Councilmember Sharon Thomas was absent.  Council President McGowan opened the meeting for discussion.

The invocation was led by City Attorney John Rea.
The pledge to the American flag was led by Councilmember Jay Jenkins.
The City Clerk had roll call for attendance.
The report of Payment of bills on file was presented for review.  There were no comments.
The following requisitions over $5,000.00 on file were presented for discussion.  There were no comments.

· Aqua Products, Inc. - $5,500.00 for composite sampler for the WWTP

· Brenntag Mid-South, Inc. - $13,275.00 for alum shipment of 90,000 lbs.

Jimmie Moore with Arrow Disposal addressed the council regarding residential garbage pickup.  Mr. Moore stated that he knew the existing contract expired July 31st and he is interested in submitting a bid.  If the council approves to solicit bids, he suggested that the council consider soliciting and awarding bids at least 90 days before the current contract expired in order to give a new company time to come in and set up.  Mr. Moore presented a brochure and letters of recommendation.  He encouraged everyone to call his customers regarding the service they provide.  Mr. Moore expressed his appreciation for the opportunity to address the council and submit a bid.  He stated that they specialize in residential but they can provide commercial service as well.  
John Patterson, 128 Hickory Lane, addressed the council regarding a nuisance appeal.  Mr. Patterson appealed to the council stating that he felt like he was being treated unfairly.  He asked the council for leniency in cleaning up his yard and removing abandoned vehicles.  Mr. Patterson’s reason for asking for leniency was due to health issues.  After allowing Mr. Patterson to plead his case, Council President McGowan informed Mr. Patterson that they would not be able to grant Mr. Patterson any leniency due to the nature of the nuisance.  It would be in violation of a City ordinance.  Council President McGowan explained that he would have to appeal his case to the Municipal Judge in court as scheduled for the following day. 
Steve Howell gave an update on the Splash Pad.  He presented Change Order #1 from McKinney Construction in the amount of $25,950.00 for the council’s consideration.  The Change Order included modifications to the building layout to better facilitate traffic flow and accommodate the issuance of arm bands and the sale of concessions.  Changes included providing and installing sliding commercial storefront windows in lieu of residential clad wood windows, providing and installing two transaction counters, modifying the roof to provide an additional overhead canopy and providing an exit-only gate with additional sidewalk and steps.  Mr. Howell reported that the building is 90% complete and the roof is 100% shingled.  Work will be ongoing in the next two weeks.  Mr. Howell then gave an update on the Municipal Complex.  He presented three Change Orders on the Municipal Complex for council’s consideration.  The first Change Order was to Forsyth Building Company’s contract in the amount of $71,333.41.  The second Change Order was to RJ Mechanical’s contract in the amount of $55,987.75.  The third Change Order was to Acker Electric’s contract in the amount of $25,289.65.  All three Change Orders were increases to account for items that were added to the contract resulting from unforeseen conditions which were not anticipated when the project bid.  Mr. Howell stated that they have updated the budgets.  They have received the final signage pricing and are finalizing the details.  They are pushing the mechanical and electrical trades on the above ceiling and wall rough-in.  They are anticipating on having the climate control and unit running by 5:00 p.m. today.  The HVAC units will be in full operations by February 11th which is ahead of projection.  They have applied the first coat of finish paint throughout the building.  They are working on the hard tile in the break room and entry way.  The first floor restrooms are almost complete with work continuing on the second floor restrooms.  Flooring will begin the week of February 15th after the HVAC is on.  Mr. Howell stated that the original completion date was June 10th.  The new date is now the third week in April.  They are approximately two months ahead of schedule.
Court Clerk Linda Wheeler addressed the council regarding Court Amnesty Month.  The council has already passed a resolution declaring March 1 – 31, 2016 as Court Amnesty Month.  Amnesty month has not been held since 2013.  Ms. Wheeler presented an outline of how the Amnesty will work.  Throughout the Amnesty period, the Court will publish on the City’s website and the Pell City Police Department’s Facebook page the names of individuals that show active warrants.  It will be the individuals’ responsibility to contact Municipal Court.  Ms. Wheeler is hoping to reduce the amount of outstanding warrants during this time. 
Parks & Rec Director Bubba Edge presented a fee schedule for the Splash Pad.  His recommendation was an admission fee of $3.00 per person ages three and up.  Two and under would be free with a paid adult at all times.  There will be no age limit on the use of the Splash Pad.  There are two 14 x 24 pavilions.  The recommended rental rate for the small pavilions would be $25.00 per hour with a two-hour minimum for Pell City residents and $50.00 per hour for nonresidents with a two-hour minimum.  The rental fee would include 10 free arm bands for the Splash Pad.  There are two 30 x 40 pavilions.  The recommended rental rate for the large pavilions would be $50.00 per hour with a two-hour minimum for Pell City residents and $100.00 per hour for nonresidents with a two-hour minimum.  The rental fee would include 20 fee arm bands for the Splash Pad.  After hours rental (6:00 p.m. – 8:00 p.m.) with full use of the facility will be $500.00.  Mr. Edge stated that he would present Rules & Regulations for the use of the Pavilions and Splash Pad at a later date.  The Splash Pad has a capacity of 170 people.  
City Manager Muenger informed the council that the Municipal Judge’s term will expire March 10th.  He asked the council to consider if they wanted to solicit letters of interest for the position of Municipal Judge, potentially Associate Judge and the positions of Prosecutor and Public Defender.  Mr. Muenger stated that we could advertise and have the letters back by the 18th of the month.  Councilmember Jenkins asked if there was a problem with the ones in those positions at this time.  Mr. Muenger stated that there is no requirement to advertise.  It’s up to the council if they want to appoint someone.  Councilmember Wood stated she did not see a problem with opening it up for applications.  Councilmember Jenkins stated that if there’s no problem, then the City doesn’t need to advertise.  
Roy Forman submitted an application for a Supernumerary position on the Board of Zoning Adjustments.
City Manager Muenger stated that he had a meeting set up with ALDOT to discuss the Lakeside Park Access and Traffic Study.  He is asking the council to consider authorizing the permitting of the second access point in Lakeside Park.  If the council is interested in moving the project forward, he advised that they at least start the permitting process.
Tabled from a previous meeting was Health Insurance for Elected Officials.  Human Resources Director Dawn Childre stated that there was no issue if an elected official paid their premiums through the City.  The council was in favor of opting in as long as there were no additional costs to the City.
The council had previously approved to participate in the State Deferred Compensation Program which is a third party retirement plan.  Participation requires the council to pass a resolution.  
City Manager Muenger stated that ALDOT has stipulated that the City must produce a Materials Testing Agreement for the Industrial Access Road project.  An agreement with Terracon was presented for council consideration.  The estimated cost was $6,984.61.  Mr. Muenger stated that if the actual amount went over $6,985.00, he would bring it back to the council.

