ST. CLAIR COUNTY

The City Council of the City of Pell City met in a work session at the City Hall at 8:30 a.m. on Monday, July 13, 2015.  Present were Council President James McGowan, Councilmembers Jay Jenkins, Dot Wood, Sharon Thomas and Terry Templin.  Council President McGowan opened the meeting for discussion.

The invocation was led by Mayor Joe Funderburg.
The pledge to the American flag was led by Jay Headrick.
The Finance Director had roll call for attendance.

Councilmember Thomas had not reviewed the bills on file.

No comments were made on the minutes of the regular council meeting held on June 22, 2015.

City Manager Muenger discussed the City’s Workman’s Compensation.  As a result of the most recent annual audit, the City’s Workman’s Comp fee increased.  Mr. Muenger presented several spreadsheets to the council for review.  A few errors were found in the audit relating to contractors being attributed to the City’s Workman’s Comp instead of their individual Workman’s Comp insurance.  The additional increase was a result of increases in payroll. 
City Manager Muenger stated that he had a very positive meeting with a representative from ALDOT and Neel-Schaffer regarding the traffic situation at the Lakeside Park.  He was basically soliciting input from ALDOT on what they would need to see in a traffic study for the City in order to make any changes in the traffic pattern adjacent to Lakeside Park.  The council had previously expressed concerns about the access points to the park.  Mr. Muenger presented the council with a copy of the 2013 ALDOT traffic counts.  The study showed that there were roughly 10,800 people that accessed that area.  This figure is close to the traffic count on 231 South from 19th Street.  Mr. Muenger is proposing to have Neel-Schaffer come in to evaluate the existing conditions, current traffic patterns and lane configurations, collect traffic data off of Hwy 34 and adjacent roads during park events and basically analyze this data and prepare a professional recommendation on how best to proceed.  With the Splash Pad opening up next year, that will increase traffic to the park.  City Attorney John Rea will review the agreement and make modifications. 
Bids were received on the Fire Department Drill Field Classroom.  Due to higher than anticipated bids, Mr. Muenger and Chief Burdette recommended that the council reject all bids and table the project until the next budget year.
Jason Goodgame, Construction Project Manager, gave an update on the Municipal Complex and the Splash Pad.  A lot of progress has been made on the Splash Pad project.  The City is still a couple of weeks out having everything ready for the contractors.  Terracon, the Geo Tech company, was brought out.  The schedules for the subcontractors were given last week which showed the final pieces being put in place in February.  Packages with the features will be brought to the council at a later meeting for review.  According to Mr. Goodgame, everything is going smooth on the project.  They had their meeting at the Municipal Complex last Tuesday with some of the contractors.  On Friday, the Library Guild met at the complex for a walk through and loved it.  Everything is going smooth on that project.  The IT Package was given to Mr. Muenger and Jay Headrick last week for review.  The bids for this portion should be ready to go out in a couple of weeks.  The new system will be located in the basement of the complex.  Mr. Muenger stated that he had received Value Engineering Options from Acker Electric.  Once he receives the VE Options from Forsyth and RJ Mechanical, he will look at all of them together and make recommendations.  
Three quotes were received on replacing one of the HVAC units at City Hall.  The low quote was received from Pell City Heating & Cooling in the amount of $7,425.00 to replace a 10-ton unit.  Mr. Muenger recommended going with the low quote.  Other quotes received were from Skelton’s Heating & Cooling for $7,500.00 and Allen Service Company for $7,653.00.
Jay Headrick, IT System Administrator, stated that the SQL Server at City Hall needed to be updated to a newer version in order to resolve issues.  A proposal was received from Tyler Technologies in the amount of $7,689.00 to update the server.  The cost included software and licensing.  There is an additional $500.00 service charge for Tyler to migrate the database over.  Mr. Headrick recommended that the council approve the update and the migration fee as proposed from Tyler.  Other quotes were received that were higher and did not include the migration services.  Councilmember Thomas said that she would like quotes solicited from local vendors.  Mr. Headrick will solicit additional quotes from local vendors.
Mr. Muenger recommended the following items be declared as surplus.  The vehicle would be too costly to try and repair.  Mr. Gossett could possibly look on the State Bid List to find a replacement vehicle.

