ST. CLAIR COUNTY

The City Council of the City of Pell City met in a work session at the City Hall at 4:30 p.m. on Monday, November 23, 2015.  Present were Council President James McGowan, Councilmembers Jay Jenkins, Dot Wood, Sharon Thomas and Terry Templin.  Council President McGowan opened the meeting for discussion.

The invocation was led by Police Chief Greg Turley.
The pledge to the American flag was led by Mayor Joe Funderburg.
The City Clerk had roll call for attendance.

Councilmember Thomas stated that everything looked fine on the bills on file.

City Manager Muenger presented the following requisition over $5,000 for discussion:
· Andritz Separation, Inc. in the amount of $6,733.00 – This expenditure was necessary maintenance on the WWTP centrifuge.  Andritz is the manufacturer of the equipment.  These repairs are budgeted in the maintenance budget line item for the WWTP.
There were no comments on the minutes of the regular council meeting held on November 9, 2015.
Jerry Woods addressed the council regarding the Logan Martin Lakefest.  Mr. Woods stated that he would like to take a few minutes to clear up any misunderstanding between the City and the Lakefest organizers.  There have been a lot of accusations.  He introduced Eric, who is one of the board members.  Eric stated that Lakefest is typically a three-day celebration held in mid-May with live music, lake-lifestyle vendors and Alabama’s largest water and boat show.  Eric stated that Former Mayor Bill Hereford had contacted Mr. Woods and asked how they could better promote the lake area.  That’s how Lakefest was conceived and the first event was held at Horizons in 2011.  Their stated goals back then was to celebrate our area’s greatest resources -  Logan Martin Lake, promote Logan Martin Lake and the surrounding area, to raise money for the Logan Martin Lake Protection Association, showcase businesses around the lake and to provide their partners with a captive audience to see their products and services.  After 2013, when they donated over $11,000 to help fund the Wetlands Project in the Lakeside Park, they changed their goals slightly to expand their charitable donations.  In 2014, due to increase in size of the event, they decided to move it to Lakeside Park.  In that year, they donated $24,000 in materials and labor to completely redo the pier at Lakeside Park.  In 2015, $2,000 was donated to the Pell City Garden Club.  Eric stated that they celebrate and promote Pell City through local and Birmingham ads.  To date they have invested over $100,000 in promoting Logan Martin Lake and Pell City.  Lakefest is a free event open to the public.  The event is funded through corporate sponsors.  There are several people who give to charities through Lakefest.  Their concern was regarding a letter received from the City stating that several vendors participating in Lakefest did not remit sales tax and the amount of taxes collected did not adequately cover the investment provided by the City.  Eric stated that they did not feel that statement was fair due to the fact that Lakefest paid $1,000 to use the park.  They did not request any additional staff outside the normal working hours.  They did not make any formal request for additional Police presence.  It is fair to say that Lakefest has somewhat transformed Lakeside Park.  Other leaders have looked to this event as a way to promote the park.  Mr. Woods stated that they are happy to give back to the community.  He felt that City Manager Muenger was given misinformation and operated off of hearsay.   Somewhere there was a breakdown in communication.  He thought the City would pick up the tax forms.  There has been a lot of unnecessary stuff being said outside and it takes away from what they are trying to do.  He feels that the nexus of what they do outweighs the few tax dollars collected.  He is very upset over the letter that was received from the City.  He wanted to know if they had the support of the Council and the Chamber for future events.  Councilmember Thomas stated she has seen the list of charitable donations Lakefest has given back and thought it was very admirable that they do that.  She asked if they just set up to show the community what they have to offer.  Mr. Woods stated that the event was never set up to sell boats but to promote the lake and the city.  The event was always meant to highlight the city and the lake.  They don’t ask for any publicity for the charitable donations they give.  Councilmember Templin stated that he has known Mr. Woods for approximately ten years and he has always been above board.   The day they gave $2,000 to the Pell City Garden Club at Lakeside Park, they also handed out 8-10 additional checks to other charitable organizations.  The donation to the garden club was to help fund a grant through the St. Clair County Soil and Water Conservation so they could make the area handicapped accessible.  Council President McGowan stated that he wanted them to feel welcome and use the City’s park.  Councilmember Templin stated that the Chapel in the Pines is in the park due in part by Mr. Woods.  Mr. Woods stated that he would like the City to come to an agreement and they would be happy to pay up front.  They don’t want to take away from the City; they want to give back.  They could do it in Cropwell, but they would rather do it at Lakeside Park.  It has taken years to create their list of vendors and he doesn’t want to mess it up.  He doesn’t want to move but would like the City to come to terms with how they are going to handle the tax issue.  Council President McGowan stated that he wanted them to leave tonight having the assurance that those around the table want them to come back.  City Manager Muenger stated that the $1,000 paid by Lakefest was a business license fee not a rental fee.  The fee was to cover the itinerant license fees for the individual vendors set up at the event.  