RESOLUTION NO. 2014 – 4324

A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE LEASE OF

THE PINE HARBOR GOLF & RACQUET CLUB

WHEREAS, the City of Pell City has been in negotiations with Pine Harbor Golf Associates, LLC regarding the City’s potential lease of the property known as the Pine Harbor Golf & Racquet Club; and,

WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Pell City has determined that it is wise, prudent, and in the best interests of the citizens of Pell City to lease the Pine Harbor Golf & Racquet Club from Pine Harbor Golf Associates, LLC to provide recreational activities to the residents of the City.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Pell City as follows:

1. That Resolution No. 2014-4318 is hereby repealed.

2. That the City Manager be, and he hereby is, authorized to negotiate a lease of the Pine Harbor Golf & Racquet Club from Pine Harbor Golf Associates, LLC containing the following terms and provisions, to include, but not be limited to:

a. The lease shall be for a 10-year term and shall be a triple-net lease.

b. There shall be no monthly lease payments due for the remainder of calendar year 2014.

c. The monthly lease payments due for calendar year 2015 and the remainder of the term of the lease shall be $4,500.00 per month, provided, however, that the City shall pay a monthly lease amount of $5,500.00 per month for any month starting in calendar year 2015 in which the Pine Harbor Golf & Racquet Club maintains a total monthly membership in excess of 225 paying members, with all members of the Club included regardless of their classification.

d. The City shall be responsible for all costs associated with bringing and maintaining the Pine Harbor Golf & Racquet Club in compliance with the Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA).

e. The City shall be responsible for all real property ad valorem taxes levied and assessed against the Pine Harbor Golf & Racquet Club and the buildings located thereon from October 1, 2013, until the termination of the Lease.

3. That the City Manager be, and he hereby is, directed to present said lease of the Pine Harbor Golf & Racquet Club for approval by the City Council, once said lease is drafted.
On motion of Councilmember Wood, seconded by Councilmember Templin, the council adjourned subject to the call of the Council President.
