ST. CLAIR COUNTY

The City Council of the City of Pell City met in a work session at the City Hall at 4:30 p.m. on Monday, April 11, 2016.  Present were Council President James McGowan, Councilmember’s Jay Jenkins, Dot Wood, and Terry Templin.  Councilmember Sharon Thomas was absent.  Council President McGowan opened the meeting for discussion.
The invocation was led by Councilmember Jay Jenkins.

The pledge to the American Flag was led by Councilmember Terry Templin.

The City Clerk had roll call for attendance.

Requisitions over $5,000.00 submitted for the council’s consideration were as follows:

· Kirkpatrick Concrete: $5,160.00 – Concrete for sidewalks at the Splash Pad 
· Wells Septic Tank:  $5,190.00 - Pipe for Kings Circle

· High Tide Oil Co:  $15,964.26 – Diesel and gasoline for tanks at City Shop

· Brenntag Mid-South:  $6,900.00 – Alum for the WWTP

· Putman Erosion Control:  $16,780.00 – Seeding & mulching for the Splash Pad

Fire Chief Burdette explained the $15,694.00 expenditure to repair the Rescue vehicle for Station II.  The cost of the repairs will be shared as follows:
· Ford Motor Company to pay $7,850.00

· Town & Country Ford to pay $500.00

· City of Pell City to pay $7,350.00

The local Ford dealership and the Ford Motor Company described it to be a catastrophic engine failure.  Mr. Muenger stated that Chief Burdette had researched the cost of moving the body to a newer vehicle and the cost would be $75,000.00 to $80,000.00.  

A discussion was held on the minutes from the regular work session and council meeting of March 28, 2016 as presented.  Councilmember Jenkins had a couple of items that he would like to change.  His first request was to make a change showing the rates at the Civic Center.  The minutes stated the Rotary Club purchased the current equipment in Conference Room II as part of their weekly rate.  Councilmember Jenkins stated the equipment was purchased as a gift to the City and was not a part of the compensation as a rental.  The compensation was they agreed to pay $25.00 per week for the set-up for the room.  Secondly, in relation to the comment that he made pertaining to the Civic Clubs would not pay the suggested rental rate, what he meant to say was “could not pay the $5,200.00 a year fee”, especially for Civic Clubs doing good in the city.  Thirdly, in reference to the posting for hiring a new finance director stated Mr. Jenkins thought removing the CPA requirements from the job description being beneficial in filling the position, what he meant to say was CPA requirement, you might get one but you would not get a very qualified or experience CPA, having to do with the amount of pay being offered.

City Manager Muenger addressed the council with the request of repaving Sarah Drive.  Street Superintendent Greg Gossett stated that the road probably does need to be resurfaced at some point but there are other roads in worse shape.  He said the Street Department can do some minor repairs by putting asphalt down and repair the major problem areas.  Councilmember Wood asked if the Street Department can do some of the same repairs that the County did at the railroad tracks where the County did the tar and gravel. Mr. Gossett stated at this time there’s nothing in the budget to repave Sarah Drive.  Councilmember Jenkins said there was a survey done in the past, and there are some pretty bad roads, but the City needs to wait until there’s enough money in the budget and the City needs to budget the repairs yearly for the road repairs.  He feels the City needs to do the repairs on the roads and streets first that are in the worst condition.  Council President McGowan doesn’t have a problem repairing the damaged areas, as long as the funds are in the budget and the City addresses the more serious repairs that need to be done first.  Councilmember Jenkins stated he feels the City needs to make sure there’s money in the budget each year to be able to do the repairs and not let streets get too far behind.

Jason Goodgame provided an update on the Splash Pad in.  J.A. Dawson has all fixtures stubbed in and will be installed next week.  The project is moving along pretty quickly and is expected to be turned over to the City next month.  Councilmember Jenkins commented that the pavilions don’t need to be rented for the first part of May.  Mr. Goodgame stated the pavilions could be ready if needed.  Councilmember Jenkins asked Mr. Edge if they were going to be completed with the pavilions in time for the contractors to get into the Splash Pad in order for the other contractors to complete the work they are working on.  Mr. Edge explained the project is running on time and there should not be a problem with access.  Councilmember Wood asked about the access road on Hwy 34.   Mr. Muenger stated Mr. Gossett’s team has plans to work on that but they will not have that completed before opening day of the Splash Pad.  The plans have been laid out but the decision needs to be made by the City Council.  

