The City Council of the City of Pell City met in a special called council meeting at the City Hall at 4:00 p.m. on Thursday, April 17, 2014.  Present were Council President James McGowan, Councilmembers Jay Jenkins, Dot Wood, Sharon Thomas and Terry Templin.  Those present constituting the entirety of the council, the following business was transacted:

The invocation was led by City Manager Patrick Draper.

The pledge to the American flag was led by Councilmember Dot Wood.

The City Clerk had roll call for attendance.
On motion of Councilmember Jenkins, seconded by Councilmember Templin, the council unanimously approved to submit a grant application for the CEPA Management Corporation.  If approved, the grant amount will be $2,565.00 with a 50/50 match.  The funds will be used to purchase 12,000 brochures for the Smithsonian Exhibit where a portion of the brochures will be placed in Welcome Centers throughout the State.
On motion of Councilmember Templin, seconded by Councilmember Jenkins, the council approved to expend an amount not to exceed $45,000.00 on the repairs to Collins Drive.  The road caved in due to heavy rains and will need to be shut down for approximately five days for needed repairs.  Traffic will have to be re-routed and residents have been notified.
City Attorney Rea submitted a red-lined copy indicating the latest changes to the proposed lease on the Pine Harbor Golf & Racquet Club.  He noted that the Chapel in the Pines was not included as part of the agreement.  After discussing the changes with the council, he cautioned the council about approving the lease without the provision that a written notice be served in the event of a missed payment.  Councilmember Wood made a motion to approve the lease in form and substance as presented to the council with the provision that the lease include written notice to the city of not less than seven days of default or failure to pay rent.  The motion was seconded by Councilmember Thomas and unanimously approved by the council.  

On motion of Councilmember Jenkins, seconded by Councilmember Templin, the council unanimously approved to table the reclassification of the pay grade for the Golf Course Director position.

On motion of Councilmember Wood, seconded by Councilmember Thomas, the council adjourned subject to the call of the Council President.
