ST. CLAIR COUNTY

The City Council of the City of Pell City met in regular session at the City Hall at 6:00 p.m. on Monday, April 27, 2015.  Present were Council President James McGowan, Councilmembers Jay Jenkins, Sharon Thomas and Terry Templin.  Councilmember Dot Wood was absent.  Those present constituting a quorum of the council, the following business was transacted:

The invocation was led by Mayor Joe Funderburg.
The pledge to the American flag was led by City Clerk Penny Isbell.
The City Clerk had roll call for attendance.

On motion of Councilmember Thomas, seconded by Councilmember Templin, the council unanimously approved the payment of bills on file.

On motion of Councilmember Templin, seconded by Councilmember Thomas, the council unanimously approved the minutes of the regular council meeting held on April 13, 2015.

Based on a recommendation from Byron Woods, engineer with Municipal Consultants, Councilmember Templin made a motion to approve the rental of a Temporary Wastewater Aerator.  The motion was seconded by Councilmember Thomas and unanimously approved by the council.  A quote was received from S & N Airoflo in the amount of $9,008.20 for a four-month rental.  The rental could be continued for $1,400.00 per month until such a time as a permanent replacement could be installed.
Councilmember Jenkins made a motion to authorize City Attorney John Rea to move forward in drafting an amended Business License Ordinance to include policies and procedures for issuing Itinerant Business Licenses.  The motion was seconded by Councilmember Templin and unanimously approved by the council.

Council President McGowan introduced the following ordinance:

ORDINANCE NO. 2015 – 4433

AN ORDINANCE ESTABLISHING BICYCLE RULES AND REGULATIONS FOR THE CITY OF PELL CITY, ALABAMA

WHEREAS, the City of Pell City is a bicycle-friendly community; and,

WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Pell City has determined that it is wise, prudent, and in the best interests of the City to adopt rules and regulations to enhance the use of bicycles in the City. 

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF PELL CITY, ALABAMA, AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1.
The following rules and regulations shall govern the use and operation of bicycles within the corporate limits of the City of Pell City.

BICYCLE RULES AND REGULATIONS
1. Do not ride bicycles upon the sidewalks.  Sidewalks are for pedestrian use only.

2. Traffic laws, rules, and regulations apply to all cyclists.  Motorists and bicyclists share the same roads and have similar responsibilities.

3. When riding a bicycle, the bicycle may only be used by the number of people for which it was designed.

4. Bicyclists should stay to the right side of any street and as close to the edge as reasonably possible.

5. When coming from an alley, bicyclists shall stop and give the right-of-way to all pedestrians approaching on any sidewalk and all vehicles approaching on the street.

6. Ride slowly and carefully in heavy traffic and do not exceed speed limits.

7. Bicyclists shall wear and maintain appropriate safety equipment as required by law, including:

A. Front light visible at 500 feet

B. Red rear reflector visible at 600 feet by a vehicle’s low beam lights

C. A helmet is required if the cyclist is under the age of 16 years

8. When two or more bicyclists are riding, do not ride more than two side by side on any street or roadway.

9. To all motorists, when driving your vehicle, share the road with any bicyclist.

Section 2. 
These rules and regulations are designed to keep the City of Pell City safe and enjoyable for all citizens, especially bicycle-riding enthusiasts.
Councilmember Templin moved that all rules and regulations, which unless suspended would prevent the immediate consideration and adoption of said ordinance, be suspended and that unanimous consent to the immediate consideration and adoption of said ordinance be given.  The motion was seconded by Councilmember Thomas.  On roll call vote, the motion was unanimously approved.  Those voting aye being:  Council President McGowan, Councilmembers Jenkins, Thomas and Templin.  Nays:  None.  Council President McGowan declared the motion approved.
Councilmember Thomas then moved that said ordinance be now placed upon its final passage and adopted.  The motion was seconded by Councilmember Templin.  The question being put as to the adoption of said motion and the passage of said ordinance, on roll call vote, the motion was unanimously approved.  Those voting aye being:  Council President McGowan, Councilmembers Jenkins, Thomas and Templin.  Nays:  None.  Council President McGowan declared the motion approved and the ordinance adopted.
Council President McGowan introduced the following ordinance:

