The City Council of the City of Pell City met in regular session at the City Hall at 10:00 a.m. on Monday, December 08, 2014.  Present were Council President James McGowan, Councilmembers Jay Jenkins, Dot Wood, Sharon Thomas and Terry Templin.  Those present constituting the entirety of the council, the following business was transacted:

The invocation was led by Councilmember Terry Templin.

The pledge to the American flag was led by Paige Myrick.

Paige Myrick had Roll Call for attendance.

On motion of Councilmember Jenkins, seconded by Councilmember Templin, the council unanimously approved the minutes of the regular council meeting held on November 24, 2014.

On motion of Councilmember Thomas, seconded by Councilmember Wood, the council unanimously approved the payment of bills on file upon review and approval of Councilmember Thomas.

Consideration of the proposal from Steve Bell regarding the HVAC system at the Pell City Municipal Complex, also known as the CenturyLink Building, was discussed. Councilmember Wood wanted more information related to savings and usage data.  On motion of Councilmember Woods, seconded by Councilmember Thomas, the council unanimously voted to table this request until further review.

On motion of Councilmember Jenkins, seconded by Councilmember Templin, the council unanimously approved the following resolution:

A RESOLUTION AWARDING THE BID FOR THE PURCHASE

AND INSTALLATION OF NEW BACKSTOPS AT THE PELL

CITY SPORTS COMPLEX

WHEREAS, the City of Pell City has taken and received competitive sealed bids for the purchase and installation of new protective netting backstops for the City’s Sports Complex pursuant to the bid specifications that are attached hereto as Exhibit “A”, and

WHEREAS, the lowest bid that met the specifications established by the City was submitted by Net Connection Sport and Golf Netting in the amount of $59,448.00, as detailed in the attached proposal, which is attached hereto as Exhibit “B” and expressly incorporated herein by reference.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Pell City that the City awards the bid for the purchase and installation of new protective netting backstops for the City’s Sports Complex to Net Connection Sport and Golf Netting in the amount of $59,448.00, as detailed in the attached proposal, which is attached hereto as Exhibit “B” and expressly incorporated herein by reference.

A RESOLUTION REQUESTING THAT THE ALABAMA LEGISLATURE INTRODUCE AND PASS LEGISLATION ALLOWING THE CITY OF PELL CITY TO HOLD A REFERENDUM ELECTION TO DETERMINE WHETHER ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES MAY BE SOLD OR DISPENSED ON SUNDAY BY PROPERLY LICENSED RETAILED LICENSEES

WHEREAS, the City Council of Pell City has determined that allowing the sale of alcoholic beverages on Sunday by properly licensed retail licensees to the general public within the City would spur economic growth and development in the City, including, but not limited to, encouraging growth and development in the City’s restaurant and entertainment business sector; and,

WHEREAS, the City Council of Pell City has determined that it is desirable and appropriate for the citizens of Pell City to be allowed to vote through a referendum election on whether or not to authorize the sale of alcoholic beverages on Sunday inside the corporate limits of the City.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Pell City that all members of St. Clair County legislative delegation are hereby respectfully requested and urged to participate in the drafting, introduction, support, and passage of a local bill authorizing the City of Pell City to hold a referendum election on whether or not to authorize the legal sale and distribution of alcoholic beverages in the City on Sundays.

On motion of Councilmember Templin, seconded by Councilmember Wood, the council unanimously approved the following resolution:

RESOLUTION NO. 2014–4386

A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE CITY OF PELL CITY TO ENTER INTO CERTAIN LEASE-PURCHASE AGREEMENTS WITH TRACTOR & EQUIPMENT COMPANY

WHEREAS, on October 27, 2014, the City Council of the Pell City determined that it was wise, prudent, and in the best interests of the citizens of Pell City to enter into a 36-month lease-purchase agreement with Tractor & Equipment Company for a Komatsu Model PC210LC-10 Hydraulic Excavator with a monthly lease payment of $2,425.67, and a Komatsu Model PC88MR-10 Compactor Hydraulic Excavator with monthly lease payment $1,883.54. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Pell City, Alabama, as follows:

Section 1.  That the Mayor and Acting City Manager be, and they hereby are, authorized to enter into a 36-month lease-purchase agreement with Tractor & Equipment Company for the lease-purchase of a Komatsu Model PC210LC-10 Hydraulic Excavator with a monthly lease payment of $2,425.67, in substantially the form and substance as attached hereto as Exhibit A and expressly incorporated herein.

Section 2.  That the Mayor and Acting City Manager be, and they hereby are, authorized to enter into a 36-month lease-purchase agreement with Tractor & Equipment Company for the lease-purchase of a Komatsu Model PC88MR-10 Compact Hydraulic Excavator with a monthly lease payment of $1,883.54, in substantially the form and substance as attached hereto as Exhibit B and expressly incorporated herein. On motion of Councilmember Wood, seconded by Councilmember Templin, the council unanimously approved the following resolution:

BE IT RESOLVED, by the City Council of the City of Pell City, Alabama as follows:

1. That the City enters into an Agreement with the State of Alabama, acting by and through the Alabama Department of Transportation for:

Project IAR-058-000-006, Project Reference Number 1000 for a preliminary engineering, right-of-way, and construction agreement for industrial access road improvements on Miles Parkway and Dowzer Avenue to benefit Fastenal, City Electric, Trinity Design Group, JRBC and AmTech in the City of Pell City, Alabama; which Agreement is before this Council.

2. That the Agreement be executed in the name of the City, by its Mayor, for and on its behalf.

3. That the Agreement be attested by the City Clerk and the seal of the City affixed thereto.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that upon the completion of the execution of the Agreement by all parties, that a copy of such Agreement be kept on file by the City Clerk.

On motion of Councilmember Wood, seconded by Councilmember Thomas, the council unanimously approved to table RESOLUTION NO. 2014–4388 regarding the amendment to the public safety pay scale.

On motion of Councilmember Wood, seconded by Councilmember Thomas, the council adjourned subject to the call of the Council President.
