The City Council of the City of Pell City met in a special called council meeting at the City Hall at 3:30 p.m. on Thursday, February 19, 2015.  Present were Council President James McGowan, Councilmembers Jay Jenkins, Dot Wood, Sharon Thomas and Terry Templin.  Those present constituting the entirety of the council, the following business was transacted:

The invocation was led by City Attorney John Rea.
The pledge to the American flag was led by Council President James McGowan.
The City Clerk had roll call for attendance.

On motion of Councilmember Jenkins, seconded by Councilmember Wood, the council unanimously approved an amendment to the pay plan changing the Executive Grade Step 17 to $112,507.20 and Step 18 to $115,003.20.  On roll call vote, those voting aye being:  Council President McGowan, Councilmembers Jenkins, Wood, Thomas and Templin.  Nays:  None.

Council President McGowan introduced the following ordinance:

ORDINANCE NO. 2015 – 4399

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING ORDINANCE 2012-4115, AN ORDINANCE CREATING THE POSITION OF CITY MANAGER AND AUTHORIZING THE HIRING OF A CITY MANAGER PURSUANT TO SECTION 11-43-20 ET SEQ., CODE OF ALABAMA (1975)

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF PELL CITY, ALABAMA, AS FOLLOWS:

Section A:
That the provisions of Section 3 of Ordinance 2012-4115 are hereby amended to read as follows:


Section 3:
The compensation to be paid to the City Manager shall be within the Executive Grade Range established by the City of Pell City Compensation Plan Table and shall be commensurate with education, knowledge and experience.

Section B:
Severability.  If any section or provision of this Ordinance shall hereafter be declared invalid by a court of competent jurisdiction, such declaration shall not affect the validity of any other section or provision of this Ordinance.

Section C:
Repeal of Conflicting Ordinances.  Any Ordinance in conflict with this Ordinance shall be and is hereby repealed on the effective date of this Ordinance.

Section D:
Effective Date.  This Ordinance shall become effective upon approval, passage and publication as required by law.
Councilmember Templin moved that all rules and regulations, which unless suspended would prevent the immediate consideration and adoption of said ordinance, be suspended and that unanimous consent to the immediate consideration and adoption of said ordinance be given.  The motion was seconded by Councilmember Jenkins.  On roll call vote, the motion was unanimously approved.  Those voting aye being:  Council President McGowan, Councilmembers Jenkins, Wood, Thomas and Templin.  Nays:  None.  Council President McGowan declared the motion approved.

Councilmember Jenkins then moved that said ordinance be now placed upon its final passage and adopted.  The motion was seconded by Councilmember Thomas.  The question being put as to the adoption of said motion and the passage of said ordinance, on roll call vote, the motion was unanimously approved.  Those voting aye being:  Council President McGowan, Councilmembers Jenkins, Wood, Thomas and Templin.  Nays:  None.  Council President McGowan declared the motion approved and the ordinance adopted.
On motion of Councilmember Jenkins, seconded by Councilmember Templin, the council unanimously approved a contract with Brian Muenger as City Manager.  Those voting aye being:  Council President McGowan, Councilmembers Jenkins, Wood, Thomas and Templin.  Nays:  None.  Mr. Muenger will begin his employment on March 23rd at Executive Grade Step 17.  He will also be given a $100.00 monthly technology allowance, use of a city vehicle and allowed a reasonable amount of time (4 months) to locate to Pell City. 

Mr. Muenger thanked the mayor and council for their vote of confidence.  He also thanked Mr. Rea for his work on a contract that was agreeable to everyone.  Mr. Muenger stated that he was extremely excited to join the city in helping us to achieve our goals and looking forward to residing in Pell City.  
On motion of Councilmember Templin, seconded by Councilmember Wood, the council adjourned subject to the call of the Council President.
