The City Council of the City of Pell City met in a regular session at the City Hall at 6:00 p.m. on Monday, February 24, 2014.  Present were Council President James McGowan, Councilmembers Jay Jenkins, Dot Wood, Sharon Thomas and Terry Templin.  Those present constituting the entirety of the council, the following business was transacted:

The invocation was led by Police Chief Turley.
The pledge to the American flag was led by Mayor Funderburg.
The City Clerk had roll call for attendance.

On motion of Councilmember Thomas, seconded by Councilmember Templin, the council unanimously approved the payment of bills on file. 
On motion of Councilmember Templin, seconded by Councilmember Jenkins, the council unanimously approved the minutes of the regular meeting held on February 10, 2014.

Council President McGowan introduced ORDINANCE NO. 2014 – 4315 regulating open burning inside City Limits.

Councilmember Wood moved that all rules and regulations, which unless suspended would prevent the immediate consideration and adoption of said ordinance, be suspended and that unanimous consent to the immediate consideration and adoption of said ordinance be given.  The motion was seconded by Councilmember Thomas.  On roll call vote, the motion was not unanimously approved.  Those voting aye being:  Council President McGowan, Councilmembers Wood, Thomas and Templin.  Nays:  Councilmember Jenkins.  Council President McGowan declared the motion not approved.  The second reading will be held at the next council meeting.

On motion of Councilmember Wood, seconded by Councilmember Templin, the council unanimously approved the following resolution:

RESOLUTION NO. 2014 – 4316

A RESOLUTION DECLARING THE WAIVER OF THE SALES TAX BOND PURSUANT TO ORDINANCE NO. 2011-4016, AS AMENDED, FOR LOGAN MARTIN LAKEFEST AND BOAT SHOW

WHEREAS, Ordinance No. 2011-4016, as amended, provides that the City Council shall have the power to waive the sales tax bond required by Section 28 of said Ordinance, as amended, for Special Events that are sponsored by or benefit a not-for-profit organization and that are recognized by Resolution of the City Council; and, 

WHEREAS, the City Council desires to declare that the Logan Martin LakeFest and Boat Show, which benefits the Logan Martin Lake Protection Association and other local charities, shall qualify for the sales tax bond waiver, as provided by Section 28(d) of Ordinance No. 2011-4016, as amended.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Pell City, Alabama, as follows:

1. That for calendar year 2014, the Logan Martin LakeFest and Boat Show, which benefits the Logan Martin Lake Protection Association and other local charities, shall qualify for the sales tax bond waiver, as provided by Section 28(d) of Ordinance No. 2011-4016.
2. That the City Manager and City Clerk be, and they hereby are, authorized to take all action necessary to implement this Resolution and Ordinance No. 2011-4016, as amended.
On motion of Councilmember Thomas, seconded by Councilmember Templin, the council unanimously approved the request for a street light near 526 Ellison Way West.
On motion of Councilmember Jenkins, seconded by Councilmember Thomas, the council unanimously authorized City Manager Draper to do an ADA Compliance study at Pine Harbor Golf Course not to exceed $5,000.00 and for him to determine a reasonable amount of time for the study.

At 6:25 p.m., Councilmember Wood made a motion to go into Executive Session for approximately 10 minutes to discuss a matter that could be potentially litigated in the future.  The motion was seconded by Councilmember Templin and unanimously approved by the council.  On roll call vote, those voting aye being:  Council President McGowan, Councilmembers Jenkins, Wood, Thomas and Templin.  Nays:  None.
On motion of Councilmember Templin, seconded by Councilmember Jenkins, the council unanimously approved to resume the regular council meeting at 6:32 p.m.  No action was taken.
On motion of Councilmember Jenkins, seconded by Councilmember Wood, the council adjourned subject to the call of the Council President.
