ST. CLAIR COUNTY

The City Council of the City of Pell City met in a regular session at the City Hall at 10:00 a.m. on Monday, January 12, 2015.  Present were Council President James McGowan, Councilmembers Jay Jenkins, Dot Wood, Sharon Thomas, and Terry Templin.  Those present constituting the entirety of the council, the following business was transacted:

The invocation was led by Police Chief Greg Turley.
The pledge to the American flag was led by City Clerk Penny Isbell.
The City Clerk had roll call for attendance.

Councilmember Thomas made a motion to pay the bills on file with the inclusion of the CenturyLink bill and the Board of Education’s sales tax appropriation and the deletion of the invoice from Komatsu for $112,000.00 which the city does not owe.  The motion was seconded by Councilmember Wood and unanimously approved by the council.
On motion of Councilmember Jenkins, seconded by Councilmember Thomas, the council unanimously approved the minutes of the regular council meeting held on December 22, 2014.

On motion of Councilmember Templin, seconded by Councilmember Jenkins, the council unanimously approved to solicit bids on the Splash Pad.

On motion of Councilmember Wood, seconded by Councilmember Templin, the council unanimously approved to table the request from Richard Shell to “trap” on land owned by the city located across from the Waste Water Treatment Plant and to authorize John Rea to pursue the request further with Mr. Shell.
Council President McGowan introduced the following ordinance:

ORDINANCE NO. 2015 – 4391

AN ORDINANCE TO ALTER, EXTEND AND REARRANGE THE CORPORATE LIMITS OF THE CITY OF PELL CITY, ALABAMA, TO INCLUDE ADDITIONAL PARTS OF ST. CLAIR COUNTY, ALABAMA.
WHEREAS, all of the owners of the following described real estate situated in St. Clair County, Alabama, to‑wit:

3.7 acres in the Southeast corner of the Northeast quarter of SE, all in Section19, Township 16, Range 4.  LESS AND EXCEPT from the Southeast corner, NE of SE of Section 19, Township 16 South, Range 4 East run N 2° 30' W along section line 159.1 feet to point of beginning of property herein described; thence S  07° 30' W 524.0 feet to northeasterly right-of-way boundary of Pell City-Coal City county highway; thence N 43° 48' W along said right-of-way boundary 133.1 feet; thence N 87° 30' E 611.8 feet; thence S 2° 30' E 100.0 feet to point of beginning; being a part of the NE, of SE, of Section 19, Township 16 South, Range 4 East, St. Clair County, Alabama.

ALSO LESS EXCEPT; from the South East corner SE; of S; of section 19, Twp.16 South, Range 4 East run N 2° 30' W along section line 150.1 feet; thence S 87° 30' W 324.0 feet to point of beginning of property herein described; thence S 75° 00' W 171.1 feet to northeasterly right of way boundary of Pell City-Coal City highway; thence N 43° 48' W 50.0 feet along said boundary; thence N 87° 30' E 200.0 feet to point of beginning; being a part of the North East of SE of Sec. 19, Twp. 16 South, Range 4 East, St. Clair County, Alabama.

did file a written petition, duly signed by June M. Fisher, requesting that said described territory in the petition be annexed to the City of Pell City and zoned R-A under the provisions of § 11‑42‑21, Code of Alabama, 1975; and 

WHEREAS, said petition did have attached thereto, marked "Exhibit A", an accurate description of said territory proposed to be annexed, together with a map of said territory showing its said relationship to the corporate limits of the City of Pell City, all as is required under the provisions of said § 11‑42‑21; and 

      
WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Pell City has heretof​ore examined the aforesaid petition and said exhibit attached thereto and finds that the said described lands are located and contained within an area contiguous to the corporate limits of the City of Pell City and that said described lands do not lie within the corporate limits or the police jurisdiction of any other municipality, and that all of the owners of said described lands joined in said petition by affixing their signatures thereto.

