ST. CLAIR COUNTY

The City Council of the City of Pell City met in regular session at the City Hall at 10:00 a.m. on Monday, June 9, 2014.  Present were Council President James McGowan, Councilmembers Jay Jenkins, Dot Wood, and Terry Templin.  Councilmember Sharon Thomas was absent.  Those present constituting a quorum of the council, the following business was transacted:

The invocation was led by Councilmember Jay Jenkins.
The pledge to the American flag was led by City Manager Patrick Draper.
The City Clerk had roll call for attendance.

On motion of Councilmember Templin, seconded by Councilmember Jenkins, the council unanimously approved the payment of bills on file.  The bills included a donation of $8,500.00 pledged by the St. Clair County Commission to the Smithsonian Exhibit.  This will be paid once the funds are received from the County Commission.
On motion of Councilmember Jenkins, seconded by Councilmember Templin, the council unanimously approved the minutes of the special called meeting held on May 22, 2014.

On motion of Councilmember Wood, seconded by Councilmember Jenkins, the council unanimously approved the agreement with the Board of Education regarding In-Kind Services.  The agreement states that at the completion of the work, the Board will release any and all claims they have against the City arising out of the maintenance and operation of the CEPA building from the start of the operation until the date that the agreement is signed.   The following is a list of services approved:

· Creation of additional parking at the spring sports complex

· Widening the roadway leading to the spring sports complex

· Creation of additional parking at CEPA

· Clearing and grading behind the indoor training facility

· Destruction and removal of a structure at Eden campus (technology house)

· Lot grading behind Iola Roberts Elementary for increased parking

· Grade and develop walkway from Williams Intermediate to playground behind school

On motion of Councilmember Jenkins, seconded by Councilmember Wood, the council unanimously approved the purchase of a 2014 F-150 pickup truck from the State Bid List at a cost of $24,117.00.  The vehicle will be used by the Building Inspector.

On motion of Councilmember Wood, seconded by Councilmember Templin, the council unanimously approved the following resolution:

RESOLUTION NO. 2014 – 4334

AWARD CONTRACT FOR ARCHITECTURAL SERVICES ON

COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT BLOCK GRANT

WHEREAS, the City of Pell City has procured the services of professional architectural services for the implementation of Community Development Block Grant LR-CE-PF-13-016;  

WHEREAS, Williams-Blackstock has been determined to be the most qualified firm to provide said services; and 

WHEREAS, the original award amount of $ 24,500 did not allow for as-built drawings and CAD system drawings as eligible under the Community Development Block Grant Program.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Pell City

as follows:

1. that the architectural services for the implementation of said grant program awarded to Williams-Blackstock Architects be amended at a flat fixed fee of $ 28,400; and

2. that the Mayor is authorized to enter into the contract on behalf of the City of Pell City.


On motion of Councilmember Templin, seconded by Councilmember Jenkins, the council unanimously approved the quote from Goodgame Company in the amount of $12,791.00 for repairs to the Library.

On motion of Councilmember Templin, seconded by Councilmember Jenkins, the council unanimously approved Pay Grade 18, Step 1 for the new Training Officer in the Fire Department.

On motion of Councilmember Jenkins, seconded by Councilmember Wood, the council unanimously approved the solicitation of bids for Lakeside Park Bridge & Pier.

On motion of Councilmember Wood, seconded by Councilmember Templin, the council unanimously approved to solicit bids for Fall Sports Uniforms and Trophies.

On motion of Councilmember Templin, seconded by Councilmember Wood, the council unanimously approved to table the consideration of the Letter of Engagement with Bradley, Arant, Boult & Cummings.

On motion of Councilmember Wood, seconded by Councilmember Jenkins, the council unanimously approved the proposal from Union State Insurance Company regarding the Insurance Agent of Record for the city.

On motion of Councilmember Jenkins, seconded by Councilmember Templin, the council unanimously approved to solicit bids for Trash Pick-up/Recycling services.

On motion of Councilmember Wood, seconded by Councilmember Templin, the council unanimously approved the solicitation of bids for the WWTP Expansion, Phase III-A.

