The City Council of the City of Pell City met in a regular session at the City Hall at 6:00 p.m. on Monday, March 23, 2015.  Present were Council President James McGowan, Councilmembers Jay Jenkins, Dot Wood, Sharon Thomas, and Terry Templin.  Those present constituting the entirety of the council, the following business was transacted:

The invocation was led by Fire Chief Mike Burdette.
The pledge to the American flag was led by Councilmember Jay Jenkins.
The City Clerk had roll call for attendance.

On motion of Councilmember Thomas, seconded by Councilmember Templin, the council unanimously approved to pay the bills on file.
On motion of Councilmember Jenkins, seconded by Councilmember Templin, the council unanimously approved the minutes of the regular council meeting held on March 9, 2015.

On motion of Councilmember Templin, seconded by Councilmember Thomas, the council unanimously approved the minutes of the special called council meeting held on March 12, 2015.

On motion of Councilmember Templin, seconded by Councilmember Thomas, the council unanimously approved the minutes of the special called council meeting held on March 17, 2015.

On motion of Councilmember Thomas, seconded by Councilmember Wood, the council unanimously approved a change order to the ADA Improvements Package.  The change order was in the amount of $5,420.00 for costs to repair a water issue under the bathrooms by the large pavilion at Lakeside Park.

On motion of Councilmember Jenkins, seconded by Councilmember Wood, the council unanimously approved the following resolution:

RESOLUTION NO. 2015 – 4412
A RESOLUTION DECLARING THE SPECIAL EVENTS THAT QUALIFY FOR THE SPECIAL CHAMBER BUSINESS LICENSE FEE AND WAIVER OF THE SALES TAX BOND PURSUANT TO ORDINANCE NO. 2011 - 4016, AS AMENDED

WHEREAS, pursuant to Ordinance No. 2011 - 4016 as amended, the City has established a Special Chamber License Fee, which shall allow vendors operating pursuant to Section 27 of said Ordinance, as amended, to participate in all special events sponsored by the Greater Pell City Chamber of Commerce and recognized by the City Council during a calendar year for a single charge of $20.00 per year, plus a business license issuance fee; and, 

WHEREAS, Ordinance 2011 - 4016, as amended, provides that the City Council shall recognize the special events that qualify for the Special Chamber License Fee by Resolution; and, 

WHEREAS, Ordinance 2011 - 4016, as amended, provides that the City Council shall have the power to waive the sales tax bond required by Section 28 of said Ordinance, as amended, for Special Events that are sponsored by a not-for-profit organization and recognized by Resolution of the City Council; and, 

WHEREAS, the City Council desires to establish for calendar year 2015 the Special Events that qualify for the Special Chamber License Fee, as provided by Section 27(i) of Ordinance No. 2011 - 4016, as amended, and the sales tax bond waiver, as provided by Section 28(d) of Ordinance No. 2011 - 4016, as amended.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Pell City, Alabama, as follows:

1. That for calendar year 2015, the Special Events that qualify for the Special Chamber License Fee, as provided by Section 27(i) of Ordinance No. 2011-4016, as amended, and the sales tax bond waiver, as provided by Section 28(d) of Ordinance No. 2011-4016, as amended, shall be:

2. That the City Manager and City Clerk be, and they hereby are, authorized to take all action necessary to implement this Resolution and Ordinance No. 2011-4016, as amended.
On motion of Councilmember Thomas, seconded by Councilmember Jenkins, the council unanimously approved the proposal submitted by Garing/Nohab for copiers/printers throughout various departments.  The proposal included moving some older machines to other departments and leasing new ones for some departments.  It also included combining maintenance for all machines on one annual contract.  The monthly lease amount would be $932.25 for 48 months and the annual maintenance contract amount would be $6,840.00.  
On motion of Councilmember Wood, seconded by Councilmember Jenkins, the council unanimously approved the following resolution:

RESOLUTION NO. 2015 – 4413

A RESOLUTION IN SUPPORT OF THE UNIVERSITY OF ALABAMA AT BIRMINGHAM ATHLETICS PROGRAM
WHEREAS, the economic impact of the University of Alabama at Birmingham benefits the City of Birmingham and all surrounding communities, including the City of Pell City; and

WHEREAS, several citizens of the City of Pell City and former students of the Pell City School System currently attend, have attended, or plan to attend the University of Alabama at Birmingham; and,

WHEREAS, young men from the City of Pell City have played significant roles as members of the UAB football team, including one player who achieved greatness on the field while earning Division IA Academic All-American status, another player who led Conference USA and the nation in interceptions, and yet another recent Pell City player who was poised to become a major contributor but who was forced to transfer out of the State of Alabama as a result of the recent decision to dissolve the UAB football program; and

WHEREAS, the elected officials of the City of Pell City believe that athletic programs, the marching band, and spirit and cheering squads provide opportunities for students to develop character traits and values and a sense of community that is important to the college environment and experience and important to the development of the future leaders of our state and communities.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Pell City, Alabama, that the City of Pell City urges the University of Alabama System Board of Trustees and the University of Alabama at Birmingham President to re-establish the Football, Bowling, and Rifle Programs at the University of Alabama at Birmingham and to ensure the uninterrupted continuation of said programs.

