ST. CLAIR COUNTY

The City Council of the City of Pell City met in a regular session at the City Hall at 10:00 a.m. on Monday, November 10, 2014.  Present were Council President James McGowan, Councilmembers Jay Jenkins, Dot Wood, Sharon Thomas, and Terry Templin.  Those present constituting the entirety of the council, the following business was transacted:

The invocation was led by Councilmember Jay Headrick.
The pledge to the American flag was led by Councilmember Dot Wood.
The City Clerk had roll call for attendance.

On motion of Councilmember Wood, seconded by Councilmember Templin, the council unanimously approved to Suspend the Rules in order to amend the agenda.  On roll call vote, those voting aye being:  Council President McGowan, Councilmembers Jenkins, Wood, Thomas and Templin.  Nays:  None.

On motion of Councilmember Templin, seconded by Councilmember Thomas, the council unanimously approved to add the following item to the agenda:

Consider the acceptance of donated land from the Bennett Group.

On motion of Councilmember Thomas, seconded by Councilmember Templin, the council unanimously approved the payment of bills on file.

On motion of Councilmember Wood, seconded by Councilmember Templin, the council unanimously approved the minutes of the special called meeting held on October 23, 2014.

On motion of Councilmember Thomas, seconded by Councilmember Templin, the council unanimously approved the minutes of the regular meeting held on October 27, 2014.

Council President McGowan introduced the following ordinance:

ORDINANCE NO. 2014 – 4378

AN ORDINANCE TO ACCEPT THE DEDICATION
 OF FRANCIS STREET

WHEREAS, City of Pell City has previously improved and maintained Francis Street, which is located inside the corporate limits of the City; and,

WHEREAS, despite the City’s prior maintenance and repair, no record exists whereby the City formally accepted Francis Street as a public street of the City of Pell City; and, 

WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Pell City has determined that it is wise, prudent, and in the best interests and public welfare of the citizens of the City to formally accept Francis Street for upkeep and maintenance as a public street of the City of Pell City to resolve any question regarding the status of Francis Street as a public street of the City.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the City Council of the City of Pell City, Alabama, as follows:

1.
That Francis Street be, and hereby is, dedicated and accepted for upkeep and maintenance as a public street of the City of Pell City.

2.
That the City shall maintain said street in a reasonably safe condition for travel and that the City is under no obligation to correct or improve any deficiencies in said street, whether known or unknown by the City at the time of acceptance, other than those deficiencies that must be remedied to maintain a reasonably safe condition for travel.

3.
That the City Clerk shall file a copy of this Ordinance for record in the Office of the Judge of Probate of St. Clair County at Pell City, Alabama, so as to evidence the dedication of Francis Street for use by the general public.

4.
This Ordinance shall become effective upon passage, approval, and publication as required by law.

5.
If any section or provision of this Ordinance shall hereafter be declared invalid by a court of competent jurisdiction, such declaration shall not affect the validity of any other section or provision of this Ordinance.

6.
Any Ordinance in conflict with this Ordinance shall be and is hereby repealed on the effective date of this Ordinance.
Councilmember Jenkins moved that all rules and regulations, which unless suspended would prevent the immediate consideration and adoption of said ordinance, be suspended and that unanimous consent to the immediate consideration and adoption of said ordinance be given.  The motion was seconded by Councilmember Thomas.  On roll call vote, the motion was unanimously approved.  Those voting aye being:  Council President McGowan, Councilmembers Jenkins, Wood, Thomas and Templin.  Nays:  None.  Council President McGowan declared the motion approved.
Councilmember Wood moved that said ordinance be now placed upon its final passage and adopted.  The motion was seconded by Councilmember Jenkins.  The question being put as to the adoption of said motion and the passage of said ordinance, on roll call vote, the motion was unanimously approved.  Those voting aye being:  Council President McGowan, Councilmembers Jenkins, Wood, Thomas and Templin.  Nays:  None.  Council President McGowan declared the motion approved and the ordinance adopted.

On motion of Councilmember Thomas, seconded by Councilmember Wood, the council unanimously approved to table a request from the Chamber of Commerce to move the annual Block Party to Lakeside Park in conjunction with the Toughman Triathlon.
On motion of Councilmember Templin, seconded by Councilmember Wood, the council unanimously approved to solicit bids regarding the ADA requirements at Lakeside Park.

Councilmember Jenkins made a motion to approve the purchase an F-250 truck from the State Bid List for the Fire Department.  The motion died for lack of a second.

On motion of Councilmember Templin, seconded by Councilmember Wood, the council unanimously approved to solicit bids for the backstops at the softball and baseball fields.

On motion of Councilmember Jenkins, seconded by Councilmember Wood, the council unanimously approved to purchase an F-150 from the State Bid List for the Water Department.  The vehicle will be purchased out right and not financed.

On motion of Councilmember Thomas, seconded by Councilmember Templin, the council unanimously approved to solicit bids for five new police vehicles.

On motion of Councilmember Templin, seconded by Councilmember Thomas, the council unanimously approved to solicit bids for the upfitting of the new police vehicles.

The Bennett Group offered to donate property to the city.  The parcels are located off of Hardwick Road close to Williams Intermediate School and next to Jubilee Apartments.  After discussion and consideration, Councilmember Templin made a motion to reject the donation of property.  The motion was seconded by Councilmember Thomas and unanimously approved by the council.
On motion of Councilmember Wood, seconded by Councilmember Templin, the council adjourned subject to the call of the Council President.
