ST. CLAIR COUNTY

The City Council of the City of Pell City met in a work session at the City Hall at 5:30 p.m., on Monday August 22, 2016.  Present were Council President James McGowan, Councilmembers Jay Jenkins, Sharon Thomas and Terry Templin.  Councilmember Dot Wood was absent.  Council President McGowan opened the meeting for discussion.

The invocation was led by Councilmember Jay Jenkins.

The pledge to the American Flag was led by Councilmember Terry Templin.

Administrative Assistant Jackie Griffin had roll call for attendance.

Councilmember Thomas reviewed the payment of bills on file.  Everything was fine.    

City Manager Muenger presented one requisition over the amount of $5,000.00.

There were no comments on the minutes of the regular council meeting held August 8, 2016.
City Manager Muenger presented photos of flood damage at Ed Gardner Drive in the Industrial Park.  There have been other instances of flooding in that area.  With the expansion of Eissmann Automotive, it makes the City eligible to apply for a grant through the State Industrial Access Grant Program.  If funded, the grant would pay for the entire cost of construction and construction engineering and inspection at an estimated cost of $668,923.00.  The City would be required to pay for the preliminary engineering costs at an estimated amount of $55,000.00.
City Manager Muenger presented a letter from the St. Clair County Commission asking for the City’s continued support of Central Dispatch and the Juvenile Detention program.  The Central Dispatch Services for FY17 will be $164,544.00 and the Juvenile Detention Services for FY17 will be $36,959.00.  They also asked for continued support of the Emergency Management Agency at the rate of $2,029.50 for FY17. 
City Manager Muenger presented a proposed holiday schedule for City employees for FY17.  The schedule will consists of twelve paid holidays in addition to two personal days; the same as last year.

The council discussed the time to canvass the election results.  The provisional ballots have to be in before the canvassing can take place.  All agreed to go by the Code of Alabama and have the canvassing at noon on August 30th.  
City Manager Comments:  City Manager Muenger reminded the council that shuttles had been secured for use at the election tomorrow.
Mayor Comments:  Mayor Funderburg encouraged everyone to come out and vote tomorrow. 
There being no further discussions, Council President McGowan adjourned the meeting.

A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE ALABAMA INDUSTRIAL ACCESS ROAD AND BRIDGE PROGRAM GRANT APPLICATION 

FOR ED GARDNER DRIVE IN THE INDUSTRIAL PARK

WHEREAS, the Alabama Industrial Access Road and Bridge Corporation has the authority to award grants under the Industrial Access Road and Bridge Program; and 

WHEREAS, the City of Pell City needs grant assistance for road improvements on Ed Gardner Drive in the Pell City Industrial Park. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Pell City as follows:

1. that submission of a grant application to said program is, hereby, authorized; 

2. that the City of Pell City will provide the cost of design engineering; and

3. that the Mayor  and City Manager are authorized to sign any and all documents to   procure and secure said grant.

A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE CITY OF PELL CITY TO ENTER INTO AN AGREEMENT WITH ST. CLAIR COUNTY, ALABAMA, REGARDING CENTRAL DISPATCHING 
SERVICES FOR FY17

WHEREAS, the City Council has determined that it is wise, prudent, and in the best interests of the citizens of Pell City to enter into an agreement with St. Clair County to serve as a central dispatching service; and,

WHEREAS, the County and the City have previously entered into an agreement for the County to serve as a central dispatching service for St. Clair County, Alabama, and the City; said agreement having been considered and approved by the County at its meeting of September 24, 2002; and,

WHEREAS, Section 2. Compensation of this agreement, as amended March 9, 2004, provides annual compensation from the City to the County during the term of the agreement as follows:

October 1, 2012 – September 30, 2013

$142,354.00

October 1, 2013 – September 30, 2014

$156,589.00 

October 1, 2014 – September 30, 2015

$159,721.00

October 1, 2015 – September 30, 2016

$161,318.00

WHEREAS, the County and the City have agreed to amend said agreement as provided herein to change Section 2. Compensation; and,

WHEREAS, in consideration of the agreement, and in further consideration of the mutual benefits to the County and City, the parties agree that the previous amended agreement is further amended as follows:

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Pell City, Alabama, as follows:

That the Mayor and City Manager be, and they hereby are, authorized to enter into an agreement in form and substance as attached hereto as Exhibit A, and expressly incorporated herein by reference, with St. Clair County to serve as a central dispatching service to the City of Pell City.

A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE CITY OF PELL CITY TO ENTER INTO AN AGREEMENT WITH ST. CLAIR COUNTY, ALABAMA, REGARDING JUVENILE DETENTION 
SERVICES FOR FY17


WHEREAS, St. Clair County has established with the cooperation of the Sheriff and Juvenile Judge, a seventy-two (72) hour holding facility for juveniles for St. Clair County, Alabama, and the municipalities situated therein; and,


WHEREAS, the County, with the cooperation of the Sheriff and Juvenile Judge, will agree to provide juvenile detention services for the City of Pell City within the facility for up to seventy-two (72) hours; and,


WHEREAS, the City desires and has agreed to enter into a contract with the County to provide the services to the City for the sum of Thirty-Six Thousand Nine Hundred Fifty-Nine Dollars ($36,959.00) annually beginning October 1, 2016; and,

WHEREAS, the City Council has determined that it is wise, prudent, and in the best interests of the citizens of Pell City to enter into an agreement with St. Clair County to provide juvenile detention services for the City.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Pell City, Alabama, as follows:

That the Mayor and City Manager be, and they hereby are, authorized to enter into an agreement in form and substance as attached hereto as Exhibit A, and expressly incorporated herein by reference, with St. Clair County to provide Juvenile Detention Services for the City of Pell City.

A RESOLUTION MODIFYING THE OFFICIAL

That in addition to the above-described official paid holidays, that the Personnel Rules and Regulations of the City of Pell City be, and they hereby are, revised to provide that eligible City employees shall receive two additional personal leave holidays each fiscal year that shall be available for use by employees in accordance with the procedures established by the City Administration, which procedures shall provide that the use of the personal leave holidays by City employees shall be allowed in a manner that does not disrupt or disturb the efficient operation of City functions.  Personal leave holidays must be used within the fiscal year they are accrued.

C.
That this Resolution shall be added to the City of Pell City’s Personnel Handbook.

D.
That this Resolution shall be effective on October 1, 2016.
