ST. CLAIR COUNTY

The City Council of the City of Pell City met in a work session at the City Hall at 5:00 p.m., on Monday November 14, 2016.  Present were Council President James McGowan, Councilmen Jay Jenkins, Blaine Henderson, Jason Mitcham and Jud Alverson.  Council President McGowan opened the meeting for discussion.

The invocation was led by City Attorney John Rea.
The pledge to the American Flag was led by Jay Headrick.
The City Clerk had roll call for attendance.

City Manager Muenger stated that all bills were emailed out Wednesday November 9, 2016 for the council’s review.

City Manager Muenger presented the following requisition over the amount of $5,000.00.

· Snead Ag Supply:  $7,925.33 – Repairs to the Brush Axe – Council had previously approved a quote of $12,830.00
Byron Woods advised the council that Well A needed repairs to the pump.  He and Freddy Hazelwood are in the process of getting quotes to pull the pump but it shouldn’t be over $10,000.00.  Mr. Woods stated that the maintenance on this well is of an urgent need, which required removing the pump from underground, getting it viewed for damages and replacing the pump back into the ground prior to November 24, 2016 or as quickly as possible.  City Manager Muenger asked the council to consider approving the expenditure up to $10,000.00.  Until they receive a firm quote, they are not sure who the vendor will be or how much it will cost.

There were no comments on the minutes of the regular council meeting held on October 24, 2016.
Council discussed Ordinance 2016-4697 setting the meeting times and dates for the work sessions and council meetings.  This ordinance was introduced at the Organizational Meeting held on November 7th.  All agreed to keep the meetings on the second and fourth Mondays of the month but to change the work session time to 5:30 p.m. and the council meeting time to 7:00 p.m.  
Council discussed Ordinance 2016-4698 revising the Executive Grade Range which would be incorporated into the City’s compensation table.  The eighteen steps are consistent with the other eighteen steps in the plan.  City Attorney John Rea discussed this Ordinance which was introduced at the Organizational Meeting held on November 7th pertaining to the salary of the City Manager.
Council discussed the renewal of the City’s agreement with L. P. Campbell Company for grant writing services which expired September 30, 2016. City Manager Muenger stated Mrs. Campbell has been the grant writer for a number of years and there were summaries showing things achieved with her assistance.  City Attorney John Rea stated he had reviewed the contract and it calls for Mrs. Campbell to be paid $15,500.00 annually.  Mr. Rea revised the contract to state $15,500.00 to be paid in quarterly amounts, and the contract terminates upon her death, disability or within 30 days of written notice provided by the City.  Another change to the contract by Mr. Rea was that Mrs. Campbell added in the contract stating the City Manager would be able to approve and renew the agreement for another $15,500.00 at his sole discretion.  However, the contract would have to be approved by the Council.  City Manager Muenger stated that making the payments quarterly would make it easier to make changes to the contract if needed.

City Manager Muenger stated that he had sent out letters to the council during the past couple weeks showing the boards that have vacancies.  The Planning Commission has six outside appointments which are made by the Mayor.  The Mayor or his designee serves on the Board, as well as an administrative official and a member of Council.  City Manager Muenger asked the council to consider which member would be their appointee for this Board.  The council’s appointment will serve until their term of office is up are someone else is appointed in their place.  

Council President McGowan named the following as departmental liaisons.  City Manager Muenger stated that these liaisons are not committees and, therefore, will not have standardized meetings.

