The City Council of the City of Pell City met in a special session at the City Hall on Tuesday, August 18, 2015 at 12:00 p.m. for the purpose of canvassing the votes from the August 11, 2015 Seven-Day Alcohol Sales Special Election.  Present were Council President Pro Tem Dot Wood, Councilmembers Jay Jenkins and Terry Templin.  Council President James McGowan and Councilmember Sharon Thomas were absent.  Those present constituting a quorum of the council, the following business was transacted:

The invocation was led by Mayor Joe Funderburg.

The pledge to the American flag was led by Councilmember Jay Jenkins.

The City Clerk had roll call for attendance.

The Provisional Ballots were opened and counted by City Clerk Penny Isbell, City Attorney John Rea and HR Director Dawn Childre.  There were a total of 68 provisional ballots casts.  Of the 68 ballots, 26 were accepted and 42 were rejected by the Board of Registrars for various reasons.
On motion of Councilmember Templin, seconded by Councilmember Jenkins, the council approved the following resolution certifying the election results:

A RESOLUTION CANVASSING THE SPECIAL ELECTION RESULTS OF THE AUGUST 11, 2015 SPECIAL ELECTION HELD IN 
THE CITY OF PELL CITY

WHEREAS, Alabama Act No. 2015-45 (the “Act”) provides that the governing body of a municipality located within St. Clair County, by resolution, may call an election for the municipality to determine the sentiment of the voters of the municipality residing within the corporate limits as to whether alcoholic beverages may be legally sold or distributed on Sunday within the municipality, and,

WHEREAS, pursuant to the Act, a special election for the City of Pell City, Alabama, was duly and legally held on August 11, 2015, wherein the following question was asked of the voters within the municipality: “Do you favor the legal sale and distribution of alcoholic beverages within this municipality on Sundays as further provided for and regulated by ordinance of the municipal governing body? Yes ___ No ___”; and,

WHEREAS, the municipal governing body of the City of Pell City met on this 18th day of August, 2015, a quorum thereof being present, at 12:00 p.m., and has canvassed the returns, and has ascertained and determined the number of votes received for or against the sale of alcohol on Sundays, and

2. An overwhelming majority of the voters participating in the August 11, 2015, special election voted to authorize the legal sale and distribution of alcoholic beverages within the City of Pell City on Sundays as further provided for and regulated by ordinance of the municipal governing body.

3. In accordance with Alabama Act 2015-45 and the votes cast by a majority of the voters participating in the August 11, 2015, special election, alcoholic beverages may be legally sold or dispensed within the corporate limits of the City of Pell City on Sundays by licensees of the Alcoholic Beverage Control Board and the City of Pell City serving the general public in accordance with applicable laws and regulations and as further provided for and regulated by ordinance of the City of Pell City.
On motion of Councilmember Templin, seconded by Councilmember Jenkins, the council adjourned subject to the call of the Council President Pro Tem.
