The City Clerk had roll call for attendance.

Councilmember Jenkins made a motion to Suspend the Rules in order to amend the agenda.  The motion was seconded by Councilmember Templin and unanimously approved by the council.  On roll call vote, those voting aye being:  Council President McGowan, Councilmembers Jenkins, Wood, Thomas and Templin.  Nays:  None.
On motion of Councilmember Templin, seconded by Councilmember Thomas, the council unanimously approved to add the following item to the agenda.  On roll call vote, those voting aye being:  Council President McGowan, Councilmembers Jenkins, Wood, Thomas and Templin.  Nays:  None.

· Executive Session to consider a resolution of a claim against the city.

On motion of Councilmember Thomas, seconded by Councilmember Wood, the council unanimously approved the payment of bills on file pending the review of the invoices by Councilmember Thomas.

On motion of Councilmember Thomas, seconded by Councilmember Jenkins, the council unanimously approved the minutes of the special called council meeting held on March 20, 2014.
On motion of Councilmember Templin, seconded by Councilmember Jenkins, the council unanimously approved the minutes of the regular council meeting held on March 24, 2014.

On motion of Councilmember Thomas, seconded by Councilmember Wood, the council unanimously approved the minutes of the reconvened council meeting held on April 2, 2014.

On motion of Councilmember Templin, seconded by Councilmember Jenkins, the council unanimously approved the request for $2,500.00 from CEPA to assist with the Smithsonian Exhibit.

On motion of Councilmember Wood, seconded by Councilmember Templin, the council voted to table Resolution No. 2014 – 4325 regarding a Special Use Permit for AT&T at 301 Dickey Drive.  On roll call vote, those voting aye being:  Council President McGowan, Councilmembers Wood, Thomas and Templin.  Nays:  Councilmember Jenkins.
Mayor Funderburg presented the following proclamation to Paul Vaughan proclaiming April 2014 as Confederate History & Heritage Month.

WHEREAS, war between the states involved many Alabamians and St. Clair County residents; and

WHEREAS, many men from the area of St. Clair County participated in that conflict; and

WHEREAS, this conflict impacted the lives of many Alabama families as well as those living in what is now Pell City; and

WHEREAS, their selfless acts of bravery shall be remembered by their descendants living in St. Clair County and Alabama; and
WHEREAS, this conflict produced many leaders in government and business in Alabama and St. Clair County as well as the area now known as Pell City; and

WHEREAS, we honor our past and salute our history with recognizing the contributions of these Alabamians.  

NOW IT IS, THEREFORE, PROCLAIMED by the Mayor, City Council and City Manager of the City of Pell City, that April 2014 be recognized as Confederate History and Heritage Month.
On motion of Councilmember Wood, seconded by Councilmember Templin, the council unanimously approved the request from Doug Pope for a Special Events Liquor License for a Civitan Fundraiser to be held at Celebrations on April 25, 2014.

At 10:15 a.m., Councilmember Wood made a motion to enter into Executive Session for approximately fifteen minutes in order to discuss pending litigation against the city.  The motion was seconded by Councilmember Thomas and unanimously approved by the council.  On roll call vote, those voting aye being:  Council President McGowan, Councilmembers Jenkins, Wood, Thomas and Templin.  Nays:  None.

At 10:28 a.m., Councilmember Jenkins made a motion to enter back into open session.  The motion was seconded by Councilmember Thomas and unanimously approved by the council.  

City Attorney John Rea presented a stipulation for settlement in the matter of Julie-Ann Dentici vs. the City of Pell City concerning ADA deficiencies at the Lakeside Park.  On motion of Councilmember Jenkins, seconded by Councilmember Thomas, the council unanimously approved the settlement agreement as presented by City Attorney Rea.
On motion of Councilmember Templin, seconded by Councilmember Wood, the council adjourned subject to the call of the Council President.
