STATE OF ALABAMA

ST. CLAIR COUNTY

The City Council of the City of Pell City met in a special called work session at the Pell City Municipal Complex at 3:30 p.m., on Monday June 13, 2016.  Present were Council President James McGowan, Councilmembers Jay Jenkins, Dot Wood, Terry Templin, and Sharon Thomas.  Council President McGowan opened the meeting for discussion.
The invocation was led by Councilmember Jay Jenkins.

The pledge to the American Flag was led by Councilmember Dot Wood.

The City Clerk had roll call for attendance.

Councilmember Thomas stated everything was good with the bills on file.

The requisitions over $5,000.00 discussed brought by City Manager Muenger.  For consideration there are three items for consideration.

· The Nelson team based on the bid for irrigation at the Municipal Complex that Council approved months back.  It was discussed that we may be able to reuse a portion of the systems and save some costs.  Save some cost on blinds which brought the cost to $22,203.09.

· Brenntag Mid-South, Inc.: $7,176.00 for Alum for the wastewater treatment plant.

· Kellis Vegetation Management:  $8,100.00.  Treating various FEMA ditches throughout the City, as well as the Industrial Park railroad spur.  Included in the Operating budget.
There were no comments on the minutes from the regular council meeting held on May 23, 2016.

There were no comments on the minutes from the special called council meeting held on June 2, 2016.

Up for discussion was the Seddon Point drainage.  Mr. Gossett got an improvement plan estimate from CDG Engineering.  Council approved CDG Engineering design for an improvement drainage plan for the Seddon Point area that is experiencing a great deal of water standing in yards, along the side of the roadway and running over the road.  Mr. Gossett spoke of the design to repair the problem at Seddon Point.  The project started the week of June 20, 2016, and the expense of the project was capped at $25,000.00.

City Manager Muenger addressed Council pertaining to Alabama Linen Services (ALSCO) to use their linen services in the banquet rooms at the Municipal Complex.  ALSCO has a large array of colors to choose from and will be beneficial for rental of the banquet room for different meetings and occasions.  The cost of the rental will be passed on the customer renting the room(s).
Jason Goodgame discussed the Splash Pad pertaining to the remaining issues that are still being evaluated due to some outstanding issues.  Contractor J.A. Dawson took up 60 feet of sidewalk and replaced it with new concrete.  City Manager Muenger visited the Splash Pad June 11, 2016 after the Splash Pad had been working a complete operation of a ten hour day and there were no visible issues in the back, but still has issues with drainage in the front of the Splash Pad.  The contractors are continuing to manage the drainage issues. Almost everything is in place, with only one issue pertaining to the dumping buckets.  The flipping fish were replaced with dumping buckets temporarily and the fixtures were sent back to the manufacturer for repairs.  City Manager Muenger mentioned an item previously discussed during the City Council Meeting, May 30, 2016 pertaining to additional concrete being poured inside the fence of the Splash Pad.  Mr. Edge addressed Council with prices to have the project done with one price being $14,000.00, explaining $1,600.00 being the expense for a pump truck, $4,500.00 for contractor Scotty Raines and the remainder would be for the expense of the concrete.  It was suggested that the City pay for the concrete and Scotty Raines do the labor.  Councilmembers recommended the work being done after the Splash Pad has closed for the season.  

Jason Goodgame updated the Council on the Municipal Complex sign being completed by July 18, 2016.  There are very few items remaining on the punch list for the contractors.  Jason completed a walk-thru June 13, 2016, and everything looked extremely well.  Councilmember Templin asked about the handicap drainage issues.  Jason met with Mr. Gossett to continue working on the drainage issues.  They have very little projects outstanding with the contractors. 

Byron Woods addressed the Council on the Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) applications.  Since the Public Hearing on these projects, the only change is with the Mill Village and that was the estimate being updated to $498,400.00.  $450,000.00 of that amount is the Grant and $48,400.00 is a match the City will pay for the construction cost.  The Industrial Park is part of the Economic Development Grant application for water and sewer in the amount of $256,390.00 which was the final price. $214,000.00 was the Grant amount with the City committing to match the share in the amount of $42,822.00.

City Manager Muenger introduced resolutions adding Theresa St. James, the new Finance Director, to the City’s bank accounts as an additional signatory.
Mayor Joe T. Funderburg invited everyone to the Mayor’s Association Meeting with breakfast being catered for those in attendance.  

There being no further items to discuss, Council President McGowan adjourned the work session.

Present were Council President James McGowan, Councilmembers Jay Jenkins, Dot Wood, Sharon Thomas and Terry Templin.
