ST. CLAIR COUNTY

No work session was held prior to the council meeting.

The City Council of the City of Pell City met in a regular council meeting at the City Hall at 7:00 p.m. on Monday, May 8, 2017.  Present were Council President James McGowan, Councilmen Jay Jenkins, Blaine Henderson, Jason Mitcham and Jud Alverson.  Those present constituting the entirety of the council, the following business was transacted:

The invocation was led by Councilman Jay Jenkins.

The pledge to the American flag was led by City Manager Brian Muenger.

The City Clerk had roll call for attendance.

Councilman Alverson reviewed the bills on file prior to the council meeting.  On motion of Councilman Henderson, seconded by Councilman Alverson, the council unanimously approved the payment of bills on file.

City Manager Muenger submitted the following requisitions over $5,000.00 for the council’s consideration:  

· Fred Owen Construction - $13,935.00 for repairs to the Industrial Park rail spur

· Pinnacle Networx, LLC - $6,104.58 for Police department computer replacement
Councilman Jenkins made a motion to approve the requisitions over $5,000.00 on file.  The motion was seconded by Councilman Mitcham.   Councilman Jenkins asked what repairs were made to the rail spur.  City Manager Muenger stated that this was budgeted planned repairs.  Street Superintendent Greg Gossett explained that it was for the replacement of 60 – 70 ties.  This rail spur is used daily by at least two industries in the Industrial Park.  City Manager Muenger stated that the rail spur was part of a CDBG Project which required the City to maintain it.  After no further discussion, the council unanimously approved the requisitions over $5,000.00 on file.

On motion of Councilman Jenkins, seconded by Councilman Alverson, the council unanimously approved the minutes of the regular council meeting held on April 24, 2017.
On motion of Councilman Henderson, seconded by Councilman Mitcham, the council unanimously approved the request from Golden Rule BBQ for a Special Events Retail Liquor License for LakeFest.
On motion of Councilman Jenkins, seconded by Councilman Alverson, the council unanimously approved the following resolution approving the Residential Garbage Contract Extension with Advanced Disposal.  

RESOLUTION NO. 2017 – 4762
A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE RENEWAL OF THE CONTRACT FOR RESIDENTIAL GARAGE COLLECTION


WHEREAS, City and Veolia ES Solid Waste Southeast, Inc., (hereinafter referred to as “Veolia”), entered in to a Contract to provide residential garbage collection services within the corporate limits of the City of Pell City, Alabama, which Contract became effective on August 1, 2008, and was to expire on July 31, 2011, (hereinafter referred to as “Original Contract”); and,


WHEREAS, on February 18, 2011, City and Veolia entered into an Agreement to Renew or Extend the foregoing Original Contract to provide residential garbage collection services within the corporate limits of the City of Pell City, Alabama, which Renewal Contract became effective on August 1, 2011, and was to expire on July 31, 2014, (hereinafter referred to as “First Renewal Contract”); and,


WHEREAS, Advanced Disposal Services Solid Waste Southeast, Inc., (hereinafter referred to as “Advanced”), is the successor in interest of Veolia ES Solid Waste Southeast, Inc., and as such assumed all the rights, duties, and responsibilities of Veolia in and to the foregoing Original Contract and First Renewal Contract; and,


WHEREAS, on July 28, 2014, City and Advanced entered into an Agreement to Renew or Extend the Renewal Contract to provide residential garbage collection services within the corporate limits of the City of Pell City, Alabama, which contract became effective on August 1, 2014, and was scheduled to expire on July 31, 2015 (hereinafter referred to as “Second Renewal Contract”); and,


WHEREAS, on April 27, 2015, City and Advanced entered into an Agreement to Renew or Extend the Renewal Contract to provide residential garbage collection services within the corporate limits of the City of Pell City, Alabama, which contract became effective on August 1, 2015, and is scheduled to expire on July 31, 2018 (hereinafter referred to as “Third Renewal Contract”); and,


WHEREAS, the City Council has determined that it is wise, prudent, and in the best interests and welfare of the citizens of the City of Pell City to extend and renew its contract with Advanced for residential garbage collection service for an additional two-year term on the terms, conditions, fees, and costs as set forth in the contract attached hereto as Exhibit A and expressly incorporated herein by reference.


THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Pell City, Alabama, as follows:

1. That the City Manager be, and he hereby is, authorized and directed to execute on behalf of the City, the Agreement to Renew or Extend Renewal Contract to Provide Residential Garbage Collection Service in form and substance as that attached hereto as Exhibit A and expressly incorporated herein by reference.

Councilman Henderson made a motion to approve the following resolution approving the Commercial Garbage Contract Extension with Advanced Disposal.  The motion was seconded by Councilman Alverson.  Councilman Jenkins stated that he would like to note that there had been no rate increases since 2008 for the citizens with the renewal of both contracts.  He also noted that Advanced Disposal had improved their services and were doing a good job.  Chris Alverson, District Manager with Advanced Disposal, addressed the council.  He appreciated the opportunity to service the City for three more years.  He appreciated the trust that the City had put in them in order to extend the contracts.  After no further discussion, the council unanimously approved the resolution. 
RESOLUTION NO. 2017 – 4763

A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE RENEWAL OF THE CONTRACT FOR COMMERCIAL GARAGE COLLECTION


WHEREAS, City and Veolia ES Solid Waste Southeast, Inc., (hereinafter referred to as “Veolia”), entered in to a Contract to provide commercial garbage collection services within the corporate limits of the City of Pell City, Alabama, which Contract became effective on August 1, 2008, and was to expire on July 31, 2011, (hereinafter referred to as “Original Contract”); and,


