ORDINANCE NO. 2018 - 4877
AN ORDINANCE ESTABLISHING ADMINISTRATIVE PROCEDURES FOR THE SETTLEMENT, COMPROMISE, AND RESOLUTION OF CERTAIN SUITS, CLAIMS, OR DEMANDS ASSERTED BY OR AGAINST THE CITY OF PELL CITY, ALABAMA

WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Pell City desires to adopt administrative procedures for the settlement, compromise, and resolution of certain suits, claims, or demands asserted by or against the City of Pell City; and, 

WHEREAS, the City Council has determined that it is wise, prudent, and in the best interests of the citizens of Pell City to authorize the Mayor and City Manager to settle, compromise, and resolve certain suits, claims, or demands asserted by or against the City of Pell City in accordance with the terms of this Ordinance.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF PELL CITY, ALABAMA, AS FOLLOWS:

1. The Mayor and City Manager of the City of Pell City, acting jointly, shall have the authority to settle, compromise, or resolve any suit, claim, or demand asserted against the City of Pell City or any officer or employee of the City by the payment of an amount not exceeding $10,000.00, and to execute any necessary or advisable releases or instruments related thereto following approval of the City Attorney, provided that prior to entering into any such settlement, compromise, or resolution, the Mayor and City Manager shall provide at least 15 calendar days’ written notice to the City Council of their intent to settle, compromise, or resolve the suit, claim, or demand and the proposed terms of resolution.  In the event a majority of the City Council objects to the proposed action of the Mayor and City Manager through resolution, ordinance, or voice vote, the Mayor and City Manager shall not be authorized to complete the proposed settlement, compromise, or resolution.  Any Council member shall have the right to add the proposed settlement, compromise, or resolution to the Council’s agenda for consideration.
2. The Mayor and City Manager of the City of Pell City, acting jointly, shall have the authority to settle, compromise, or resolve any suit, claim, or demand asserted by or on behalf of the City of Pell City through the receipt of an amount not exceeding $10,000.00, and to execute any necessary or advisable releases or instruments related thereto following approval of the City Attorney, provided that prior to entering into any such settlement, compromise, or resolution, the Mayor and City Manager shall provide at least 15 calendar days’ written notice to the City Council of their intent to settle, compromise, or resolve the suit, claim, or demand and the proposed terms of resolution.  In the event a majority of the City Council objects to the proposed action of the Mayor and City Manager through resolution, ordinance, or voice vote, the Mayor and City Manager shall not be authorized to complete the proposed settlement, compromise, or resolution.  Any Council member shall have the right to add the proposed settlement, compromise, or resolution to the Council’s agenda for consideration.
3. The settlement, compromise, and resolution of any suits, claims, or demands asserted by or against the City of Pell City or any officer or employee of the City on terms in excess of the limits set forth above shall be expressly approved by the City Council.
4. Severability.  If any part, section, or provision of this Ordinance shall hereafter be declared unconstitutional or invalid for any reason, such declaration shall not affect the validity of any other section or provision of this Ordinance, which shall continue in full force and effect notwithstanding such holding.

5. Repeal of Conflicting Ordinances.  Any Ordinance, Resolution, or previous Council authorization in conflict with this Ordinance shall be and is hereby repealed on the effective date of this Ordinance.

6. Effective Date.  This Ordinance shall become effective upon approval and publication as required by law.
