ST. CLAIR COUNTY

The City Council of the City of Pell City met in a work session at the City Hall at 5:30 p.m. on Monday, December 11, 2017.  Present were Council President James McGowan, Councilmen Jay Jenkins, Blaine Henderson, Jason Mitcham and Jud Alverson.  Council President McGowan opened the meeting for discussion.

The invocation was led by City Attorney John Rea.
The pledge to the American Flag was led by Jay Headrick.
The City Clerk had roll call for attendance. 

Jay Headrick, IT Administrator addressed council to discuss the phone system upgrade proposal from ITS (Information Transport Solutions), which currently holds the state bid.  The current phone system in City Hall needs to be upgraded due to age of the system, capacity limits, and no additional expansion or license available.  The proposal would allow for the upgrade of server hardware, licensing and support, while increasing the port capacity of the system.  The proposal would allow the City to continue utilizing its existing handsets and other portions of the current system.  The total value of the contract proposed is $25,894.19.  Mr. Headrick stated funds for the upgrade were allocated in the operating budget for fiscal year 2017/18.
Councilman Alverson reviewed the bills on file and everything was in order.

Leisa Smith, Executive Director of the Boys & Girls Club of Alabama, presented a certificate to The City of Pell City showing their appreciation and gratitude for the support provided by The City of Pell City.

Ron Helms of Union State Insurance presented information regarding premiums for the upcoming 2018 year.  Previously the City entered into a three (3) year agreement with AMIC to provide its liability, auto, and general insurance policies, subject to annual adjustments.  The premium for the upcoming year decreased by $223.00, with an increase in property coverage values of 3%, including an increase of over $1 million dollars in expenditures.  City Manager Muenger stated the loss ratio has decreased in the past three (3) years.

Mr. Muenger discussed the formation of the Advisory Board for the Parks & Recreation Department and the names of twelve (12) individuals that are willing to serve on the Board.  Those individuals are Adam Jones, Mitchell Cline, Phillip Woodard, Brandon Lee, Deidra Isbell, Cypress Hathorn, Valerie Curtis, Tessica Jordan, Mark Tidwell, Doug Carden, Michael Richey and Joey Stevens.  The first meeting of the Advisory Board will be held December 19th at 6:00 p.m. at the Civic Center.
Mr. Muenger presented a list of three (3) items to be considered by council that were proposed to be sold as surplus.  The items were two (2) FireKing 6 Drawer Filing Cabinets and one (1) SteelMaster 7 Drawer Filing Cabinet used in the Municipal Court department.

Bids were received on the bleachers for Park & Rec Department.  Bubba Edge, Parks & Recreation Director, presented the lowest qualifying bid, which was submitted by BNS Sports in the amount of $20,438.58.  The bid was for six (6) sets of bleachers, with a seating capacity of seventy (70) guests.  The bid was well within the budget price of $27,000.00, which was based on previous verbal quotes solicited.  Funds will come from the approved Capital Improvement Plan.
City Manager Muenger presented agreements from various agencies regarding appropriations for the current fiscal year 2017/18.  These appropriations were discussed during budget meetings.  Also provided to Council was a spreadsheet listing previous years of appropriations that were approved by previous administrations.  The following appropriations agreements were presented for consideration:

Danny Buchanan, owner of Alabama Car Wash, LLC, on Vaughan Lane presented a Utility Bill Adjustment request dated December 5, 2017 in the amount of $1,832.65 and late fees in the amount of $396.81, due to a substantial water leak.  Mr. Buchanan had the leak repaired November 2, 2017.  The adjustment months requested for a credit were September, October, and November 2017.  Mr. Muenger stated the request does qualify for the credit per City policy which the City will issue a credit once every three (3) years with proper information provided.

City Manager Comments:  City Manager Muenger summarized a meeting he attended in Childersburg, AL, relating to the Childersburg Work Camp.  Mr. Muenger stated the City utilizes work release inmates from the work camp on a regular basis at the Animal Shelter, Library, Street Department and other departments.  Mr. Muenger was notified via email informing him that the Department of Corrections will close the Childersburg Work Camp at the beginning of March 2018 and will transfer the population of the prison, in part, to the Springville facility.  Mr. Muenger stated if the work release prisoners are moved to Springville, it will have a negative impact on the City of Pell City.  Mr. Muenger stated that, with council’s approval, he would write a letter to Governor Kay Ivey and express the City’s needs for the use of the work release inmates.
Mayor Comments:  None 
At 6:14 p.m., Council President McGowan made a motion to enter into Executive Session for approximately forty-five (45) minutes.  The motion was seconded by Councilman Henderson and unanimously approved by the council.  On roll call, those voting aye being:  Council President McGowan, Councilmen Jenkins, Henderson, Mitcham and Alverson.  Nays:  None.  City Attorney John Rea certified that the purpose for the Executive Session was to discuss a pending potential litigation imminently likely to be litigated.  Councilman Jenkins made a motion to end the Executive Session and enter into regular session at 7:00 p.m.  The motion was seconded by Councilman Henderson and unanimously approved by the council.  No action was taken.

There being no further items to discuss, Council President McGowan adjourned the work session.