Mayor Comments:  Mayor Funderburg announced that Harold Williams had passed away.  He would like the council to extend their condolences and recognize Mr. Williams and his wife Eloise.
There being no further items to discuss, Council President McGowan adjourned the work session.

WHEREAS, the City of Pell City has taken and received competitive sealed bids for the construction of a new Pell City Splash Pad and related improvements, which bids included the Pell City Splash Pad Bid Package 1 – General Trades Package; and,

WHEREAS, the lowest responsible and responsive bid that met the specifications established by the City for the Pell City Splash Pad Bid Package 1 – General Trades Package was submitted by McKinney Construction, and the City entered into an agreement with McKinney Construction to perform said work for $490,799.00; and,

WHEREAS, the City Council has determined that it is wise, prudent, and in the best interests of the citizens of Pell City to enter into a change order agreement in the amount of $25,950.00 with McKinney Construction to perform additional services in connection with the construction of a new Pell City Splash Pad and related improvements, as detailed in the change order agreements attached hereto collectively as Exhibit A and expressly incorporated herein by reference.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Pell City that the City Manager be, and he hereby is, authorized to execute on behalf of the City the change order agreements totaling $25,950.00 with McKinney Construction attached collectively hereto as Exhibit A and expressly incorporated herein by reference, and such other contract documents as are necessary to complete the work contemplated by said change order.

Councilmember Jenkins made a motion to re-appoint Van Davis as Municipal Judge for an additional two-year term.  The motion was seconded by Councilmember Templin and unanimously approved by the council.  
Councilmember Templin made a motion to appoint Lauren Davis Tice as Associate Municipal Judge.  The motion was seconded by Councilmember Jenkins.  City Attorney John Rea advised the council that they could not appoint anyone to that position because that position has not been approved by the council.  Councilmembers Templin and Jenkins withdrew their motions.  Mr. Rea stated that he would work on the position of Associate Judge if that was the council’s desire.  A discussion was held on whether or not to leave the Prosecutor and Public Defender as is and whether or not to pay them by the hour or session.  On motion of Councilmember Jenkins, seconded by Councilmember Templin, the council unanimously approved to table the appointments of a Prosecutor and Public Defender for Municipal Court in order to conduct more research.
On motion of Councilmember Templin, seconded by Councilmember Wood, the council unanimously approved the appointment of Roy Forman as a Supernumerary on the Board of Zoning Adjustments.

On motion of Councilmember Wood, seconded by Councilmember Templin, the council unanimously authorized City Manager Muenger to start the ALDOT permitting process for the second access to Lakeside Park.

On motion of Councilmember Jenkins, seconded by Councilmember Wood, the council unanimously approved to allow Elected Officials to opt in for Health Insurance.  The Elected Official will be required to pay out of pocket with no expense to the City.