Contracts were received on the Municipal Complex renovations.  Mr. Rea stated that he has reviewed the contracts and was okay with them with the exception of an attachments/appendixes price difference from the bid tally on the Acker Electrical Company contract.   Mr. Goodgame stated that the difference was due to the lighting fixture alternate that wasn’t taken.  The final contract amount should be $296,689.00.  Mr. Muenger stated that they are still in the process of reviewing potential value engineering options.  He requested the council approve the contracts at this time.
Mr. Muenger presented the contract with Mark Hale regarding the rodeo to be held at the Sports Complex on July 25, 2015.  This was the same contract that was presented to the council in March.    The only change to the agreement was to specify the location of the event.  The event organizers have provided the required Certificate of Insurance.  Mr. Muenger recommended the council approve the contract.
Mr. Muenger recommended that the council declare the modular furniture at the Municipal Complex available to the public.  Since the City was unable to sell or use all of the furniture, it would be okay to give away what was left.  Mr. Muenger stated that he had reached out to several agencies to see if they would be interested in the furniture.  If the City chose to dispose of the furniture, it could cost in the range of $500 - $1,500 in disposal fees.  

Byron Woods, Municipal Consultants, addressed the council regarding the issue with the Waste Water Treatment Plant Aerators.  Rental units have been in place for approximately four months now and he advised the council that a permanent solution needs to be made.  The replacement is estimated to be costly.  Mr. Woods submitted a proposal for a lump sum design cost of $34,000.00 for design services.  Funding for the design is available from the impact fees generated by the system.  Mr. Muenger recommended to the council that they approve Municipal Consultants’ proposal to design the repair and replacement of the aerators at the Waste Water Treatment Plant.
A Resolution was presented for the council’s consideration appointing City Clerk Penny Isbell as the Special Election Manager and the Special Election Absentee Manager.

A Resolution was presented for the council’s consideration of compensation for the Special Election Officers.  The amounts were as follows:  $125.00 each for Chief Inspector and Chief Clerk; $100.00 each for Election Officers. 
A Resolution was presented for the council’s consideration to contract with William Thomas for the use of the voting machines for the Special Election.  Mr. Thomas maintains and sets up the machines used in County elections.  Mr. Thomas’s fee is $200.00 for set up of each machine.
A discussion was held on a moratorium on Water Capital Recovery Fees for residential customers.  Mr. Muenger presented comparison fees on new construction in surrounding cities.  He noted that these fees provided minimal revenue in FY2015 due to sparse activity.  He recommended the council approve a moratorium on the WCR fees until September 30, 2015.  
City Manager Comments:  Mr. Muenger stated that he had been reviewing out-of-city-limits water costs and usage and is not sure if it’s worth it to the City.  He stated that the City may need to consider annexation instead and use water and sewer service as an incentive to build within the City.  There are approximately 156 out of city customers (142 residential and 14 commercial).  The bids for the furniture for the new Library have been received.  The repairs to the Avondale Walking Track have been completed and the work looks good.
Mayor Comments:  Mayor Funderburg announced that the City had been approved for the TAP Grant.  The grant is a $400,000.00 sidewalk project.  Mayor Funderburg congratulated all of the Fire School graduates.
There being no further items to discuss, Council President McGowan adjourned the work session.