The issues are not for just this event but for other events as well.  Mr. Woods stated that they paid for their own security.  The City handled the traffic only.  Council President McGowan stated that he didn’t want him to feel that he’s being treated any different.  Mr. Woods stated that all they wanted was for everything to be seamless.  If anything is owed afterwards, just let them know.  He knows Mr. Edge needs pavilions on the baseball side.  They are looking to help in 2016.  Next year they are planning to hold the event Thursday evening, Friday and Saturday.  Council President McGowan asked Mr. Woods to get with City Manager Muenger and work things out for next year.  Councilmember Jenkins stated that he thinks there has been a misunderstanding on both sides.  He feels that Lakefest is a good event.  There are other good events at the park also.  The City has other events at the park that generate income.  This event is no different than others where vendors set up and sell things.  The City can’t say we can’t collect sales tax.  There are County and State taxes involved as well.  The operator of the event has to make it plain to vendors that they have to remit taxes.  They have seven days to remit taxes or send in a zero return.  Operational costs are a significant amount.  The City is responsible for having Public Safety and other employees on site.  Councilmember Jenkins asked him to be realistic and see where the City’s coming from.  Mr. Woods stated that he understood what has been said and doesn’t disagree.  They are willing to do their part.  Finance Director Paige Myrick stated that the City couldn’t tell what an economic impact the event has without the vendors filing their taxes.  Mr. Woods stated that he found discrepancies in the letter.  The largest vendor paid their taxes but it was not noted in the letter.    There is too much paperwork for boat sales to take place here and not at the actual business.  The point of sale is where the paperwork is completed.  They are more about promoting Lake Logan Martin than selling boats.
Joe Wheeler addressed the council regarding Christmas Lights on the corner of Martin Street and Comer Avenue.  Mr. Wheeler stated that he was told two years ago that they were going to have Christmas Decorations lit up on the corner of Comer Avenue and Highway 231.  He asked the council if they will be lit up this year.  Mr. Wheeler was advised that Cogswell will be lit this year and Highway 231 will be added next year.  Mr. Wheeler asked about displaying flags on the corner of Martin Street and Comer Avenue.  He was informed that the flags would be displayed along Cogswell Avenue from Eden through town to the Highway 231 Bridge.  The City owns the poles at this intersection so flags can be displayed at that location.  Mr. Gossett stated that they could display them at the intersection only.  Alabama Power has mandated electrical work on the poles along Coswell Avenue so that work had to be done.  The goal is to display lights at the intersections from Walmart to Cropwell Drive next year.  Mr. Wheeler once again addressed the Telecommunications Tower approved to be located at 2308 15th Avenue South.  He stated that he had talked with David Andrews (CMS) and they are not allowed in a residential district.  Mr. Wheeler asked the council to look at the new ordinance to check the zoning.
Jason Goodgame updated the council on the Splash Pad and Municipal Complex.  Mr. Goodgame stated that they have had a few setbacks on the Splash Pad project due to the weather.  They will be pouring the slab in the morning.  With the City’s help, a road was built to the pad so they can continue to work. The sewer has been laid out but not started.  Mr. Goodgame stated that most of the sheetrock had been done on the Municipal Complex.  The rooftop units should be received around Thanksgiving and will be installed in December.  They are on schedule and moving along.  They ran over on the IT budget and will discuss it more after the first of the year.  Councilmember Templin stated that John Hazelwood is ready to get started on the landscaping plans.  He asked about irrigation and Mr. Goodgame stated that it was not in the plans.  Part of the landscaping could be an in-kind service by City employees.  City Manager Muenger stated that they were still waiting to look at a package on the signage.  Other items still need to be looked at. 
Police Chief Turley addressed the council regarding the Air Support Program.  So far he has received six commitments from other municipalities totaling $17,500 to help fund the program.  He has completed the Standard Operating Procedures for the program.  He asked that a separate line item be set up in the General Fund Budget for the expenses.  Mayor Funderburg stated that if the contributions continue, it will be a great thing.  Councilmember Jenkins asked if there should be a limit based on what they pay.  Chief Turley stated that the other municipalities will contribute manpower along with the funds.  His reputation is on the line, so the program will be run right.  All said they wanted to see it succeed.  
City Manager Brian Muenger addressed the council regarding the employee healthcare cost division.  He presented a spreadsheet showing the percentage of what the City pays for employee and family coverage.  The personnel handbook, adopted in 2003, states that the employee would be responsible for family coverage.  Over the years, the City has picked up a percentage of the coverage.  There is no record of where the council has officially approved the percentage paid by the City.  Presently the City is paying 71.4% of the total premiums for health insurance.  This includes 100% of the cost for the employee coverage.  
Bids were solicited by Williams Blackstock for the new Library furniture.  Bids were received as follows:
Southern Office Design - $215,493.36