Jason Goodgame reported on the status of the Municipal Complex.  The project is moving along as scheduled.  They have been through with the finishes and final parts are being put in.  Looking at the electrical contract work done at 99% complete, the remaining work is mostly change orders and added work.  One of the biggest items City Manager Muenger is working on is some additional bids and cost of ADA changes in the parking lot and some of the brick expansion joints.  The mechanical is 99% complete with just a few things to work on but it’s in place and operating.  Preliminary testing and checkout of the system are scheduled for Thursday, April 14, 2016 with the Fire Alarm vendor.   Prep work and installation will begin upon arrival of fixtures and circuit for the monument sign.  Councilmember Templin asks about handicap parking that’s there now.  Mr. Goodgame stated that there’s a slope that is a little high and they are trying to build up in the front to make it a little easier for the occupants and visitors to use.  Mr. Muenger stated that the Warming Kitchen items will be on the next agenda.
A discussion was held regarding the employees for the Splash Pad.  Mr. Edge stated that he would like to hire ten part-time employees and three part-time day managers.  With that number of employees, he would have a larger pool of employees to select from to work the hours when other employees are not able to work.  Also, when someone rents the entire Splash Pad and pavilion he will have enough employees to work those special events and that is not accounted for in the regular hours for the part time employees.  Councilmembers wanted to know how the jobs were being posted and Mr. Edge explained to them that it’s been put on the bulletin board at the high school, but on our Facebook website, and it’s posted on the City of Pell City bulletin board as well.  Councilmember Jenkins suggested putting the notice of positions available on the board at the Civic Center and also at Jefferson State Community College.   Ms. Childre is going to send flyers to the high school and ask they put them on the bulletin board.  Mr. Edge said it’s becoming an urgent issue because the new hires have to be CPR certified, background checks completed and drug testing performed.  City Manager Muenger brought up the size of the Splash Pad and he thinks it’s better to limit the capacity, and after further review they found that it’s not recommended to max out the capacity of the Splash Pad and that’s at a capacity of 130 participants at one time.  Mr. Edge would like to do a “soft” opening to see what occupancy would be if we opened later than the Kids Castle.  The square footage of the Splash Pad is large enough to hold the capacity of 130 attendees but it could accommodate as many as 140.  Mr. Edge stated that the concrete is very abrasive and now understands why other Splash Pads spray the coating onto the cement to prevent as many accidents as possibly.  City Manager Muenger encouraged the Councilmembers to go out and look at the Splash Pad and see the abrasiveness of the cement.  Council President McGowan recommended that the City invest in the spray coating for practical purposes, especially avoiding the number of scraped knees and other injuries.  Mr. Edge asked the council to consider the four pavilions going inside the fence, and looking at the size of the Splash Pad.  He thought it would be a very wise decision to put one of the pavilions outside near the Kids Castle.  His reasoning is the kids can pay the $3.00 to enter the Splash Pad and then go to the Kids Castle and play.  Councilmember Jenkins asked about the size of the Splash Pad and the size of the pavilions.  One pavilion has the capacity of fifty people, the small pavilion has the capacity of twenty five people, and the capacity of the Splash Pad is one hundred thirty people.  Councilmembers asked if they could purchase extra trusses to make a small pavilion to a large pavilion.  Councilmembers agreed it would be more beneficial to put a large pavilion outside the Splash Pad and it could be rented for birthday parties and other events.  