ORDINANCE NO. 2015 – 4434

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF PELL CITY, ALABAMA, TO EXEMPT CERTAIN “COVERED ITEMS” FROM THE MUNICIPAL SALES AND USE TAX DURING THE FIRST FULL WEEKEND OF AUGUST, AS AUTHORIZED BY 40-23-210 THROUGH 40-23-213, CODE OF ALABAMA 1975, GENERALLY REFERRED TO AS THE BACK-TO-SCHOOL SALES TAX HOLIDAY.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF PELL CITY, ALABAMA, AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1.  In conformity with the provisions of Sections 40-23-210 through 40-23-213, Code of Alabama 1975, providing for a State Sales Tax Holiday, the City of Pell City, Alabama, exempts “covered items” from municipal sales and use tax during the same period, beginning at 12:01 a.m. on the first Friday in August 2015 (August 7, 2015) and ending at twelve midnight the following Sunday (August 9, 2015), and each year thereafter until and unless annual participation is rescinded by further action of the Council.

Section 2.  This ordinance shall be subject to all terms, conditions, definitions, time periods, and rules as provided by 40-23-210 through 40-23-213, Code of Alabama 1975.

Section 3.  The City Clerk is hereby authorized and directed to certify a copy of this ordinance under the seal of the City of Pell City, Alabama, and to forward said certified copy to the Alabama Department of Revenue to be recorded and posted on the Department website.

Section 4.  This ordinance shall take effect immediately upon its passage and publication, as provided by law.

Councilmember Jenkins moved that all rules and regulations, which unless suspended would prevent the immediate consideration and adoption of said ordinance, be suspended and that unanimous consent to the immediate consideration and adoption of said ordinance be given.  The motion was seconded by Councilmember Thomas.  On roll call vote, the motion was unanimously approved.  Those voting aye being:  Council President McGowan, Councilmembers Jenkins, Thomas and Templin.  Nays:  None.  Council President McGowan declared the motion approved.
Councilmember Jenkins then moved that said ordinance be now placed upon its final passage and adopted.  The motion was seconded by Councilmember Thomas.  The question being put as to the adoption of said motion and the passage of said ordinance, on roll call vote, the motion was unanimously approved.  Those voting aye being:  Council President McGowan, Councilmembers Jenkins, Thomas and Templin.  Nays:  None.  Council President McGowan declared the motion approved and the ordinance adopted.
Council President McGowan introduced the following ordinance:
ORDINANCE NO. 2015 – 4335

AN ORDINANCE REQUIRING THE CUTTING OF WEEDS, GRASS, AND OTHER VEGETATION AND REQUIRING CORRECTION OF CONDITIONS FAVORABLE TO THE HARBORING OF MOSQUITOES OR OTHER INSECTS OF LIKE KIND OR RODENTS; PROVIDING FOR THE ABATEMENT OF SUCH CONDITIONS FAVORABLE TO THE HARBORING OF SUCH INSECTS OR RODENTS, AND TO PROVIDE PENALTIES FOR THE VIOLATION THEREOF

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF PELL CITY, ALABAMA, AS FOLLOWS:

SECTION 1.
Pursuant to § 11-47-131, Ala. Code 1975, § 11-47-147, Ala. Code 1975, and § 11-67-20 et seq., Ala. Code 1975, as may be amended, this ordinance requires the cutting of overgrown weeds, grass, or other vegetation; requires correction of conditions favorable to the harboring of mosquitoes, other insects of like kind, or rodents; provides for the abatement of such conditions favorable to the harboring of such insects or rodents; and provides penalties for the violation thereof.

SECTION 2.
Definitions.

A. The word “person” as used in this ordinance shall include and be applicable to business entities, corporations, and associations, as well as to individuals.

B. “Service” under this ordinance shall be by certified mail delivered to the owner of the premises found to be in violation of this ordinance at the address that appears on record in the office of the tax assessor for the parcel at issue.  If service cannot be completed by certified mail, service may be obtained by publication one time in the St. Clair News Aegis.   In addition, notices provided by Sections 5 and 7 of this ordinance shall be posted on the premises where said overgrowth of weeds, grass, or other vegetation is found to exist.