      
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF PELL CITY, ALABAMA, AS FOLLOWS: 

Section 1.  That said petition of all of the owners of the following described lands situated in St. Clair County, Alabama, to‑wit:  

3.7 acres in the Southeast corner of the Northeast quarter of SE, all in Section19, Township 16, Range 4.  LESS AND EXCEPT from the Southeast corner, NE of SE of Section 19, Township 16 South, Range 4 East run N 2° 30' W along section line 159.1 feet to point of beginning of property herein described; thence S  07° 30' W 524.0 feet to northeasterly right-of-way boundary of Pell City-Coal City county highway; thence N 43° 48' W along said right-of-way boundary 133.1 feet; thence N 87° 30' E 611.8 feet; thence S 2° 30' E 100.0 feet to point of beginning; being a part of the NE, of SE, of Section 19, Township 16 South, Range 4 East, St. Clair County, Alabama.

ALSO LESS EXCEPT; from the South East corner SE; of S; of section 19, Twp.16 South, Range 4 East run N 2° 30' W along section line 150.1 feet; thence S 87° 30' W 324.0 feet to point of beginning of property herin described; thence S 75° 00' W 171.1 feet to northeasterly right of way boundary of Pell City-Coal City highway; thence N 43° 48' W 50.0 feet along said boundary; thence N 87° 30' E 200.0 feet to point of beginning; being a part of the North East of SE of Sec. 19, Twp. 16 South, Range 4 East, St. Clair County, Alabama.

requesting that the same be annexed to the City of Pell City, Alabama, and zoned as R-A be and the same is hereby approved. 

Section 2.  That the City Council of the City of Pell City does hereby assent to the annexation of the said described lands to the City of Pell City and the corporate limits of the City of Pell City be and the same are hereby extended and rearranged so as to embrace and include said described lands and that the same shall become a part of the corporate area of the City of Pell City, Alabama, and zoned as R-A upon the date of the publication of this Ordinance.

Section 3.  That this Ordinance shall become effective upon passage, approval and publication as required by law. 
Councilmember Templin moved that all rules and regulations, which unless suspended would prevent the immediate consideration and adoption of said ordinance, be suspended and that unanimous consent to the immediate consideration and adoption of said ordinance be given.  The motion was seconded by Councilmember Thomas.  On roll call vote, the motion was unanimously approved.  Those voting aye being:  Council President McGowan, Councilmembers Jenkins, Wood, Thomas and Templin.  Nays:  None.  Council President McGowan declared the motion approved.
Councilmember Thomas then moved that said ordinance be now placed upon its final passage and adopted.  The motion was seconded by Councilmember wood.  The question being put as to the adoption of said motion and the passage of said ordinance, on roll call vote, the motion was unanimously approved.  Those voting aye being:  Council President McGowan, Councilmembers Jenkins, Wood, Thomas and Templin.  Nays:  None.  Council President McGowan declared the motion approved and the ordinance adopted.
The questions arose as to whether or not the Mayor had the authority to close city facilities for the day after Christmas and the day after New Year’s.  As a general rule, the council sets the policy for paid holidays for city employees.  An ordinance was adopted by the council designating fourteen official paid holidays.  According to the 1975 Code of Alabama, the Mayor has the authority over city facilities, which allows him to close for emergencies or inclement weather.  After further discussion, Councilmember Jenkins made a motion to pay employees holiday pay for the two days in question.  The motion was seconded by Councilmember Thomas and unanimously approved by the council.
City Attorney John Rea presented a revised City Manager’s job description.  The revision consisted of changing the required Master’s Degree to Bachelor’s degree preferably in Business Administration.  Also revised was the required five year minimum experience in municipal government to five years public or private experience.  On motion of Councilmember Wood, seconded by Councilmember Thomas, the council voted to revise the City Manager’s job description and to repost for one week.  Councilmember Jenkins voted no.  The council will still consider the applications that were previously received for the position.
On motion of Councilmember Wood, seconded by Councilmember Thomas, the council unanimously approved the revisions to the City Clerk’s job description.  The City Clerk will be responsible for all things administrative but will still have oversight of the financials when needed.