On motion of Councilmember Templin, seconded by Councilmember Wood, the council unanimously approved the appointment of Lauren Tice as temporary Municipal Judge for a 30-day term.  The term will begin June 24th.
A Public Hearing was held regarding the location of a cell tower by AT&T at 507 Martin Street North.  Jeff Jones asked if there were any negative aesthetic effects on the community and if there were any other site considerations other than in the middle of town.  Andy Rotenstreich, on behalf of AT&T, stated that their preference is to get on existing towers; there are none.  The site has to be located within their search ring.  This is the highest point in the area.  This tower will also be making room for other carriers.  Verizon has already shown an interest.  Paul Dickson asked if there were any type of medical effects to families living in the area.  Mr. Rotenstreich stated that multiple studies had been made.  There is only a radio signal with very low wattage.  
Following the Public Hearing, Councilmember Templin made a motion to table the consideration of the cell tower.  The motion was seconded by Councilmember Jenkins and unanimously approved by the council.

On motion of Councilmember Jenkins, seconded by Councilmember Templin, the council unanimously approved to Suspend the Rules in order to amend the agenda.  On roll call vote, those voting aye being:  Council President McGowan, Councilmembers Jenkins, Wood and Templin.  Nays:  None.

On motion of Councilmember Templin, seconded by Councilmember Jenkins, the council unanimously approved to add the consideration of Ordinance No. 2014 - 4335 to the agenda.  On roll call vote, those voting aye being:  Council President McGowan, Councilmembers Jenkins, Wood and Templin.  Nays:  None.

Council President McGowan introduced the following ordinance:

ORDINANCE NO. 2014 – 4335

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF PELL CITY, ALABAMA, AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1. 
It is hereby established and declared that the following described real property located in the City of Pell City, Alabama, lies adjacent and contiguous to property owned by Jack Hayes, Ronnie E. Smith, and Sheree S. Howard Dey (“Adjacent Landowners”), to-wit:

A parcel of lying south of and adjacent to the south line of Block 39 according to the Goodwin Engineering Plat of Pell City as recorded in the Office of the Judge of Probate of St. Clair County, Alabama and being more particularly described as follows:  commence at a 5/8 inch rebar set at the southeast corner of Lot 18, Block 39, said point being the point of beginning and run in a westerly direction along the south line of Block 39 for 161.53 feet to a point on the easterly right of way of U.S. Highway 231; thence turn a deflection angle of 84 degrees 31 minutes 35 seconds to the left and run in a southerly direction along said easterly right of way for 90.07 feet to a 5/8 inch rebar set on the north right of way of a 100 foot wide Southern Railroad right of way, thence turn a deflection angle of 95 degrees 19 minutes 00 seconds to the left and run in an easterly direction along said north right of way for 170.11 feet to an existing ½ inch square iron, thence (leaving right of way) turn a deflection angle of 90 degrees 09 minutes 25 seconds to the left and run in a northerly direction for 90.13 feet to the point of beginning.  According to the survey by Derrol D. Luker, PLS #23006, dated May 23, 2014.

Section 2. 
The above-described property is believed to be part of an unopened right-of-way in the City of Pell City that was vacated in the early 1900s.

Section 3.
The Adjacent Landowners, or their predecessors in interest, have been in exclusive possession of the above-described property for more than twenty years.

Section 4.
It is hereby established and declared that the above-described real property is no longer needed for public or municipal purposes.

Section 5.
The Mayor and the City Clerk are hereby authorized and directed to execute and attest respectively, for and on behalf of the City of Pell City, Alabama, a Quit Claim Deed, a copy of which is on file in the Office of the City Clerk, whereby the City of Pell City, Alabama, does convey the real property described in Section 1 hereto to Jack Hayes, Ronnie E. Smith, and Sheree S. Howard Dey.  Said deed is given without warranty and is provided solely to perfect title to the above-described property.

Councilmember Jenkins moved that all rules and regulations, which unless suspended would prevent the immediate consideration and adoption of said ordinance, be suspended and that unanimous consent to the immediate consideration and adoption of said ordinance be given.  The motion was seconded by Councilmember Templin.  On roll call vote, the motion was unanimously approved.  Those voting aye being:  Council President McGowan, Councilmembers Jenkins, Wood and Templin.  Nays:  None.  Council President McGowan declared the motion approved.

Councilmember Wood moved that said ordinance be now placed upon its final passage and adopted.  The motion was seconded by Councilmember Jenkins.  The question being put as to the adoption of said motion and the passage of said ordinance, on roll call vote, the motion was unanimously approved.  Those voting aye being:  Council President McGowan, Councilmembers Jenkins, Wood and Templin.  Nays:  None.  Council President McGowan declared the motion approved and the ordinance adopted.
Council President McGowan announced that the next Council Work Session will be held on Wednesday, the 18th, at 10:00 a.m. instead of Thursday, the 19th, at 4:00 p.m.

On motion of Councilmember Wood, seconded by Councilmember Templin, the council adjourned subject to the call of the Council President.