On motion of Councilmember Thomas, seconded by Councilmember Wood, the council unanimously approved the following resolution:

RESOLUTION NO. 2015 – 4414

A RESOLUTION GRANTING A SPECIAL USE PERMIT FOR MODIFICATION OF AN EXISTING TELECOMMUNICATIONS FACILITY AT 1418 PARKHILL PARKWAY, PELL CITY, AL

WHEREAS, SOUTHERN LINC has requested to modify an existing wireless telecommunications facility located in the City of Pell City at 1418 Parkhill Parkway, Pell City, AL, to provide enhanced wireless services essentially within the corporate limits and police jurisdiction of the City of Pell City and;

WHEREAS, SOUTHERN LINC has complied with the City’s Ordinance No. 2000-1492 and has demonstrated the need for a wireless facility to consistently deliver reliable services in the identified area, and;

WHEREAS, both the City and SOUTHERN LINC customers in Pell City will benefit from improved service, and;

WHEREAS, the City’s consultant, The Center for Municipal Solutions (CMS), recommends the granting of a Special Use Permit for this modification of the wireless telecommunications facility at 1418 Parkhill Parkway, which consists of a 255’ guyed tower;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Pell City, Alabama, that SOUTHERN LINC is hereby granted a Special Use Permit to modify the existing wireless telecommunications facility located at 1418 Parkhill Parkway, Pell City, Alabama.  As recommended by CMS, the Special Use Permit is subject to compliance with the following conditions prior to the issuance of said permit and/or a Certificate of Completion:

1. Prior to the issuance of a Building Permit, SOUTHERN LINC must submit a certified ANSI-TIA/EIA-222 Tower Inspection Form including twist, plumb and guyed wire tension calculations and allowable tolerances for all measurements taken.  If tower safety issues are noted, a remediation report must also be submitted.

2. Prior to the issuance of a Building Permit, SOUTHERN LINC must submit final construction drawings (“As Built”) for the structural modifications to the guyed wires and anchors that were used in the submitted structural analysis for this modification.

3. To prevent warehousing of permits or authorizations and to assure the best service to the City’s residents as expeditiously as possible, the facility must be built, activated and be providing service no later than one hundred twenty (120) days after the issuance of the Special Use Permit or other applicable authorization, subject to commonly accepted force majeure exceptions acceptable to the City.  SOUTHERN LINC may petition the City of an extension of this for good cause shown, but the decision weather not to grant the extension shall exclusively be the prerogative of the City.
4. SOUTHERN LINC must provide contractor information with construction schedule to City and to CMS prior to issuance of the Building Permit.
5. At the completion of construction, the Applicant must notify the City’s consultant and provide proof that all inspections have been satisfactorily completed and the project is ready for a final on-site inspection.  Upon passing the final inspection, a recommendation to issue a Certificate of Occupancy shall be made.
6. SOUTHERN LINC shall not be permitted to actually provide service commercially until the Certification Occupancy or its functional equivalent is issued or risk forfeiting its Permit.
7. The Certificate of Occupancy shall not be issued until all fees and costs associated with this Permit, including inspections, have been paid.
On motion of Councilmember Jenkins, seconded by Councilmember Thomas, the council unanimously approved the following resolution:

RESOLUTION NO. 2015 – 4415 

AUTHORIZING THE SUBMISSION OF GRANT APPLICATIONS UNDER THE ALABAMA PUBLIC LIBRARY SERVICES
WHEREAS, the Alabama Public Library Service has the authority to award grants for library improvements;

WHEREAS, the Pell City Public Library needs grant assistance to enhance programming and purchase materials, supplies, equipment at the proposed new library facility. 

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the City Council of the City of Pell City:

1. Authorization is given for the submission of a Grant Application in the amount of     $20,000 to the Alabama Public Library Service; and 

2. Authorization is given to the Mayor, City Manager, and  Library Director to sign any and all documents to obtain said grant; and

3. That the City will provide the matching share of 25% of the total project or $5,000 through Pell City Library funds. 
On motion of Councilmember Wood, seconded by Councilmember Templin, the council unanimously approved to re-solicit bids for the new police cars.  The 2015 SUV’s previously bid and awarded are no longer available.  Therefore, the vehicles will have to be rebid.

On motion of Councilmember Templin, seconded by Councilmember Wood, the council unanimously approved the purchase of a body/car camera system upgrade for the Police Department.

On motion of Councilmember Templin, seconded by Councilmember Thomas, the council unanimously approved to solicit bids for the Municipal Complex fit out.  According to Jason Goodgame, Construction Project Manager, this will be an upgrade to the entire system.  The bids will consist of multiple packages with multiple vendors that will include electrical, heating/cooling and building fit out.

On motion of Councilmember Wood, seconded by Councilmember Templin, the council unanimously approved to solicit bids for roofing to Fire Station #2.

Councilmember Wood made a motion to appoint Council President McGowan as Voting Delegate, Councilmember Templin as Alternate #1 and Councilmember Jenkins as Alternate #2 for the ALM Conference to be held in Tuscaloosa May 16 – 19, 2015.  The motion was seconded by Councilmember Jenkins and unanimously approved by the council.
City Attorney John Rea presented the Attorney General’s opinion on whether or not Mayor Funderburg had the power to veto the resolutions awarding the bids on the Splash Pad.  The A/G declined to give an opinion since the mayor had already vetoed the resolutions.  Council President McGowan asked Mayor Funderburg if he would agree to stand down and allow the resolutions to pass with a 3/2 vote.  Mayor Funderburg responded that since the A/G declined to give an opinion, the veto stands as is.  Councilmember Thomas stated that it was sad that the city couldn’t move forward and asked Mayor Funderburg if he would reconsider.  Mayor Funderburg stated that he was not against the project and asked the council to reconsider the amount being spent.  They agreed to have City Manager Muenger look at the project and see if there were places where costs could be cut.  Mr. Muenger will then bring his suggestions back to the council for consideration.  
On motion of Councilmember Wood, seconded by Councilmember Thomas, the council adjourned subject to the call of the Council President.