Bids were received on the water and sewer line extension to the Eissmann expansion project.  The City was able to secure over $200,000.00 in state funds to extend water, sewer and fire protection services to that site.  It has gone through the necessary designs at this point, which went out to competitive bids and had all of the original documentation in the packet provided.  Byron Woods stated the City had several really good contractors show up.  The City took bids two weeks ago with the lowest bid being $216,220.00.  He recommended the City award the contract to the lowest bidding contractor.  City Manager Muenger stated the original project estimated with the City was a little under projection.  If it exceeds that amount the City’s input would assist with the difference.
Council discussed submitting applications for Local/City and Regional Assistance to Firefighters Grants.  Usually the City puts in for one local application.  This year, the local grant is for wireless headset systems.  The regional grant is filing jointly on a grant through the Alabama Fire College to equip the Fire Department with distance learning equipment for its training facilities.  The technology would also assist in compliance with National Fire Protection Agency (NFPA) regulation.  Battalion Chief Kurzejeski stated the old headsets are wired, which keeps the firemen with the headsets to remain in the vehicle in order to communicate with one another. Getting the wireless headsets for the firefighters would enable communication outside of the vehicle which provides safety for all firefighters.  The Local/City Grant amount ranges from $38,000.00 - $40,000.00 with the City’s match not exceeding $2,000.00.  The Regional Grant amount ranges from $400,000.00 - $600,000.00 with the City’s match not to exceed $10,000.00.  Getting the funds from this grant would allow the Fire Department to be able to train onsite at the City’s Fire Department.  
Council discussed resolutions appointing the City Clerk and the City Treasurer.  City Attorney John Rea stated that the law requires council to make these appointments at the first regular meeting of the council.

Council discussed Resolution 2016-4705 approving the amended City Manager’s contract.  Councilman Jenkins stated he had some items he would like to discuss pertaining to this resolution.  Councilman Jenkins stated before he started, he wanted to make sure everyone knew that he thinks the world of Mr. Muenger and it has nothing to do with him personally.  It has to do with the position and the fairness to all employees of the City, which are around one hundred and ninety-four employees.  He stated when the position of City Manager was created, it was done so through the Mayor and the City Council through an Ordinance and created like other jobs in the city, which have to be added from time to time.  This position requires more extensive background and experience.  Councilman Jenkins believed the council hired the candidate that was the best fit for the position and he came local to Pell City.  When hired, the pay scale was just like all other employees, and when an employee reaches the top of the pay scale there are no more raises, unless the raises are given across the board.  The employees that are not at the top of their pay scale get a one-step increase and he feels that’s fair.  The position of City Manager has been in place in Pell City for one year and a half to two years.  There was one step, and feels that the City Manager was hired at a high step, and that was understood when the position was filled.  He can’t see that this is fair to other employees of the City.  Also, in the new contract it stated the City would pay Civic Club dues for the position of City Manager.  Because of the two things mentioned, Councilman Jenkins does not think this is fair to the other employees and he can’t see it improving the moral of other city workers.
Resolutions were presented for the council’s review regarding the appointment of bank signatories.  In administrations past, the council has approved the Mayor, Council President, President Pro Tem, City Clerk and City Treasurer as signatories.  Each account requires two signatures on each check.  The Mayor’s signature would be printed on the checks after council reviews and approves.   

City Manager Muenger presented a copy of an engagement letter from Bain and Company.  Traditionally these services run in the range of $55,000.00 to $65,000.00 per year, which had been budgeted for the fiscal year of 2016/2017.  The Mayor has the authority to select the auditor and it is not something the Council has to approve.

December 26th is a regular scheduled council meeting but falls on a City observed holiday this year.  The City Clerk provided several dates for Council to review and discuss and to make a decision on what dates the meeting will be held.  City Attorney John Rea stated the law states that Council has to meet twice each month.  After reviewing the dates provided by the City Clerk, it was decided by City Council the meetings would take place on December 12, 2016 and December 19, 2016 each at 7:00 p.m. 