WHEREAS, on February 18, 2011, City and Veolia entered into an Agreement to Renew or Extend the foregoing Original Contract to provide commercial garbage collection services within the corporate limits of the City of Pell City, Alabama, which Renewal Contract became effective on August 1, 2011, and was to expire on July 31, 2014, (hereinafter referred to as “First Renewal Contract”); and,


WHEREAS, Advanced Disposal Services Solid Waste Southeast, Inc., (hereinafter referred to as “Advanced”), is the successor in interest of Veolia ES Solid Waste Southeast, Inc., and as such assumed all the rights, duties, and responsibilities of Veolia in and to the foregoing Original Contract and First Renewal Contract; and,


WHEREAS, on July 28, 2014, City and Advanced entered into an Agreement to Renew or Extend the Renewal Contract to provide commercial garbage collection services within the corporate limits of the City of Pell City, Alabama, which contract became effective on August 1, 2014, and was scheduled to expire on July 31, 2015 (hereinafter referred to as “Second Renewal Contract”); and,


WHEREAS, on April 27, 2015, City and Advanced entered into an Agreement to Renew or Extend the Renewal Contract to provide commercial garbage collection services within the corporate limits of the City of Pell City, Alabama, which contract became effective on August 1, 2015, and is scheduled to expire on July 31, 2018 (hereinafter referred to as “Third Renewal Contract”); and,


WHEREAS, the City Council has determined that it is wise, prudent, and in the best interests and welfare of the citizens of the City of Pell City to extend and renew its contract with Advanced for commercial garbage collection service for an additional two-year term on the terms, conditions, fees, and costs as set forth in the contract attached hereto as Exhibit A and expressly incorporated herein by reference.


THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Pell City, Alabama, as follows:

1. That the City Manager be, and he hereby is, authorized and directed to execute on behalf of the City, the Agreement to Renew or Extend Renewal Contract to Provide Commercial Garbage Collection Service in form and substance as that attached hereto as Exhibit A and expressly incorporated herein by reference.

Council President McGowan asked for a motion and second to approve the following resolution approving a proposal from Amec Foster Wheeler for the Asbestos and Hazardous Materials Abatement Task II at the old hospital property.  Councilman Henderson asked how many tests they would have to approve.  City Manager Muenger stated that they were taking these in small portions with it being an ongoing process.  The costs would be split 50/50 with the St. Clair County Commission.  This is all required as part of the asbestos cleanup.  There being no further discussion, Councilman Alverson made a motion to approve the resolution.  The motion was seconded by Councilman Mitcham and unanimously approved by the council.
RESOLUTION NO. 2017 – 4764

A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE CITY OF PELL CITY TO ENTER INTO A SERVICE AGREEMENT WITH AMEC FOSTER WHEELER ENVIRONMENT & INFRASTRUCTURE, INC.
WHEREAS, the City Manager has recommended that the City of Pell City enter into a service agreement with Amec Foster Wheeler Environment & Infrastructure, Inc. (“Amec Foster Wheeler”) to Develop Technical Specifications for Asbestos Abatement and for Hazardous and Regulated Materials Abatement (Task II) on the Former St. Clair County Hospital located on Dr. John Haynes Drive, in accordance with the proposal submitted by Amec Foster Wheeler, which is attached hereto as Exhibit “A” and expressly incorporated herein by reference; and,

WHEREAS, the City Council has determined that it is wise, expedient, and in the best interests of the citizens of Pell City to enter into said agreement with Amec Foster Wheeler to Develop Technical Specifications for Asbestos Abatement and for Hazardous and Regulated Materials Abatement (Task 1I) on the Former St. Clair County Hospital located on Dr. John Haynes Drive at a cost of $3,900.00, in accordance with the terms set forth in Exhibit “A”.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Pell City, Alabama, as follows:

Section 1.  That the City Manager be, and he hereby is, authorized to sign an agreement with Amec Foster Wheeler to develop said specifications pursuant to the terms set forth as Exhibit “A” and expressly incorporated herein by reference. 

On motion of Councilman Jenkins, seconded by Councilman Henderson, the council unanimously approved the following resolution awarding the bid to JCB of Alabama for a 36-month lease on a Wheeled Loader Backhoe for the Street Department:
RESOLUTION NO. 2017 - 4765

A RESOLUTION AWARDING THE BID FOR THE 36-MONTH
 LEASE OF A WHEELED LOADER BACKHOE FOR THE
 PELL CITY STREET DEPARTMENT

WHEREAS, the City of Pell City has taken and received competitive sealed bids for the 36-month lease of a wheeled loader backhoe to be used by the Pell City Street Department, which equipment is more particularly described in the exhibit attached hereto as Exhibit “A”; and

WHEREAS, the lowest bid that met the specifications established by the City was submitted by JCB of Alabama in the amount of $1,063.00 per month.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Pell City that the City awards the bid for the 36-month lease of the above-described wheeled loader backhoe to JCB of Alabama in the amount of $1,063.00 per month.

At 7:11 p.m., Councilman Henderson made a motion to enter into Executive Session for approximately 20 minutes.  The motion was seconded by Councilman Alverson and unanimously approved by the council.  On roll call, those voting aye being:   Council President McGowan, Councilmen Jenkins, Henderson, Mitcham and Alverson.  Nays:  None.  Council President McGowan declared the motion approved.  City Attorney John Rea certified that the purpose for the Executive Session was to discuss a matter that is a pending litigation or likely to be litigated.  At 7:53 p.m., Councilman Jenkins made a motion to enter back into regular session.  The motion was seconded by Councilman Alverson and unanimously approved by the council.  On roll call, those voting aye being:  Council President McGowan, Councilmen Jenkins, Henderson, Mitcham and Alverson.  Nays:  None.  Council President McGowan declared the motion approved.  No action was taken.

On motion of Councilman Mitcham seconded by Councilman Alverson, the council adjourned subject to the call of the Council President.