The City Council of the City of Pell City met in regular session at the City Hall at 10:00 a.m. on Monday, July 13, 2015. AN ORDINANCE SUSPENDING THE ASSESSMENT AND COLLECTION OF CERTAIN WATER CAPITAL RECOVERY FEES FOR THE REMAINDER OF THE 2014-2015 FISCAL YEAR OF 
THE CITY OF PELL CITY

WHEREAS, the City of Pell City has adopted Ordinance No. 2007-1925, as amended by Ordinance No. 2008-1967, which provide for the establishment of Sewer Impact Fees and Water Capital Recovery Fees to be assessed to owners of properties that connect to the City’s sewer and water systems; and,

WHEREAS, the City of Pell City has experienced limited residential growth in recent years as a result of the economic recession affecting our nation and region; and, 

WHEREAS, the City’s limited residential growth adversely affects the City’s ability to attract commercial and industrial developments, which results in a reduction in sales tax revenue available to the City and jobs available to its residents; and, 

WHEREAS, to spur needed residential growth in the City, which will in turn spur commercial and industrial development, the City Council of the City of Pell City has determined that it is wise, expedient, and in the best interests of the citizens of the City to suspend, for the remainder of the current fiscal year, the assessment and collection of Water Capital Recovery fees pursuant to Ordinance No. 2007-1925, as amended by Ordinance No. 2008-1967, for free-standing, site-built, single-family residential construction with one inch and smaller water service lines; and,

WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Pell City has determined that it is wise, expedient, and in the best interests of the citizens of the City that all remaining provisions of Ordinance No. 2007-1925, as amended by Ordinance No. 2008-1967, shall remain in force and effect.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF PELL CITY, ALABAMA, AS FOLLOWS:

1. For the remainder of the City of Pell City’s Fiscal Year 2014-15, the City shall not assess and collect the Water Capital Recovery fees pursuant to Ordinance No. 2007-1925, as amended by Ordinance No. 2008-1967, for free-standing, site-built, single-family residential construction with one inch and smaller water service lines.

2. All remaining provisions of Ordinance No. 2007-1925, as amended by Ordinance No. 2008-1967, shall remain in force and effect.

3. The moratorium on the assessment and collection of the Water Capital Recovery fees for free-standing, site-built, single-family residential construction with one inch and smaller water service lines as provided by this Ordinance shall expire on September 30, 2015, unless extended by the City Council of the City of Pell City.

4. All Ordinances or parts of Ordinances insofar as the same conflict with the provisions of this Ordinance are hereby repealed.

5.
This Ordinance shall become effective upon passage, approval, and publication as required by law.
Councilmember Templin moved that all rules and regulations, which unless suspended would prevent the immediate consideration and adoption of said ordinance, be suspended and that unanimous consent to the immediate consideration and adoption of said ordinance be given.  The motion was seconded by Councilmember Jenkins.  On roll call vote, the motion was unanimously approved.  Those voting aye being:  Council President McGowan, Councilmembers Jenkins, Wood, Thomas and Templin.  Nays:  None.  Council President McGowan declared the motion approved.

Councilmember Thomas then moved that said ordinance be now placed upon its final passage and adopted.  The motion was seconded by Councilmember Wood.  The question being put as to the adoption of said motion and the passage of said ordinance, on roll call vote, the motion was unanimously approved.  Those voting aye being:  Council President McGowan, Councilmembers Jenkins, Wood, Thomas and Templin.  Nays:  None.  Council President McGowan declared the motion approved and the ordinance adopted.
A motion was made and seconded to approve the following resolution.  The motion was unanimously approved by the council. 
RESOLUTION NO. 2015 – 4483

A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE CITY OF PELL CITY TO ENTER INTO A PROFESSIONAL SERVICES AGREEMENT WITH 
NEEL-SCHAFFER, INC.


WHEREAS, to aid and improve public safety, the City Council of the City of Pell City desires to retain professional traffic engineering and planning services to redesign the vehicular access points to the City’s Lakeside Park; and,

WHEREAS, the City Council has determined that it is wise, prudent and in the best interests of the citizens of Pell City to enter into a professional services agreement with Neel-Schaffer, Inc. to provide said professional services for the City.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Pell City, Alabama, as follows:

Section 1.