Office Environments - $216,150.88

Al Corporate Interiors - $229,766.52
After reviewing the bids as submitted, per Danny Stewart, Williams Blackstock recommended to accept the second lowest bid from Office Environments in the amount of $216,150.88.  The lowest bidder submitted substitutions which were not acceptable.  At their meeting, the Library Guild voted to fund the entire purchase of the furniture.
A letter was received from the Alabama Department of Transportation asking the City Council to consider a resolution agreeing that the City would comply with certain requirements for ALDOT to plane, resurface and add permanent traffic stripe along Highway 78 from I-20 to Hwy 231.  This is not a City project nor is there any cost to the City associated with this project.  Councilmember Jenkins asked about the truck route through downtown.  He stated that signs needed to be in place and strictly enforced.  Mr. Gossett stated that he can handle the signs but he will need to get permission from ALDOT to place signs across the highway.
A proposal from State Industrial Products for cleaning supplies at the Animal Control Center was presented for discussion.  The agreement would allow State Industrial to install a cleaning solution system at the Animal Control Center at no charge.  The City will purchase the cleaning solutions from State Industrial to be used with the system.
A proposal from Kyocera for a copier at the Animal Control Center was presented for discussion.  The copier at the center is the one that was acquired from ASPCI and is no longer in working condition.  This lease will be an addendum to the agreement already in place.  The funds are in the Animal Control budget and the new payment amount will increase by $113.78 per month in January 2016.  There will also be an additional $90.00 quarterly charge for maintenance.  Councilmember Jenkins commended the Animal Control Center staff for doing a good job and for making the facilities a nice clean place to visit.
City Manager Muenger presented the Master Agreement with Paymentus for acceptance of credit card payments.  The agreement is still undergoing revisions, but he would like the council to consider approving the agreement once City Attorney John Rea has approved it.
Byron Woods, Municipal Consultants, presented Change Order #2 on the WWTP Phase III.  The change order from P. F. Moon increased the cost by $158,576.00.  The expenditure is for the contractor to install the Evoqua Aerators that the Council approved to purchase in September.  The change order also included 20 additional working days to complete the job, pushing the completion date from February 1st to April 18th 2016.
Bids received on the Senior Center addition were as follows:

Douglas Built - $30,483.00


Goodgame Company - $31,974.00


McKinney Construction - $34,200.00

After reviewing the bids, Mr. Edge recommended the council approve the low bid of $30,483.00 received from Douglas Built.

Bids received on the cardiac monitor for the Fire Department were as follows:

Physio Control - $6,581.28 (x 5 years) = $32,906.40


Southeastern Emergency Equipment - $3,725.25 (x 5 years) = $16,931.26

Fire Chief Burdette recommended the council approve the low bid of $16,931.26 received from Southeastern Emergency Equipment.  Chief Burdette also recommended the council approve the purchase of an additional two-year warranty at a cost of $2,923.00.  This will extend the warranty coverage to five years, the full length of the lease.
An Ordinance amending council meeting times was presented for discussion.  The majority of the council would like to move the first meeting of the month back to 6:00 p.m. 
An Ordinance amending the Water Capital Recovery Moratorium was presented for discussion.  The amended ordinance excluded residential construction outside city limits from having the WCR fee waived.  Councilmember Wood asked if the City still wanted to extend water outside city limits.  City Manager Muenger stated that he would like to discuss this issue with Mr. Hazelwood.
City Manager Comments:  Mr. Muenger announced that the annual Christmas Parade will be held Thursday, December 10th.  Tomorrow the employees will be having a Thanksgiving Luncheon at City Hall.  He also announced that the City will have a rededication of the 19th Street and Glenn City Parks sometime next week. 