City Manager Muenger would like to discuss the topic of a seasonal communication option.  Mr. Edge explained that it’s a broadband system for the Splash Pad.  At this time the City has an alert system that sends an alert to their phones and if they get an alert, they know to get to the Splash Pad and Kids Castle immediately.  The option they would like to install and use is an unlimited wireless phone.  Mr. Edge feels it’s a very wise decision to have the wireless phone system that would allow them to get the Police and emergency response and assistance there in a timely manner.  Having a phone there with more than one line would be beneficial for the use at the Splash Pad.  The total cost would be $59.00 per month and the router would be a $349.99 one-time cost.  The phone line and the wireless is a seasonal service.  When the Splash Pad closes in the winter time, the lines are turned off and there is no bill to be paid during the winter months.  
City Manager Muenger discussed the different types of rentals and reservation forms for Lakeside Park and the Municipal Complex with some of the recommend rates.  At the last meeting, it was discussed extensively governing the different type of rental of governmental use service organization and Non-Profit.  Mrs. Crow was asked to put together a report over the last year the number of rentals we’ve had for each location as well as the number of comp rentals for each location.  The 19th Street Recreation Hall was really high in comp areas, in the Gym, Banquet Room 1 and Banquet Room 2.  The third was a Non-Profit list that Mrs. Crow maintained that is of people that are not charged, and that’s a situation that the City and Councilmember have to find a way to deal with.  There were over fifty comps for the year.  In the Municipal Complex, there are five rooms to be rented and two rooms by the Chamber of Commerce.  Meeting Room 128 is a Conference Room with a Conference table.  The next room to the right of Meeting Room 2 is set up as a classroom format, already having the tables and only need to purchase the chairs.  The rentals of city residents and nonresidents are different rates.  Mr. Edge thinks it should be a Governmental Agency or Civic Club.  The Rotary Club pays a set-up fee of $25.00, which includes set-up and taking out the trash after the meeting.  The Civitan Club and Kiwanis Club do not pay any fees.  They do their own set up and take out their own trash after their meetings.   Council President McGowan thought the $25.00 set-up fee is not enough for the use of the Municipal Complex. He felt that each organization needed to pay a fee to use the facility.  Councilmember Jenkins stated that’s why we have people hired to assist with the set-up for the use of the Municipal Complex and wanted to know if all of the organizations have to pay a fee.  Council President McGowan felt that some of the organizations can pay more than they are paying now.   Councilmember Jenkins did not feel that the Rotary Club could pay more than they are paying now.  Mr. Edge felt that there should be a designated room in the Municipal Complex or the Civic Center that the council agrees on for nonpaying users to reserve.  Once the Municipal Complex is open and if anyone is able to use the Municipal Complex without fees, that would cause a problem if we allow one group to use it without fees then others will want the same accommodations without fees.  Mr. Muenger mentioned that once the City starts remodeling the Civic Center, there will not be space available to be used instead of paying to use the Municipal Complex, depending on what council decides on what the uses are of the rooms.  With adding a conference space at the Municipal Complex that is larger than Banquet Room I, and possibly repurposing Banquet Room I, you could keep Banquet Room II at the Civic Center.  The City of Pell City has so many great places to rent with the 19th Street Recreation Hall and the ability under our agreement with the Boys and Girls Club to rent some of the rooms at the Armory.