SECTION 3.
Every person owning, leasing, or in possession of any premises in the City of Pell City, Alabama, shall keep the same free of any overgrowth of weeds, grass, or other vegetation favorable to the harboring of mosquitoes, other insects of like kind, or rodents, and every such growth of weeds, grass, or other vegetation is hereby declared to be a nuisance, and every such person who shall allow any such growth to accumulate on the premises which such person owns, leases, or possesses, shall be guilty of a misdemeanor and if convicted, shall be punished as provided by this ordinance.

SECTION 4.
Any overgrowth of weeds, grass, or other vegetation twelve (12) inches or more in height shall be deemed favorable to the harboring of mosquitoes, insects of like kind, or rodents within the meaning of this ordinance.

SECTION 5.
Whenever the City Manager of the City of Pell City, Alabama, or his designee, shall discover on any premises in the City any overgrowth of weeds, grass, or other vegetation in violation of this ordinance, the City Manager, or his designee, shall serve the owner of said premises, requiring the same to be cut and removed within seven (7) days from the date of service of said notice. Said notice shall be in substantially the following form:

“NOTICE”

To the owner(s) of the premises located at (here describing the property) in the City of Pell City, Alabama:

You are hereby notified that there exists on the above-mentioned property an overgrowth of weeds, grass, or other vegetation in violation of Ordinance No. 2015-4435.

You are hereby further notified that if said growth is not cut and removed within seven (7) days from this date that a notice will be issued requiring you to appear before the Municipal Judge of the City of Pell City, Alabama, the time and place to be fixed in said notice, then and there to show cause why said growth should not be declared a nuisance and an order issued.

SECTION 6.
The notice required by the foregoing section shall be served upon the owner of the premises found to be in violation of this ordinance and posted on said premises at least seven (7) days before the issuing of the notice to appear before the Municipal Judge.

SECTION 7.
After the issuance of the notice as provided for in Section 5 of this ordinance and the failure of the overgrown weeds, grass, or other vegetation to be cut and removed within the time specified in said notice, then in such event the City Manager, or his designee, shall serve notice to the owner of the premises found to be in violation of this ordinance to appear before the Municipal Judge of the City of Pell City, Alabama, at a time and place to be fixed in said notice, and then and there to show cause why the said overgrowth of weeds, grass, or other vegetation should not be declared a nuisance, and an order issued requiring same to be cut and removed. Said notice shall be in substantially the following form:

“NOTICE”

To the owner(s) of the premises located at (here describing the property) in the City of Pell City, Alabama:

You are hereby notified that there exists on the above-mentioned property an overgrowth of weeds, grass, or other vegetation, in violation of Ordinance No. 2015-4435 of the City of Pell City, Alabama.  You are further notified that a hearing will be conducted by the Municipal Judge of the City of Pell City, Alabama, at City Hall at (time) on the (date), at which time and place you are directed to appear and show cause, if any you can, why the existence of said growth of weeds, grass, or other vegetation should not be declared a nuisance and an order issued requiring the same to be cut and removed.

You are hereby further notified that if said overgrowth is not removed by your court date and the Municipal Judge of the City of Pell City, Alabama orders that the said property is a nuisance, the City of Pell City, or its contractor, shall enter upon the above-described premises and shall proceed to cut and remove said overgrowth at your cost and expense, and shall certify the cost and expense, and shall assess the said cost against you and the above-described property, and that said expense will constitute a lien on said property.

SECTION 8. The notice required by the foregoing section shall be served upon the owner of the premises found to be in violation of this ordinance and posted on said premises at least fourteen (14) days before the date fixed for the hearing before the Municipal Judge.

SECTION 9. At the time and place appointed in the notice provided for in Section 7 hereof, the Municipal Judge shall conduct a hearing for the purpose of determining whether the overgrowth of weeds, grass, or other vegetation complained of exists in violation of this ordinance; and if the Municipal Judge finds the same constitutes a violation of this ordinance, the Municipal Judge shall so declare the same and shall make an order requiring the cutting and removal of said overgrowth immediately from the making of said order.

SECTION 10. The owner of the premises found to be in violation of this ordinance, who, having been served notice in accordance with Sections 5 and 7 of this ordinance, shall fail to comply with the order of the Municipal Judge requiring the cutting and removal of such weeds, grass, or other vegetation, shall be guilty of a misdemeanor and, upon conviction, shall be punished as provided in this ordinance.