On motion of Councilmember Templin, seconded by Councilmember Wood, the council unanimously approved the revisions to the Chief Financial Officer’s job description and to authorize personnel to modify any other job descriptions that changed based on these revisions.  The CFO will now have the responsibilities of Revenue Director/Treasurer.  This position will be responsible for all things financial.  The change in responsibilities of the City Clerk and CFO are to take effect immediately. 
On motion of Councilmember Templin, seconded by Councilmember Thomas, the council approved the following resolution with Councilmember Wood voting no and Councilmember Jenkins abstaining:

RESOLUTION NO. 2015 – 4392

A RESOLUTION AWARDING THE BID FOR CERTAIN DRAINAGE IMPROVEMENTS TO FUNDERBURG BEND ROAD

WHEREAS, the City of Pell City has taken and received competitive sealed bids for certain drainage improvements to Funderburg Bend Road, which renovations are more particularly described in the exhibit attached hereto as Exhibit “A”; and,

WHEREAS, the lowest bid that met the specifications established by the City for certain drainage improvements to Funderburg Bend Road was submitted by Goodgame Company, Inc. in the total amount of $108,876.00, as detailed in the bid tabulation sheet, which is attached hereto as Exhibit “B” and expressly incorporated herein by reference.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Pell City that the City awards the bid of the aforementioned drainage improvements to Funderburg Bend Road to Goodgame Company, Inc. in the amount of $108,876.00.

On motion of Councilmember Wood, seconded by Councilmember Thomas, the council unanimously approved the following resolution:
RESOLUTION NO. 2015 – 4393

A RESOLUTION AWARDING THE BID FOR THE

LEASE-PURCHASE OF CERTAIN POLICE VEHICLES

WHEREAS, the City of Pell City has taken and received competitive sealed bids for the lease-purchase of certain vehicles to be used by the Pell City Police Department, which equipment is more particularly described in the exhibit attached hereto as Exhibit “A”; and

WHEREAS, the lowest bid that met the specifications established by the City was submitted by Town & Country Ford in the total amount of $138,120.80.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Pell City that the City awards the bid for the lease-purchase of the above-described police department vehicles to Town & Country Ford in the amount of $138,120.80.

On motion of Councilmember Jenkins, seconded by Councilmember Templin, the council unanimously approved to expend up to $4,500.00 for the repairs needed to Forest Drive.  The lowest quote was received from Massey Paving.

On motion of Councilmember Thomas, seconded by Councilmember Jenkins, the council unanimously approved to solicit quotes for roof and gable repair to the block building at the Street Department.

On motion of Councilmember Wood, seconded by Councilmember Jenkins, the council unanimously approved to solicit bids for 2015 Spring Sports Uniforms and Trophies.

On motion of Councilmember Templin, seconded by Councilmember Thomas, the council unanimously approved the following resolution:

RESOLUTION NO. 2015 – 4394

A RESOLUTION REGARDING CONSTRUCTION SERVICES FOR CERTAIN ADA RENOVATIONS AT LAKESIDE PARK

WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Pell City desires to conduct certain renovations to Lakeside Park required under the Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA); and,

WHEREAS, the City has taken and received competitive sealed bids for certain renovations to Lakeside Park required under the ADA, and the lowest bid that met the specifications established by the City was submitted by McKinney Construction in the total amount of $208,637.00; and,

WHEREAS, the City Council has determined that it is wise, prudent, and in the best interests of the citizens of Pell City to enter into a professional services agreement with McKinney Construction to provide construction services for the above-described renovations for the City.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Pell City as follows:

1. That the Mayor be, and he hereby is, authorized to enter into a contract with McKinney Construction, in form and substance as attached hereto as Exhibit A, for construction services associated with the construction of the above-described ADA renovations to Lakeside Park, following the City Attorney’s final approval of said contract.
On motion of Councilmember Thomas, seconded by Councilmember Wood, the council adjourned subject to the call of the Council President.