City Manager Comments:  City Manager Muenger stated that hopefully by the next meeting he will have a proposal from a company that performed a materials testing on the Hazelwood Drive project.  The City had received an approved preliminary engineering report from the County.  The next process is to get access to the properties, contact the owners again and handle the materials testing and boring.  After completing those steps, it is then time to move into the acquisition process. The City Attorney provided the right of entry form and the County is prepared to do any clearing necessary.  In the agreement the City is obligated for all design and testing cost and the City will be bearing that expense.  City Manager Muenger anticipates the project to move swiftly with the PER in place.  
Mayor Comments:  Mayor Pruitt stated he is looking forward to working together as a group and that can be done for the better of Pell City, Alabama.
There being no further items to discuss, Council President McGowan adjourned the work session. 
At 5:35 p.m., Councilman Henderson made a motion to enter into Executive Session for approximately twenty minutes.  City Attorney John Rea certified that the purposes for the Executive Session was to discuss an economic development project and legal ramifications of particular actions that the council make take which is imminently likely to lead to litigation.  The motion was seconded by Councilman Alverson and unanimously approved by the council.  On roll call, those voting aye being:  Council President McGowan, Councilmen Jenkins, Henderson, Mitcham and Alverson.  Nays:  None.  At 6:05 p.m., Councilman Jenkins made a motion to resume the regularly scheduled council meeting.  The motion was seconded by Councilman Henderson and unanimously approved by the council.  
The City Council of the City of Pell City met in a regular council meeting at the City Hall at 6:05 p.m. on Monday, November 14, 2016.  Present were Council President James McGowan, Councilmen Jay Jenkins, Blaine Henderson, Jason Mitcham and Jud Alverson.  Those present constituting the entirety of the council, the following business was transacted:

The City Clerk had roll call for attendance.

ORDINANCE NO. 2016 – 4697
AN ORDINANCE AMENDING ORDINANCE 2004-1801, AS PREVIOUSLY AMENDED, TO REVISE THE RULES OF PROCEDURE FOR MEETINGS AND DELIBERATIONS OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF PELL CITY, ALABAMA

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF PELL CITY, ALABAMA, AS FOLLOWS:

Section A:
That the provisions of Section 1 and Section 10 of Ordinance 2004-1801, as previously amended, are hereby amended to read as follows:

Section 1.  Date and Time of Regular Meetings:  Regular meetings of the City Council shall be held on the second Monday and the fourth Monday of each month at 7:00 p.m. at the City Hall.  All meetings, regular and special, shall be open to the public except at such time as the Council is meeting in executive session as authorized by law.

Section 10.
Presiding Officer:  The presiding officer of the Council shall be the Council President, who shall be elected by voice vote of a majority of the members of the Council.  In the absence of the Council President, the presiding officer of the Council shall be the Council President Pro Tempore, who also shall be elected by voice vote of a majority of the members of the Council.  The presiding officer of the Council may, at his or her discretion, call any member to take the chair in order that the presiding officer may address the Council, make a motion or discuss any other matter at issue.

Section B:
Severability.  If any section or provision of this Ordinance shall hereafter be declared invalid by a court of competent jurisdiction, such declaration shall not affect the validity of any other section or provision of this Ordinance.

Section C:
Repeal of Conflicting Ordinances.  Any Ordinance in conflict with this Ordinance shall be and is hereby repealed on the effective date of this Ordinance.

Section D:
Effective Date.  This Ordinance shall become effective upon approval, passage and publication as required by law.

WHEREAS, W. Brian Muenger has served as City Manager for the City of Pell City since February 19, 2015, pursuant to an Employment Agreement dated the same date; and,

WHEREAS, on November 7, 2014, the City Council re-appointed W. Brian Muenger as City Manager for the City of Pell City pursuant to terms of an Employment Agreement dated the same date; and,

WHEREAS, the City Council desires to enter into an amended employment agreement with W. Brian Muenger to continue as City Manager for the City of Pell City, which amended Employment Agreement is attached hereto as Exhibit A and is expressly incorporated herein by reference.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Pell City, Alabama, as follows:

That W. Brian Muenger is hereby employed as City Manager for the City of Pell City with the authority, duties, and liabilities in accordance with the provisions of Ordinance No. 2012-4115 and applicable Alabama law, and pursuant to the terms of the amended Employment Agreement, which is attached hereto as Exhibit A and expressly incorporated herein by reference.