Mayor Comments: Mayor Funderburg stated that tomorrow marks an era in some ways.  The Avondale Tower, which is part of the City Seal, is scheduled to be imploded at 9:00 a.m. in the morning.  He would like everyone to take time to remember those that worked so hard at the mill over the years.  There will be an area set aside for viewing and taking pictures.  Mayor Funderburg stated that it will be a sad day but hopefully the beginning of a new day for Pell City.
Council President McGowan stated that he had received a call about selling the bricks at $5.00 apiece and putting the money back in developing the Avondale Mills property.  Councilmember Wood stated that $100.00 would be better.  
There being no further items to discuss, Council President McGowan adjourned the work session.

On motion of Councilmember Wood, seconded by Councilmember Templin, the council unanimously approved to pay 71.4% of the employees’ healthcare cost for the remainder of this calendar year and to revisit the costs each year.
On motion of Councilmember Templin, seconded by Councilmember Thomas, the council unanimously approved the following resolution:

RESOLUTION NO. 2015 – 4545

A RESOLUTION AWARDING THE BID FOR THE PURCHASE OF NEW LIBRARY FURNITURE

WHEREAS, Williams Blackstock Architects, as architects for the City of Pell City on the Municipal Complex, has taken and received competitive sealed bids for the purchase of certain new furniture to be used in the new library located in the Municipal Complex, which equipment is more particularly described in the exhibit attached hereto as Exhibit “A”; and

WHEREAS, the lowest responsible bid that met the specifications established by Williams Blackstock was submitted by Office Environments in the amount of $216,150.88 as detailed in the attached bid tabulation sheet, which is attached hereto as Exhibit “B” and expressly incorporated herein by reference.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Pell City that the City awards the bid for the purchase of the above-described library furniture to Office Environments in the amount of $216,150.88 as detailed in the attached bid tabulation sheet, which is attached hereto as Exhibit “B” and expressly incorporated herein by reference.

RESOLUTION NO. 2015 – 4546

WHEREAS, the City of Pell City, Alabama (hereinafter at times referred to as City) is desirous of having certain improvements made on SR-4 (US-78) within the City Limits of Pell City, in accordance with plans prepared by the Alabama Department of Transportation and designated as Project Number:  STPAA-0004(541) Planing, Resurfacing and Permanent Traffic Strip along SR-4 (US-78) from I-20 to SR-53 (US-231) in Pell City (Exception for Wolf Creek Bridge).

WHEREAS, The Alabama Department of Transportation is now or may later be desirous of receiving Federal Aid for improvement of said highway; and

WHEREAS, The Federal Highway Administration, an agency of the United States of America, will not participate in any funding for the construction of said project until and unless the City will agree to certain requirements of the Federal Highway Administration.  The City for the purpose of complying with requirements of the Federal Highway Administration in regard to its funding of improvements of the type and kind in this agreement provided for, does hereby pass and adopt the following resolution:

BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of Pell City, that the plans of said project including alignment, profile, grades, typical sections and paving layouts as submitted to the City and which are now on file in the office of the City Clerk are hereby approved and that the location of said project as staked out by the Alabama Department of Transportation and as shown by said plans referred to are hereby approved and the Alabama Department of Transportation, in cooperation with the Federal Highway Administration, is hereby authorized to proceed with the grading, draining, paving, and otherwise improving and construction of said project in accordance with said plans.

The City by and through its Council hereby grants to the Alabama Department of Transportation the full use of and access to the dedicated widths of any existing streets for the construction of said project and hereby agrees to permit and allow the Alabama Department of Transportation to close and barricade the said project and intersecting streets for as long as necessary while the said project is being graded, drained, paved, and otherwise improved, and hereby agrees that the use of any street or highway for parking within an interchange area will not at any time be permitted.