Bids were received for the new Library computers and equipment.  Library Director Danny Stewart stated the lowest bid was from Computer Works located in Eden.  When the request for bids were sent out for the need of a Desktop 3D Printer and Desktop 3D Scanner, some verbiage was omitted.  The total amount he recommended for the council’s approval did not include the price of this equipment.  Mr. Stewart recommended the council reject the four bids for the 3D Printer and Scanner and he will get new quotes and purchase those at a later date.  He recommended the council accept the low bid from Computers Works to provide the services and equipment as bid.  

Mr. Gossett requested the solicitation bids for roof replacements to the 16 x 63 lean-to and the 40 x 40 storage building at the Street Department.  He will use funds from his budget to remove existing trim, roof panels and existing 2x4 wood furring strips that need to be replaced on the structures. 

Bids were received for the Fire Station IV roof replacement.  Chief Burdette stated there was only one bid received out of eight that were sent out.  City Manager Muenger commented that the bid received was $10,000.00 less than what was budgeted.  The only bid came from Goodgame and Company in the amount of $28,987.00.  Councilmember Wood inquired about repairing the roof previously, but that was Fire Station II that was replaced in 2015 ($26,448.00).  This building needs additional finishing work, tying into existing walls, and also is somewhat a larger area.  

USAmeribank presented a resolution they would like the council to approve for Lockbox Services.  City Manager Muenger recommended that the resolution presented be signed and accepted by the City of Pell City.

The council had previously approved an agreement with Paymentus to provide credit card processing services for utility bills and business license.  The card readers and online system are in place and functioning appropriately, and City Manager Muenger suggested expanding our acceptance of credit cards to the Animal Control Center.  There will be no additional cost to the City.  The customers will pay 2.89% per transaction or $1.00, whichever is greater.  With the approval of Council, the initiation process could potentially have the ability to accept payments by the end of the month.

City Manager Muenger stated that two of the three houses Council previously approved to be demolished had been demolished per City Ordinance No. 2015 - 4496.  Notice was sent to respective property owners that a Public Hearing will be held at 6:00 p.m. on April 25, 2016.  At the Public Hearing, the City Council will have the authority to “adopt” a resolution fixing the cost which it finds were reasonably incurred in the enforcement of the ordinance and assessing the costs against the properties.

City Manager Muenger presented two proposals for the Old Hospital Asbestos Survey.  Mr. Muenger stated that two distinctly different appraisals are needed for this to be able to move the property for marketability.  There is currently a $4,000,000.00 note that exists on the property.  David Mullins of Mullins Real Estate Appraisers, LLC provided a proposal under which he would appraise both the hospital site and the adjacent medical office building site for a fee of $5,000.00.   The second proposal from AMEC Foster Wheeler was to conduct an asbestos and hazardous material survey of the primary building.  The proposed cost for this activity is $8,500.00.  City Manager Muenger presented the proposals to the County Commission and they preliminarily agreed to reimburse the City for $6,750.00 at their work session last week, half of the cost of these two proposals.  City Manager is asking that the Council approve these proposals, contingent on the participation of the County.  Councilmember Jenkins pointed out that per the contract on page two under ACM that it stated water intrusion may occur from sample locations.  The area of destruction for evaluation will not be repaired due to eminent destruction.  The contact asked the City to provide specific instructions prior to authorizing the surveys if roofing sample locations will require repair to prevent leaking.  City Manager Muenger explained that he had a conversation with Mr. Harold Hoyle, Maintenance Supervisor for St. Clair County, who stated that the property is already under quite a bit of distress on the inside of the building.  Most likely what the company is referencing is the roof system as far as sealants.  Mr. Hoyle will accompany the company during the testing.  

City Manager Comments:  City Manager Muenger updated the council on the latest actions in the Legislature.  HB58 was introduced, which would exempt prescription drugs from the gross receipts calculation used to determine business license fees.  An examination of recent business license returns indicated that more than $25,000,000.00 in gross receipts flow through dedicated pharmacies within the City.  How much would be impacted by this bill is unclear but it is certainly substantial.  Also, HB275 introduced by Rep. Ron Johnson, would exempt medical equipment and hospice providers from purchasing municipal business licenses in any City where they do not have a physical office located in the City.  This would undermine the existing requirement that businesses making deliveries into the City be licensed by the municipality.  This bill is currently awaiting action in committee.  HB375, introduced by Rep. Paul Lee, would prohibit municipalities from entering into a contract with a private firm for tax collection and auditing services.  This is a service that Pell City, as well as many municipalities of approximately our population, utilizes for audits of businesses.  These audits are an essential part of our taxation system and have resulted in over $300,000.00 in findings during the previous four fiscal years.  The City Council, Mayor Joe T. Funderburg and City Manager Muenger have decided to write letters to the Legislative Delegations stating our concerns of these bills.

Mayor Comments:  Mayor Funderburg received a letter from Williams Intermediate School stating that the Junior Beta Club competed in a state convention in March and competed against many schools with over of 5,000 students.  Williams’ students won first place in the Math competition and Quiz Bowl competition and third place in the History competition.  With those wins, they have been invited to the Nation Junior Beta Club in New Orleans, LA.
There being no further items to discuss, Council President McGowan adjourned the work session.