SECTION 11. If the owner of the premises found to be in violation of this ordinance shall fail to cut and remove the weeds, grass, or other vegetation by the court date, and following an order of the Municipal Judge of the City of Pell City, Alabama requiring the cutting and removal of said overgrowth, the City of Pell City, or its contractor, may enter upon said premises, and at the expense of the owner may proceed to cut and remove said weeds, grass, or other vegetation, at its discretion, by the most efficient means, and the City Manager of the City of Pell City, or his designee, is directed to keep an account of the expense of cutting and removing such weeds, grass, or other vegetation from each separate lot or premises; and in certifying the same to the City Council of the City of Pell City, Alabama, he shall report separately as to each piece of property from which the City of Pell City, or its contractor, has cut and removed said weeds, grass, or other vegetation, together with a description of said premises and the name of the owner and the total expense incurred in abating each such nuisance.

SECTION 12. It is the intention of this ordinance to cause the removal of all overgrowth of weeds, grass, or other vegetation that constitutes a health hazard by the harboring of mosquitoes, other like insects, or rodents, provided, however, that this ordinance shall not apply to the growth of crops or vegetation grown for the production of food, vegetation grown in a properly fenced pasture, or undeveloped woodlands.  Moreover, this ordinance shall not apply to deforested land in the process of returning to a vegetative state, provided that the owner of said property demonstrates that the owner is implementing an intentional reforestation plan designed to restore and recreate areas of woodlands or forests on said property.  

SECTION 13. At times determined by the City Council of the City of Pell City, Alabama, said City Council shall set a time and place for a hearing to allow the owner of the premises found to be in violation of this ordinance to appear and show cause, if any, why the said expense should not be assessed against the owner and the premises.  The notice as herein provided shall be served and posted at City Hall at least ten (10) days before the date set for the Council hearing.  The City Council shall, unless good cause shall be shown against the right of the City to assess the same, proceed to levy, by resolution, an assessment against said owner and the premises from which the overgrowth has been cut and removed for the total expense of cutting and removing, to include administrative costs of $150.00, and the assessment, so made, shall be final. A copy of the resolution shall be filed in the Office of Probate and a copy submitted to the Revenue Commission to place said assessment as a lien against said premises.

SECTION 14. Persons violating provisions of this ordinance are guilty of a misdemeanor, and if convicted, shall be punished as follows: For first time violations of any section or provisions of this ordinance, the Municipal Judge shall impose a fine of not less than $50.00 for the first offense with maximum allowable by law; for the second violation of the same premises, a fine of not less than $100.00 shall be imposed with maximum allowable by law; and, for the third violation on the same premises, a fine of not less than $200.00 shall be imposed with maximum allowable by law.  In addition, all violations shall include appropriate court costs.

SECTION 15. All sections of this ordinance are hereby declared to be severable; and if any word, phrase, clause, sentence, paragraph, or section of this ordinance shall be declared unconstitutional or invalid by the judgment or decree of any court of competent jurisdiction, such unconstitutionality or invalidity shall not affect any of the remaining words, phrases, clauses, sentences, paragraphs, and sections of this ordinance.

SECTION 16. This ordinance shall take effect immediately upon its passage and publication, as provided by law.

SECTION 17.  Ordinance No. 2011-4012 and any other ordinance, or portion thereof, in conflict with this Ordinance shall be and is hereby repealed on the effective date of this Ordinance.