The City hereby further agrees to adopt or pass such legally effective ordinances and/or laws as will permanently barricade and/or relocate certain intersecting streets as required by the State and to permanently deny or limit access at certain locations as required by the State along said improvements, all of which are more specifically stated as follows:

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED by the City Council, that for and in consideration of the Alabama Department of Transportation in cooperation with the Federal Highway Administration, constructing said highway and routing traffic along the same through the City over said project, such City hereby agrees with the Alabama Department of Transportation and for the benefit of the Federal Highway Administration, that on the above mentioned project the  City will not in the future permit encroachments upon the right of way; nor will it pass any ordinances or laws fixing a speed limit contrary to those limits provided for in Title 32, Chapter 5, Code of Alabama 1975, as amended, and other laws of Alabama; nor will it permit other than parallel parking in areas where parking is permitted; nor will it allow the placing of any informational, regulatory, or warning signs, signals, median crossover, curb and pavement or other markings, and traffic signals without written approval of the Alabama Department of Transportation and the Federal Highway Administration, of the location, form and character of such installations.  The traffic control devices and signs installed during construction, and those installed after completion of this project shall be in accordance with the latest edition of the national Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices and accepted standards adopted by the Alabama Department of Transportation of the State of Alabama and by the Federal Highway Administration.  The City further agrees that subsequent traffic control devices deemed necessary by it in keeping with applicable statutes, rules and regulations to promote the safe and efficient utilization of the highway under the authority of Title 32, Chapter 5, Code of Alabama 1975, and all other applicable laws of Alabama, shall be subject to and must have the approval of the Alabama Department of Transportation of the State of Alabama and of the Federal Highway Administration, prior to installation and the City further agrees that it will enforce traffic and control the same under the provisions of Title 32, Chapter 5, Code of Alabama 1975, and other applicable laws of Alabama.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED by this City Council:

1. That the City agrees to perform all maintenance on crossroads, service drives, or relocated roads that are not designated Federal or State highways that are in the jurisdiction of the City.

2. That the City agrees to perform all maintenance on any existing road which has been replaced by a new road; or, if the existing road is not used, the City has the option of vacating same.

3. That the City agrees to perform all maintenance on interchanges to the theoretical crossing of the denied access line.

4. That the City agrees to perform all maintenance on grade separations along the roadway to the end of the bridge, or the denied access fence, whichever the case.

It is understood and agreed that no changes in this Resolution or Agreement shall in the future be made without having obtained the proper approval of the Federal Highway Administration.

A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE CITY MANAGER TO SIGN CHANGE ORDER NO. 2 ON THE WWTP PHASE III PROJECT

WHEREAS, a change order is required on the contract with P. F. Moon and Company, Inc. reflecting the necessary charges to install the Evoqua equipment; and

WHEREAS, these changes are detailed in Change Order 2 as the Contract Change Order attached as Exhibit “A”; and

WHEREAS, the cost of the above mentioned work shall not exceed $158,576.00; and

WHEREAS, the change order will extend the contract 20 additional working days to complete the job, pushing the completion date from February 1st to April 18th 2016.

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of Pell City as follows:

1. That Change Order 2 as prepared and recommended by Municipal Consultants is approved; and

2. That the City Manager is authorized to sign Change Order 2 on behalf of the City of Pell City.

On motion of Councilmember Wood, seconded by Councilmember Thomas, the council unanimously approved the following resolution:

WHEREAS, the City of Pell City has taken and received competitive sealed bids for the expansion of the Senior Center, which equipment is more particularly described in the exhibit attached hereto as Exhibit “A”; and

WHEREAS, the lowest responsible bid that met the specifications established by the City was submitted by Douglas Built in the amount of $30,483.00 as detailed in the attached bid tabulation sheet, which is attached hereto as Exhibit “B” and expressly incorporated herein by reference.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Pell City that the City awards the bid for the Senior Center Expansion to Douglas Built in the amount of $30,483.00 as detailed in the attached bid tabulation sheet, which is attached hereto as Exhibit “B” and expressly incorporated herein by reference.

On motion of Councilmember Templin, seconded by Councilmember Thomas, the council unanimously approved the following resolution:

A RESOLUTION AWARDING THE BID FOR A CARDIAC MONITOR TO BE USED IN THE FIRE DEPARTMENT

WHEREAS, the City of Pell City has taken and received competitive sealed bids for a Cardiac Monitor to be used in the fire Department, which equipment is more particularly described in the exhibit attached hereto as Exhibit “A”; and

WHEREAS, the lowest responsible bid that met the specifications established by the City was submitted by Southeastern Emergency Equipment in the amount of $16,931.26 as detailed in the attached bid tabulation sheet, which is attached hereto as Exhibit “B” and expressly incorporated herein by reference; and

WHEREAS, the bid amount includes a three-year warranty; and

WHEREAS, the City will finance the equipment for five years and desires to extend the warranty for an additional two years at a cost of $2,923.00.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Pell City that the City awards the bid for the Fire Department Cardiac Monitor in the amount of $16,931.26 plus $2,923.00 for an additional two-year warranty for a total of $19,854.26 to be financed over a five-year period as detailed in the attached bid tabulation sheet, which is attached hereto as Exhibit “B” and expressly incorporated herein by reference.