WHEREAS, the City Council has determined that it is wise, expedient, and in the best interests of the citizens of Pell City to enter into said agreement with Mullins Real Estate Appraisers, LLC to provide appraisal services on the Former St. Clair County Hospital and Medical Office Building located on Dr. John Haynes Drive, in accordance with the terms set forth in Exhibit “A”.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Pell City, Alabama, as follows:

Section 1.  That the City Manager be, and he hereby is, authorized to sign an agreement with Mullins Real Estate Appraisers, LLC to provide said appraisal services pursuant to the terms set forth as Exhibit “A” and expressly incorporated herein by reference. 
Council President McGowan introduced the following ordinance:

ORDINANCE NO. 2016 - 4603

AN ORDINANCE TO PROVIDE FOR THE ISSUANCE OF $132,900 AGGREGATE PRINCIPAL AMOUNT OF

GENERAL OBLIGATION WARRANTS, SERIES 2016-A


WHEREAS, by Resolution No. 2016-4585, the City of Pell City has previously determined to undertake a project to finance the acquisition of five (5) patrol vehicles for the Pell City Police Department through Metro Bank (the “Project”); and,

WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Pell City desires to authorize the financing of the Project with Metro Bank through the issuance of general obligation warrants in the aggregate principal amount of $132,900.00.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF PELL CITY, ALABAMA, AS FOLLOWS:

1. The City Council of the City of Pell City hereby finds and declares that it is necessary, desirable, and in the public interest that the City issue General Obligation Warrants, Series 2016-A, in the aggregate principal amount of $132,900 to Metro Bank, or its registered assignees, for the purpose of financing the acquisition of five (5) patrol vehicles for the Pell City Police Department.

2. Pursuant to the applicable provisions of the Constitution and laws of Alabama, including particularly Section 11-47-2 of the Code of Alabama 1975, as amended, and for the purposes hereinabove stated, there are hereby authorized to be issued by the City $132,900 aggregate principal amount of General Obligation Warrants, Series 2016-A (the “Warrants”), in substantially the form and substance as attached hereto as Exhibit A and expressly incorporated herein by reference. 

3. The Warrants shall be executed on behalf of the City by the Mayor and attested by the City Clerk, and the seal of the City shall be impressed on each of the Warrants.  The Mayor, City Manager, City Clerk, and all other officers of the City are hereby authorized and directed to execute, seal, attest and deliver such other documents and certificates and to take such other actions on behalf of the City as may be necessary to consummate the sale and issuance of the Warrants and to carry out fully the transactions contemplated by this Ordinance.

4. All prior actions of the officers of the City in furtherance of the purposes of this Ordinance are hereby ratified, approved, and confirmed.  All other ordinances or resolutions (or parts thereof) in conflict with this Ordinance are hereby repealed, to the extent of the conflict.  This Ordinance shall take effect immediately.

5. The provisions of this Ordinance are hereby declared to be severable.  In the event any provision hereof shall be held invalid by a court of competent jurisdiction, such invalidity shall not affect any other portion of this Ordinance.

Councilmember Jenkins moved that all rules and regulations, which unless suspended would prevent the immediate consideration and adoption of said ordinance, be suspended and that unanimous consent to the immediate consideration and adoption of said ordinance be given.  The motion was seconded by Councilmember Templin.  On roll call vote, the motion was unanimously approved.  Those voting aye being:  Council President McGowan, Councilmembers Jenkins, Wood and Templin.  Nays:  None.  Council President McGowan declared the motion approved.

Councilmember Templin then moved that said ordinance be now placed upon its final passage and adopted.  The motion was seconded by Councilmember Jenkins.  The question being put as to the adoption of said motion and the passage of said ordinance, on roll call vote, the motion was unanimously approved.  Those voting aye being:  Council President McGowan, Councilmembers Jenkins, Wood and Templin.  Nays:  None.  Council President McGowan declared the motion approved and the ordinance adopted.

On motion of Councilmember Wood, seconded by Councilmember Templin, the council adjourned subject to the call of the Council President.