Councilmember Thomas moved that all rules and regulations, which unless suspended would prevent the immediate consideration and adoption of said ordinance, be suspended and that unanimous consent to the immediate consideration and adoption of said ordinance be given.  The motion was seconded by Councilmember Templin.  On roll call vote, the motion was unanimously approved.  Those voting aye being:  Council President McGowan, Councilmembers Jenkins, Thomas and Templin.  Nays:  None.  Council President McGowan declared the motion approved.
Councilmember Thomas then moved that said ordinance be now placed upon its final passage and adopted.  The motion was seconded by Councilmember Templin.  The question being put as to the adoption of said motion and the passage of said ordinance, on roll call vote, the motion was unanimously approved.  Those voting aye being:  Council President McGowan, Councilmembers Jenkins, Thomas and Templin.  Nays:  None.  Council President McGowan declared the motion approved and the ordinance adopted.
The next item on the agenda was to consider the solicitation of bids for contracting services in regards to the Weed Nuisance Abatement Ordinance.  Councilmember Thomas asked if bids would be solicited from only contractors that have a City of Pell City Business License.  City Manager Muenger stated that the contractor would be required to have a City Business License in addition to providing proof of Workman’s Comp Insurance and General Liability Insurance.  Councilmember Jenkins stated that he would like Greg Gossett to look at the bids when they are opened.  He also wanted to make sure the specs stated that not only was the overgrown property to be cut, but also any trash on the property be cleaned up so that the property looked presentable.  City Manager Muenger assured Councilmember Jenkins that the specs included language for cleaning up trash along with mowing the overgrown lot.  On motion of Councilmember Jenkins, seconded by Councilmember Thomas, the council unanimously approved to solicit bids for contracting services in regards to the Weed Nuisance Abatement. 
On motion of Councilmember Jenkins, seconded by Councilmember Thomas, the council unanimously approved the lease agreement with Pitney Bowes for a new mailing machine.  The lease agreement is $214.61 per month which includes the lease and maintenance on both pieces of equipment.

The Park & Rec Department solicited quotes for resurfacing the tennis courts.  Quotes were received from Lower Bros Tennis Courts in the amount of $9,140.00 and from Pro Court Construction, Inc. in the amount of $9,600.00.  Councilmember Templin made a motion to approve the low quote from Lower Bros Tennis Courts in the amount of $9,140.00.  The motion was seconded by Councilmember Thomas and unanimously approved by the council.
On motion of Councilmember Jenkins, seconded by Councilmember Thomas, the council unanimously approved to table the consideration of the Police Department job description modifications.

On motion of Councilmember Templin, seconded by Councilmember Thomas, the council unanimously approved the following resolution:

A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE RENEWAL OF THE CONTRACT FOR RESIDENTIAL GARAGE COLLECTION


WHEREAS, City and Veolia ES Solid Waste Southeast, Inc., (hereinafter referred to as “Veolia”), entered in to a Contract to provide residential garbage collection services within the corporate limits of the City of Pell City, Alabama, which Contract became effective on August 1, 2008, and was to expire on July 31, 2011, (hereinafter referred to as “Original Contract”); and,


WHEREAS, on February 11, 2011, City and Veolia entered into an Agreement to Renew or Extend the foregoing Original Contract to provide residential garbage collection services within the corporate limits of the City of Pell City, Alabama, which Renewal Contract became effective on August 1, 2011, (hereinafter referred to as “First Renewal Contract”); and,


WHEREAS, Advanced Disposal Services Solid Waste Southeast, Inc., (hereinafter referred to as “Advanced”), is the successor in interest of Veolia ES Solid Waste Southeast, Inc., and as such assumed all the rights, duties, and responsibilities of Veolia in and to the foregoing Original Contract and First Renewal Contract; and,


WHEREAS, on July 28, 2014, City and Advanced entered into an Agreement to Renew or Extend the Renewal Contract to provide residential garbage collection services within the corporate limits of' the City of Pell City, Alabama, which contract became effective on August 1, 2014, and was scheduled to expire on July 31, 2015 (hereinafter referred to as “Second Renewal Contract”); and


WHEREAS, the City Council has determined that it is wise, prudent, and in the best interests and welfare of the citizens of the City of Pell City to extend and renew its contract with Advanced for residential garbage collection service for an additional three-year term on the terms, conditions, fees, and costs as set forth in the contract attached hereto as Exhibit A and expressly incorporated herein by reference.


THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Pell City, Alabama, as follows:

1. That the City Manager be, and he hereby is, authorized and directed to execute on behalf of the City, the Agreement to Renew or Extend Renewal Contract to Provide Residential Garbage Collection Service in form and substance as that attached hereto as Exhibit A and expressly incorporated herein by reference.