The second reading will be held at the next council meeting.
Council President McGowan introduced the following ordinance:

ORDINANCE NO. 2015 – 4554

AN ORDINANCE SUSPENDING THE ASSESSMENT AND COLLECTION OF CERTAIN WATER CAPITAL RECOVERY FEES FOR THE 2015-2016 FISCAL YEAR OF THE CITY OF PELL CITY

WHEREAS, the City of Pell City has adopted Ordinance No. 2007-1925, as amended by Ordinance No. 2008-1967, which provide for the establishment of Sewer Impact Fees and Water Capital Recovery Fees to be assessed to owners of properties that connect to the City’s sewer and water systems; and,

WHEREAS, the City of Pell City has experienced limited residential growth in recent years as a result of the economic recession affecting our nation and region; and, 

WHEREAS, the City’s limited residential growth adversely affects the City’s ability to attract commercial and industrial developments, which results in a reduction in sales tax revenue available to the City and jobs available to its residents; and, 

WHEREAS, to spur needed residential growth in the City, which will in turn spur commercial and industrial development, the City Council of the City of Pell City has determined that it is wise, prudent, and in the best interests of the citizens of the City to suspend, for the fiscal year of October 1, 2015, to September 30, 2016, the assessment and collection of Water Capital Recovery fees pursuant to Ordinance No. 2007-1925, as amended by Ordinance No. 2008-1967, for free-standing, site-built, single-family residential construction with one inch and smaller water service lines constructed inside the corporate limits of the City; and,

WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Pell City has determined that it is wise, prudent, and in the best interests of the citizens of the City that all remaining provisions of Ordinance No. 2007-1925, as amended by Ordinance No. 2008-1967, shall remain in force and effect.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF PELL CITY, ALABAMA, AS FOLLOWS:

1. For the City of Pell City’s Fiscal Year 2015-16, the City shall not assess and collect the Water Capital Recovery fees pursuant to Ordinance No. 2007-1925, as amended by Ordinance No. 2008-1967, for free-standing, site-built, single-family residential construction with one inch and smaller water service lines constructed inside the corporate limits of the City.

2. All remaining provisions of Ordinance No. 2007-1925, as amended by Ordinance No. 2008-1967, shall remain in force and effect.

3. The moratorium on the assessment and collection of the Water Capital Recovery fees for free-standing, site-built, single-family residential construction with one inch and smaller water service lines as provided by this Ordinance shall expire on September 30, 2016, unless extended by the City Council of the City of Pell City.

4. The moratorium on the assessment and collection of the Water Capital Recovery fees provided by this Ordinance shall not apply to structures constructed outside the corporate limits of the City and the application for water service for said structures pursuant to Ordinance No. 2013-4198. The City shall continue to assess and collect applicable Water Capital Recovery fees pursuant to Ordinance No. 2007-1925, as amended by Ordinance No. 2008-1967, for any applicant seeking the provision of water or sewer service to real property located outside the corporate limits of the City.

5. Ordinance No. 2015-4513 and all other Ordinances or parts of Ordinances in conflict with the provisions of this Ordinance are hereby repealed.

6.
This Ordinance shall become effective upon passage, approval, and publication as required by law.
Councilmember Templin moved that all rules and regulations, which unless suspended would prevent the immediate consideration and adoption of said ordinance, be suspended and that unanimous consent to the immediate consideration and adoption of said ordinance be given.  The motion was seconded by Councilmember Jenkins.  On roll call vote, the motion was unanimously approved.  Those voting aye being:  Council President McGowan, Councilmembers Jenkins, Wood, Thomas and Templin.  Nays:  None.  Council President McGowan declared the motion approved.

Councilmember Templin then moved that said ordinance be now placed upon its final passage and adopted.  The motion was seconded by Councilmember Jenkins.  The question being put as to the adoption of said motion and the passage of said ordinance, on roll call vote, the motion was unanimously approved.  Those voting aye being:  Council President McGowan, Councilmembers Jenkins, Wood, Thomas and Templin.  Nays:  None.  Council President McGowan declared the motion approved and the ordinance adopted.
On motion of Councilmember Wood, seconded by Councilmember Jenkins, the council adjourned subject to the call of the Council President.