On motion of Councilmember Jenkins, seconded by Councilmember Templin, the council unanimously approved the following resolution:

A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE RENEWAL OF THE CONTRACT FOR COMMERCIAL GARAGE COLLECTION


WHEREAS, City and Veolia ES Solid Waste Southeast, Inc., (hereinafter referred to as “Veolia”), entered in to a Contract to provide commercial garbage collection services within the corporate limits of the City of Pell City, Alabama, which Contract became effective on August 1, 2008, and was to expire on July 31, 2011, (hereinafter referred to as “Original Contract”); and,


WHEREAS, on February 11, 2011, City and Veolia entered into an Agreement to Renew or Extend the foregoing Original Contract to provide commercial garbage collection services within the corporate limits of the City of Pell City, Alabama, which Renewal Contract became effective on August 1, 2011, (hereinafter referred to as “First Renewal Contract”); and,


WHEREAS, Advanced Disposal Services Solid Waste Southeast, Inc., (hereinafter referred to as “Advanced”), is the successor in interest of Veolia ES Solid Waste Southeast, Inc., and as such assumed all the rights, duties, and responsibilities of Veolia in and to the foregoing Original Contract and First Renewal Contract; and,


WHEREAS, on July 28, 2014, City and Advanced entered into an Agreement to Renew or Extend the Renewal Contract to provide commercial garbage collection services within the corporate limits of' the City of Pell City, Alabama, which contract became effective on August 1, 2014, and was scheduled to expire on July 31, 2015 (hereinafter referred to as “Second Renewal Contract”); and


WHEREAS, the City Council has determined that it is wise, prudent, and in the best interests and welfare of the citizens of the City of Pell City to extend and renew its contract with Advanced for commercial garbage collection service for an additional three-year term on the terms, conditions, fees, and costs as set forth in the contract attached hereto as Exhibit A and expressly incorporated herein by reference.


THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Pell City, Alabama, as follows:

1.That the City Manager be, and he hereby is, authorized and directed to execute on behalf of the City, the Agreement to Renew or Extend Renewal Contract to Provide Commercial Garbage Collection Service in form and substance as that attached hereto as Exhibit A and expressly incorporated herein by reference.
On motion of Councilmember Templin, seconded by Councilmember Thomas, the council approved the following resolution with Council President McGowan abstaining:

RESOLUTION NO. 2015 – 4438

A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING PARTICIPATION IN THE JEFFERSON STATE COMMUNITY COLLEGE 50TH ANNIVERSARY CELEBRATION
WHEREAS, the Jefferson State Community College is a vital partner in the Pell City Community through its provision of educational opportunities at the Jefferson State Community College – Pell City Center; and,

WHEREAS, the City Council has determined that it is wise, prudent, and in the best interest of the citizens of Pell City to authorize the City to participate in the Jefferson State Community College 50th Anniversary Celebration.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF PELL CITY, ALABAMA, as follows:

1. That the City Manager be, and he hereby is, authorized to expend an amount not to exceed $500.00 for the purchase of a sponsorship table to attend the Jefferson State Community College 50th Anniversary Celebration
2. That the expenditure authorized by this Resolution will serve a public purpose by promoting the health, safety, morals, security, prosperity, contentment, and general welfare of the community.
Matt Adams, with Raymond James Associates, was present to discuss the new bond issue process.  A rating call was held a week or so back.  The City’s Standard & Poor’s rating was upgraded from AA- to AA.  They accredited the upgrade to strong management, very strong budgetary flexibility, strong budgetary performance and just the overall health of the economy.  This will mean additional savings for the City by lowering the interest rate.  The pricing of the bond issue will occur on May 6th.  Mr. Adams asked the council to adjourn this meeting until May 7th in order for the council to approve the pricing results.  He will be in touch with City Manager Muenger to let him know what the savings are before going to market.  The final results will be presented at the May 7th meeting.   
City Attorney John Rea certified that an Executive Session was necessary to discuss preliminary negotiations involving an economic development project.  At 6:20 p.m., Councilmember Templin made a motion to enter into Executive Session for approximately fifteen minutes.  The motion was seconded by Councilmember Jenkins and unanimously approved by the council.  On roll call vote, those voting aye being:  Council President McGowan, Councilmembers Jenkins, Wood and Templin.  Nays:  None.  Council President McGowan declared the motion approved.
At 6:48 p.m., Councilmember Templin made a motion to enter back into regular session.  The motion was seconded by Councilmember Thomas and unanimously approved by the council.  No action was taken.

On motion of Councilmember Jenkins, seconded by Councilmember Thomas, the council meeting was adjourned to reconvene at 1:30 p.m. central time on Thursday, May 7, 2015, at the City Hall, for the purpose, among other things, of approving the sale and issuance of General Obligation Warrants of the City and of considering other matters pertaining to the said warrants.
